entering the House, and the actions of Shri Sherman Ali Ahmed in making
derogatory remarks against the Hon’ble Deputy Speaker inside the House
and in publicly criticizing him outside the House, constitute a breach of
privilege of the House; and the Committee having recommended that both
the Members be suspended from the service of the House for the remainder
of the Session; this House agrees with and accepts the recommendations
contained in the said Report and resolves that Shri Nurul Huda and Shri
Sherman Ali Ahmed be suspended from the service of the House for the
remainder of the present Winter Session.”
