The high cost of travel, combined with the economic vulnerability of a
large population living below the poverty line, imposes a disproportionate
burden on the people of this region, affecting their access to government
services and developmental opportunities; this House urges the
Government-

a. To consider declaring Katigarg as a Co-District at the earliest;

b. To take all necessary administrative steps to ensure improved
access to public services, enhanced connectivity, and better
public convenience for the people of the wider region.”

PRIVATE MEMBERS’ RESOLUTION — MOVED AND PENDING

Hon’ble Member Alhaj Abdur Rashid Mandal moved the following
Resolution —
“Having regard to the facts that-

since 1947, Assam has repeatedly faced devastating floods, riverbank
erosion, landslides, ethnic clashes and other natural and social
disruptions, resulting in the displacement of lakhs of families across
the State;

about 1,000 villages have been completely or partially affected during
these repeated events, causing countless families to become landless
and economically vulnerable;

while some of these landless families have been settled, allotted land,
or rehabilitated by the Government from time to time, a large number
of families continue to remain self-settled on Government khas land,
Pasture Grazing Reserve (PGR), Village Grazing Reserve (VGR),
Char areas and other vulnerable locations, many of whom have also
faced evictions in recent years; and

the absence of a permanent, structured, and compassionate
rehabilitation framework continues to create hardship for erosion-
affected and displaced legitimate citizens residing in Assam,; this
House urges upon the Government.

a. to formulate and implement a comprehensive policy for the
permanent resettlement of landless and erosion-affected
legitimate Indian citizens residing in Assam;

b. to provide such families with secure land allotment or
settlement, strictly in accordance with Government rules and
norms; and

c. to ensure that rehabilitation measures promote long-term
stability, socio-economic development and human dignity for
all affected families.”

deepfakes, cyber harassment and technology-enabled exploitation,
in order to safeguard the dignity, security and rights of women in
Assam.”
