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INTRODUCTION

The Government of India has enacted the Persons With Disabilities (Equal
Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation) Act, 1995. This Act has
come into force from 1996. Thereafter, the State Government has taken many
steps for awareness towards the rights of disabled persons, and to keep them in
stream in education and employment. For this function, an independent office of
the Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities has also been commenced since
1998. At present, Shri D N Pandey (IAS) is appointed as full time Commissioner
for Persons’ with Disabliities on the post from April 2018 and upto March 2019.

FUNCTIONS OF THE OFFICE OF THE COMMISSIONER FOR DISABLED
PERSONS

2. The disabled persons can get benefits, facilities and rights available to them
only when they are aware of this Act. Therefore, the work of making disabled
persons informed of about the benefits available to them and on contacting on
telephone at the level of the Commissioner or contacting personally and through
correspondence, the authority not giving benefit, and making them aware of laws,
rules and schemes for giving benefit admissible and the work of making the
Government machinery sensitive in this respect is being carried out. This office is
making active interaction with voluntary organizations associated with the work
of disabled persons and extending full co-operation whenever required by them.

3. After the enactment of “The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 20167, it
is mandatory for the State Govt. to implement its provisions. This office has been
functioning for the Rights of the organizations and beneficiaries and Act as a
strong mediator for giving benefits to eligible beneficiaries and if required, take
strong action in cases of infringement of rights of disabled persons.

Moreover, with regards to representations of disabled persons before
various offices / departments, this office does active work and gets provisions
regarding disabled persons complied with by the organization where the
representations of disabled persons are reasonable. Periodical evaluation of
various schemes, programmes being implemented is also carried out.

The Commissioner for Disabled is delegated powers of “Deemed Civil court:” a
separate the provisions of the rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016. He
holds the responsibility of hearing the cases breach of rights of the disabled
and give judgments.

The Commissioner or disables is working for implementation of different
provisions of the Disabilities Act 2016 by arranging meetings from time to
time with different departments of the State Govt. namely Labor and
Employment Deptt., Education Department, Health & Family Welfare
Department, Roads and Buildings Department, Urban Development and
Urban Housing Department, Panchayat Rural Development and Rural
Development Department, Tribal Development Department, Social Justice
and Empowerment Deptt., State Govt. has constituted a District Coordination
Committee at District level for implementation of this Act, and the Collector
is appointed as the Chairman who plays an important role to solve the district
level issues of the disables., A constant process of consultation is continued
with the district level officers and voluntary intuitions for different issues
arising at district level for disabled.

During 2018-19, the Director of Social Defense (Department of Social Justice

and Empowerment) has implemented the following schemes for Disabled

Following actions were undertaken, (Section 39) in order to implement the Disabilities

Act, by various departments of the State Govt.
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The Gujarat Minority Finance and Development Nigam has given loan to
Disabled persons at concessional rate.

The Directorate of Social Defense give Tricycle, Artificial Limbs, hearing aids
etc. are distributed at free of cost subject to certain conditions. Side by side,
the Department also helps in getting grants from Central Govt. and from
voluntary organizations of the state & financial assistance from NGOs like
Lions, Rotary and Giants etc, for disabled persons. Total 10 Rehabilitation
centres for the disabled in the State plays active role for getting necessary
grant for this and collects donations, if required.

Department of Social Defense gives grants to 135 organisaitons working for
the disables on the basis of graint-in-aid. These institutions are engaged in
training, education and rehabiliaion of disables.

Disables are given identity cards, free of cost so that the benefit of different
govt. schemes can be had easily. During the year 2018-19, identity cards
have been issued to 1, 04,971. Persons with disabilities.

During 2018-19, disabled are given benefits of free journey in the buses of
Gujarat State Road Transport Corporation and State Govt. has paid
Rs.3080.82 lakh to ST Corporation.

District Centers for Rehabilitations provide training and guidance for the
disabled to enable them to become self reliant and competent for job or
business.

Fields where more focus is recommended.

It is recommended that backlog of any post reserved for the disabled with
regard to direct recruitment should be cleared by “Special Recruitment
Drive”.

It is recommended to see that the vacancies to be kept reserved for disables
and clear category for disables as per Sec.34 of the Rights of Persons with
Disability Act 2016 be got certified before Roster Register Complement
Officer and without exemption from high level expert committee constituted
by the social justice and empowerment department. The vacancies that
cannot be got reserved for special category of disability or disabled persons,
no injustice is done in filling up the reserved vacancy for disabled or any
category of disability.

A scientific uniform and logical policy for writer for disabled persons is
framed st State level and its implementation in educational and professional
examination is started uniformly.

There is a provision of 4% reserved vacancies in govt. jobs for disabled in the
disabled Act 2016.

At present, roster points for disabled persons do not get an opportunity of
appointment in the establishment which having less than 25 posts.
therefore, recommended to consider prescribing roster point for the post of
class-1 and class-2. same as the General Administration Department has
fixed roster point in the post of class III and IV and to issue necessary
amendments in this behalf.

For celebration of special days for disabled, State Government by involving
itself allocating special grant recommends to frame a well planned
programme to make reach the issue of rehabilitation of disables upto
common people.

It is recommended for reserved parking of vehicles of disabled in every S.T.
Depot of the State Transport Corporation and indicated by a special symbol.

Taking into consideration, the increase in the disability ratio, the extending
number of disables, increase in the progrmme for disables by the State govt.
and that by the Govt. of India, the expending details of disables etc., it is
recommended that where a separate department is in the states of the
nation, the primary training of the disabled sector be made unavoidable.

A regular educational monitoring of the granted institutions imparting
education to the disable persons should be done.

A Circular is required to be issued after a policy level decision for keeping a
uniformity of time in the educational institutions for disables in the State.

At present there is no particular syllabus or examination pattern for the
education of disables in the state hence after a policy level decision, uniform
syllabus and inter institutional examination pattern should be implemented.

As per education department, the recruitment of employees in the
institutes for disabled persons should be through “centralized “ at the State
level.

A policy decision requires to be taken that the account of the amount of
donation received by the institutes functioning for the welfare of disables
though it is accredited to the trust for its use for the welfare of the disables
beneficiaries of the institution it should be taken into consideration at the
time of calculation of the grant.

A vehicle should be allotted to the officers of Sr. class I and employees in the
office of the Commissioner for disabled persons to attend meetings in the
field offices and for field visits.

Priority should be given to disabled windows in jobs at village level.

The provision that at least 40% marks should be in the last examination for
scholarship to the disabled persons should be cancelled and criteria of
passing the last annual examination should be fixed.

In the equipment assistance scheme to disabled persons, upper age limit
should be removed and assistance should be given without age limit.

Work done by different Departments for Disabled Persons

A. Social Justice and Empowernment Department.

Social Justice and empowerment department is a department working for
disabled persons and making implementation of this Act 2016 in the State is
shown in form 7 of the Appendix 2.

This department has constituted state level coordination committee and
executive committee as per disabled act. The meetings of both these
committees are convened regularly according to convenience.

As per the provision of the disabled act the vacancies which can be kept
reserved required to be separated. A committee is formed by Deptt. for this
work. The work for sorting out separate posts which can be reserved for the
disabled is going on at present.

The Office of the Director of Social Defense is functioning as state level office
initiating different schemes for the disables. Statistical information is shown
scheme wise in the form No.8 of the Appendix-2.

District Coordination Committee of the disabled act and local level
committees constituted under National Trust Act under the Chairmanship of
the Collector and under Member Secretaryship of social defense officer at
district level are functioning.

A booklet named “Bright sight” — collection of welfare schemes for disabled”
is published by the State Information Department so that disabled can get
information about different schemes meant for them and they can take
maximum benefit of these provisions. This booklet is made available to
disables persons at free of cost.

The Office of the Director of Social Defense working under the Social Justice
and empowerment department of the State Govt. gives awards to two
persons and two institutions doing the best work in the field of rehabilitation
of disables, every year. State Govt. has formed an award selection committee
for this. The details of the award are as under.

State Govt. has decided to facilitate the guardians contributing towards the
upbringing of disabled children and has formed a selection committee for
selection of the best guardian. The guardian selected by the selection
committee is facilitating by the State Govt.

Apart from the award being given by the State govt. every year to the persons
contributing towards welfare of the disabled voluntary organization also give
late Nilakanth Chatrapati Award, Late Jagdish Patel Blindman talent award
late Bhikhabhai C. Shah and Babwani Inspiration Award.

Rehabilitation council of India has given recognition to the 17 institutions in
the State for rehabilitation of the disables. The institutions wise information
of the courses run by these recognized institutions is given in the form of
appendix 2 attached herewith.

National Trust is working for the persons having disability of cerebral palsy,
autism, mental disability and multiple disabilities. This trust takes complete
care of the persons with disability having cerebral palsy, mental disability,
autism and multiple disabilities and operates the properties owned by the
persons with disability. For this purpose a district local committee is formed
under the chairmanship of district collector at district level. The National
trust has for the disabled persons included in the trust launched good
health scheme during 2010-11. Accordingly, the BPL disabled beneficiary is
given benefit of insurance cover up to Rs.1.00 lack without paying any
charge and those other than BPL beneficiary has to pay Rs.250.00 annually
if income of his family is less than Rs.15,000 and Rs.500/- amount if the
income of his family exceeds Rs.15,000/- for an insurance cover of Rs.1.00
lack. National trust has appointed Andhajan Mandal Vastrapur Ahmedabad
as a nodal agency for implementation of this scheme in the State.

Special Olympic World Winter Games 2017 was arranged during 14-3-2017
to 25-3-2017 at Austria. In this game festival, 2700 athletes from 110
countries took part wherein 89 athletes from India participated. They
secured 37 gold, 10 silver and 26 bronze medals. Thus total 73 medals were
bagged. Out of these 3 athletes from Gujarat bagged 1 gold and 1 silver
medal. The athletes from Gujarat have shined out the name of Gujarat at
International level taking the leadership of India.

Duties and function of State Commissioner for Disabilities
( Sec.79 to 83)

Suo moto action to be taken to make provisions in the Act for corrective
steps in conformity with the Prevalent Acts / Policy / Programes in the State.

Protection to be provided to the disabled who has been done injustice by the
prevalent scheme or for no injustice is done. A (suo moto) enquiry or
submission of the matter before respective officer for corrective measures.

The safe guards and other provisions shown under the rights of persons with
Disabilities Act 2016 should be followed, and steps are taken for its effective
implementation.

Solid steps and recommendations should be made for promotion of all rights
covered under this act and the benefit may reach up to the disabled persons.

More and more research activity should be undertaken by promoting new
researchers in the field of disability.

Awareness programs for the rights of disabled should be encouraged and
protected.

Dummy ballot sheet in Brailee to facilitate Blind voters:

Andhanjan Mandal Ahmedabad was given responsibility of preparing
dummy sheets in Braille for facilitating to blind voters under the
instruction of Chief Electoral Officer Gujarat State with reference to the
instruction from the Election Commission of India, Dy. Commissioner of
the Office was appointed as nodal officer for this work. The dummy ballot
prepared in Braille for facility to blind voters in all the seats of parliament
assembly elections 2014 and vidhansabha election 2015 and in all the bye-
elections of all the seats up to 2014- to 2018 were certified by the
authorized officers / employees knowing Braille.

Social Defence (Sec.24)

As per census 2011 in about 6 crore population of Gujarat, the disabled
persons and estimated to about 10.92 lacs. Which is 1.80% out of total
population Gujarat state has launched so many welfare schemes for the
welfare of the disabled persons so that a disabled person can lead a life
with dignity in the society getting education and training and proper
attention is also given towards their health.

For the year 2018-19 a provision is made for Rs.1537.78 Crore (Plan)
for the welfare of the disabled persons.

The state government is implementing following schemes for the
disabled persons.

Scheme “Cost Free Travelling” in S T buses for disabled persons.

For going to study, medical treatment and service business places and for
other social reasons, the Gujarat State road Transport Nigam has started to
provide free in travel fairs with effect from 4-7-1991.

Full concessions in ST fares are given to disabled persons having more
than 40% disability under this scheme. Disabled persons h 80% or more
disability are given full concession in S.T. fares for self and 50% to their
companions. In addition to this, 80% Deaf, Dumb persons are given full
concession for self and mentally challenged persons having 1.Q less than
70% are given full concession for self and 100% for their companion.

The details under this scheme ending year 2018-19 for provision
expenditure and beneficiaries are as under.

Identity cards to disabled persons.

To avoid frequent medical examination for disabled persons for disability
certificate and to facilities for production a disability certificate wherever
needed, state government has launched a scheme of giving identity cards to
the disabled persons from the year 1988-89. Each district, social Defense
officer issues identity card after checking the application and medical
certificate of the disabled persons. At the end of the year 2018-19, total
1,40,971 disabled persons were issued identity cards.
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Scholarship for disability.

Disability Scholarship Scheme is being implemented from Government of
Gujarat, Education and Labor Department, Secretariat, Ahmedabad
Resolution No. EDD-1234-47636-chh, Dt. 09-07-1965 now the students
with disabilities studying from Std. 1 to 8 who have Rs.1000/ - per annum
scholarship to students with disability who have more than 60% disability
percentage and have passed the last annual examination with more than
80% marks and Rs.1500 / - to Rs.5000 / - per annum for students
studying above Std. Scholarships up to Rs.

80% or more than 80% and hearing 71% to 100 % and 50% and more
mental illness are provided with shoes or crutch, hearing aid, kits of
carpentry, kits of electrical repairing, kits of cycle repairing, knitting
machine and embroidery machine, kits of computer repairing, folding wheel
chair to handicapped M.R. child kits, Braille kits, folding stick etc. are
sanctioned assistance for kits from the sanctioned amount by Govt. The
income ceiling of Rs.10,000 is removed from 21-5-2016.

Insurance assistance scheme for the family members of disabled.

An Insurance assistance scheme is sanctioned to the family member of the
disabled vide social justice and empowerment department GR No. APA/
102005 / N B 4 / CHH-1 dated 28-3-2007.

Group Insurance schemes run by different departments are
consolidated vide FD Gandhinagar GR dated 25-6-2007.

Compensation will be payable under this scheme in the maximum
limit of insurance amount of Rs.1,00,000/- to the disabled beneficiary
having annual income limit of Rs.6,00,000/- under this scheme.

The insurance amount will be available in the following
circumstances keeping in view the consolidation of general group
accidental insurance policy.

Death due to accident. 100% in cases permanent total disability.

Due to accident in case of los of both eyes/ two limbs or hand / leg loss —
100%

In case of loss of one eye and one limbs due to accident — 100%
In case of loss of one eye or one limb due to accident — 50%.

The benefit of this scheme will be available subject to conditions of the
insurance policy if death of the beneficiary occurs or becomes permanently
disable by any other way except suicide or natural death. The details of
provision expenditure and beneficiary for the year ending 2018-19 under
this scheme are as under.

Scheme to give assistance for construction of houses to disabled widows:

o Resolution No. APG/102007/NB21/CHH-1 dated 31-3-2008 of the
Department of Social Justice and Empowerment. A scheme has been
approved to provide assistance for construction of houses to disabled
widowed sisters. In which widows and handicapped sisters with the
following qualifications are eligible for assistance.

o Widows with disabilities between the ages of 18 and 60 are eligible for the
benefit of this scheme only once.

o The disabled ladies between age of 18 years to 60 years will get the benefit
under this scheme only once (disabled widow lady of each category who is
having 40% or more disability).

o The plot of land should be registered in the name of the applicant or in the
name of his deceased husband in the office of Gram Panchayat / Revenue /
City Survey or any other competent office and the applicant should be in
possession of it.

o Even if it is registered as a house in the book of Gram Panchayat, a
disabled widow woman who has a very raw, mud house, grass pool, Kuba
type house which is not suitable for accommodation is also eligible to avail
the benefit of this scheme. This means that a person who does not fall
within the definition of a lined building like brick, stone or cement will be
eligible for the benefit.

o Even if the plot of land is not registered in Revenue / City Survey etc., if it
is registered from the registered documents, the disabled widow woman
possessing the plot of land on which the property has been transferred is
entitled to this assistance.

o Other schemes for the urban poor in urban areas are eligible for this
assistance to a handicapped widow who has an open plot as per the
prescribed norms.

o If the property has been inherited and it is not recorded in the Revenue /
City Survey record but the total property holder and his heirs agree to build
a house on such land, then the heir applicant with such direct possession
is also entitled to the benefit of this scheme.

J Applicant should have been residing in urban/ rural area continuously
since 5 years where the house is to be built. The certificate from a
competent officer will be required to be produced about the death of
husband by the widow wherein the date of death of husband is mentioned.
The certificate of authorized disability issued by the civil surgeon and the
identity card for disabled issued by the district social defense officer on the
basis of would be considered valid. Building will have to be completed
within two years from the date of sanction of application. If applications
are from BPL applicants they will have to be sanctioned on priority after
checking the registration number of the BPL applicant.

Scheme of financial assistance for marriage to persons with
disabilities and persons with disabilities from the Department of Social
Justice and Empowerment. Resolution No. APG / 102018/2030 / NB-2 /
G-1 of 31/07/2017 is in force. The girl is over 18 years of age and the boy
is over 21 years of age, with 40% or more of the orthopedic disability, 80%
or more of the blind, 71% to 100% of the hearing impaired and 50% of the
mentally retarded. The person is entitled to the benefit of this scheme.

Under this scheme, the beneficiary gets Rs. 50,000 / - is provided.

State award for disabled guardian/Parents

The Govt. of India on implementation of the scheme of doing best activity of giving
reward to individual / institutions working for the welfare of disabled. The State
Govt. has also started a scheme from 28-9-2009 to give reward to the guardian /
parents of the disabled children engaged in a very difficult task of upbringing a
disabled child putting a silent labor. Reward of Rs.10,000/- cash and citation
letter is given to each guardian /parents of the children having four types of
disability of mental retardation deaf and dumb blind and osteo related disability.

Disabled Act 2016.

Under the Disability Act-2016 From 01/04/2018 to 31/03/2019, new
registration certificates have been issued to a total of 17 organizations. Also,
certificates of 64 institutes have been renewed during the same period.

Voluntary organizations are working for different types of persons with
disabilities. At present, grants are given to about 132 voluntary organizations for
training and education of persons with disabilities. In which for 100% of salary
and other maintenance expenses Rs. 1500 grants are given. In addition, about 10
organizations are operating on a voluntary basis apart from grants and 11
organizations are run through the government. A total of 10,000 inmates are
benefiting from voluntary and government organizations for the disabled.
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There are following voluntary and Government Organizations working in
the Gujarat State in 2018-19.

The Government gives 100% grant for salary of the recognized employees
such recognized 132 voluntary institutions. For the residents of such institution
Rs.1500/- resident wise is given for boarding expenditure. (Meal charge) In
addition to that all these types of institutions are allotted House rent and
equipment grant as per requirement within the budgetary limit. Persons with low
vision and disabled are give professional training in weaving, carpentry, tailoring,
printing, book binding, light engineering work, candle and calk making m ge
crafts, doormats etc. Over and above technical training is given in multi category
workshop at Vastrapur Ahmedabad and Jamnagar under the scheme of govt., of
India for light engineering armature winding power looms, plastic molding, brass
work Physiotherapy etc. Training is given at in Tata agricultural rural training
centre at Fansa, District Valsad for animal husbandry, dairy farm, gardening,
agriculture etc. About 18 training schools are run at Ahmedabad, Vadodara,
Bhavnagar, Bhuj, Dahod for special training for low vision, hearing loss and
mental challenged education. Every year 20-20 trainers are prepared in each
college.

Under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act-2016, the meeting of the
State Advisory Board in the year 2018-19 has been held on 31/11/2018.

3. The expenditure for tour expenses, general bus, 214 class sleeper coach in
Rly. Journey is allowed upto Rs.250/-. A certificate from medical officers
is required for this, the same amount is allowed to escort attendant of the
beneficiary.

4. The patients whose income is up to Rs.15,000/- per month lodging,
boarding charge on daily basis at Rs.100/- for 15 days only.

S. The expenditure for medical /surgical correction is also allowed in this
scheme.

Din Dayal Rehabilitation Scheme: (D.D.R.S.)

Rs. 1.38 crores has been recommended for 14 projects by the Govt. of India
during in the year 2018-19 and 21 ongoing projects under Din Dayal
Rehabilitation scheme in Gujarat.




National Trust

National Trust is constituted for persons having disability of four types
such as mental challenge, cerebral palsy, autism and multiple disabilities.
This trust take complete care of persons having disability of mental challenged
cerebral palsy autism and multiple disability and looks after the assets
inherited by the Trust.

At district level under the Chairmanship of Collector a district level
committee is constituted.

D. Health Department (Sec.25)

The health department is directly associated with disability. The
Department of Health and its field agencies are very careful from the
beginning to prevent disability. The operation of the health department is as
follows.

1. As per the provisions of the newly enacted The Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act 2016 and the Mental Health Care Act-2017 by the
Government of India, the Department of Health has made arrangements to
coordinate the Department of Social Security to ensure that persons with
disabilities get disability certificates from taluka level locations and special
camps. Arrangements have been made in collaboration with voluntary
organizations to ensure that the required certificates are available at their
place of residence. The Health Department has prepared a web page based
application called UDID of Swavalamban Portal prepared by the
Government of India to overcome the administrative shortcoming of
obtaining Disability Certificates and certificates have been issued to
persons with disabilities in the year 2018-2019 as per “Ability Gujarat”
application as well as UDID application.

Certificate has been issued online through UDID of Swavalamban
Portal prepared by Government of India since the year 2017. Certificates
previously issued are uploaded to the application as an old certificate.

2. The Department of Health has undertaken a number of disability
prevention programs. This has led to the success of polio eradication
blindness prevention and leprosy prevention programs.

3. In addition to the disability certificate, all the medical officers of the state
as well as the specialist doctors for the timely and expeditious issuance of
certificates to the persons with disabilities are involved in this training.
G.O. Etc. are also trained.

4. At the time of childbirth, specialist gynecologists and pediatricians, etc.,
take care of the baby and protect it from disability. For which the public
safety program of the health department is working.

S. Important programs like vaccination, anti-polio campaign, hemorrhagic
prevention program, blindness prevention program are carried out
frequently by the health department..

6. The Department of Health, in coordination with the Department of
Education, conducts school health programs. In which medical check-up of
children going to school is done and free medical treatment is provided
where necessary. During the year 2018-19, health check-ups of 1.56 crore

children have also been done. Out of which children in need were given
various treatments on the spot and children who were in need of treatment
for heart disease or other ailments were also given treatment.

Every effort is made by the Department of Health to ensure that persons
with disabilities are examined by a specialist physician and that a proper
certificate regarding their disability certificate can be obtained from a place
near the residence of the disabled beneficiary. Disability certificate can be
easily obtained from the Department of Health and Family Welfare
Necessary provisions have been made by the resolution of date. 9/10/2010.
Camps are organized every fortnight at the Community Health Center /
Primary Health Center by the District General Hospital and Medical College
affiliates to issue certificates of disability in each district.

The Department of Health's various national programs such as
Reproductive Maternal Newborn Child and Adolescent Health, Janani
Shishukasha Program, National Child Health Program, National Blindness
Prevention Program, National Leprosy Program, National Program for
Prevention of Deafness, National Mental Health Program and National
Mental Health Program Arrangements have been made and necessary
operations, medical aids as well as other treatment facilities for medical
rehabilitation are provided in the state so that persons with disabilities can
be easily rehabilitated in the society.

The state has started cochlear implant surgery facility for hearing impaired
children from birth. Through which paralyzed children who cannot hear
from birth can speak and hear. The cost of this operation is estimated at
Rs. 5.00 lakh and 132 such operations have been performed this year.

Children with congenital deafness who need cochlear implants are provided
free of cost for Civil Hospital, Ahmedabad besides Surat, Rajkot, Vadodara
Medical College affiliated hospitals and C.U.Shah medical College,
Surendranagar affiliated hospitals for cochlear implants.

Awareness campaigns for the prevention of Thalassemia Major disease and
information on Thalassemia disease are provided for that. Perform pre-
marriage testing and counseling, as well as IEC activities in schools and
colleges. In a society where thalassemia is on the rise, blood testing is done
and thalassemia cards are issued. Intensive IEC work is planned.

Necessary treatment of Thalassemia Major such as free blood transfusion
chelating agent tablet / injection treatment is provided by the district level
hospital.

The number of children examined by an ophthalmologist is 68716, the
number of children who have had cochlear implants is 132, the number of
children who have been given cleft leap / pellet treatment is 578 and the
number of children who are undergoing club foot treatment is 541.

Education Department (See 16 to 18)

Disabled children are allowed to develop in general schools with
normal children the integrated education scheme of the Education
department. For such disabled special teachers are appointed.

The work done under this scheme is as under.

I.E.D.S.S.Scheme:

This scheme is 100% centrally sponsored scheme. New scheme inclusive
education for disabled at secondary stage is in force in place of old IEDC
scheme w.e.f. 1.4.2009. Under this scheme disabled children studying in
standard 9 to 12 are given education and Rs.3000/- equipment assistance
every year with the help of special teachers through NGOs. Each child is
given scholarship of Rs. 600/- by the State Govt. The implementation of
this scheme is done by the Gujarat council for Education Research and
Training IEDSS Cell.

Education department has activated their field level employees and taken
action so that each disabled d children get admission in govt. School or
govt. aided school. Education department has published necessary
instruction for admission of disabled students on 4% seats. The disabled
children covered under “ Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan” are provided necessary
academic tools, Braille books etc. Along with this the use of BRC for study
of disabled children is an important step towards inclusive education. Short
term training programmes have been undertaken for special teachers’,
primary school teachers and principals of the State.

Distant learning courses of B.Ed level have been started for professors of
disabled children on the lines of Dr. Ambedkar Open University and this
provision is made in the faculty of technical education. Industrial training,
medical colleges, primary school certificate training diploma in art
education trainee graduate etc.

During academic year 2018-19, 10610 disabled students were covered
under 3989 combined schools in the State. They are given education under
Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan giving Braille books and other academic tools
assistance to specially trained teachers for imparting training to disabled
and general teachers. Incentives are also given by the NGOs and Govt. for
their progress in sports’ cultural programmes and fashion show etc. 6 Braille
libraries are started under Raja Ram Mohanrai grant and govt. for the welfare
of blind persons. The literature provided in bold letters and audio apparatus
are also kept. For this specially trained 1049 teachers have been appointed so
that these disabled children can proceed further competitively with normal
children. 53 NGOs are working under this scheme. The details of which is
given inform 2 of appendix -2.

Extra 30 minutes time is allowed to disabled students in the examination at
the level of primary, higher, higher secondary and higher education under
Sec. 3 of the disabled Act.

The students of 10th & 12TH securing 20% marks in the open exam of the
Board are declared as passed. This benefit of 20% marks is also allowed in
the school exam of standard 9th & 12th,

During the year 2018-19, stipend has been given as per the budget
provision for 3865 girls with special needs studying in Std. 1 to 8.

Resource Room : -

Children with special needs studying in Std. 1 to 8 schools are given
therapy (e.g. psychologist, physiotherapist) and guidance by specialists four
days a week in the taluka level resource rooms. Currently 269 resource
rooms are functioning.

Tools & equipment :-

As per the budget provision for the year 2018-19, the children of Std.
1 to 8 with special needs have been assessed under the coordination of the

taluka wise health department. Equipment assistance has been provided
854 disable children.

Corrective Surgery: -

Minor corrective surgery is performed on children in need under the
coordination of the health department. Corrective surgery has been
performed on 146 children during the year 2018-19. In which the children
are given the cost of coming and going, staying and eating through Sarva
Shiksha Abhiyan.

Certificate of Disabled Children :-

In the year 2018-19, out of 1,20,139 disabled children in Std. 1 to
12, The 32788 children had certificates. And after the of online entry under
UDID camp, the more certificates of 25,936 disabled children have been
issued.

Labour and employment department (Sec.19 to 23)

As per the provisions of the resolution dated 10/08/2006 for keeping a
separate unit for the disabled at every employment office of the state by the
Department of Labor and Employment, a special unit has been kept for the
disabled candidates at each employment office from the year 2007-08. In
which record of performance related to the disabled candidate is
maintained. In the year 2018-19, of 1245 disabled candidates names have
been registered in various categories. In which a total of vacancy 233, The
7148 disabled candidates have been recommended against the total
number of posts reserved for the disabled at the employment offices under
this department being registered by different employers. And a total of 113
persons with disabilities have got employment in the year 2018-19.

Youth services and cultural activities

The Office of the Youth Services and Cultural Activities arranges every year
in cooperation with the society for physically handicapped, a Wally ball
competition for the disabled children. Rs.1.95 lakh were spent for this
competition in the year 2018-19. In this competition, 9 teams of disables
and 84 disables participated.

Thakkar Vajaii Naljibhai from an agricultural family of Patan secured Gold
Medal in winter games in special winter Olympics at Austria and shined out
the name of Gujarat all over the world.
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The scheme of “Umang Utsav” is started from the year 2009-10 for the
disabled children. The Office of the youth services and cultural activities
arranges “Umang Utasv since last four year for disabled children at regional
level competition and a training camp and competition at State level.

A separate "Special Khel Mahakumbh" is organized every year for the
disabled players. The competition is organized by the Sports Authority of
Gujarat. The following players have registered and participated under
Special Khel Mahakumbh.

Cash prizes, certificates are given to the first, second and third place
winners at district and state level. As well as track shoots and medals are
given to the winning players at the state level.

The District Sports Officers of the State Govt. sanctions to and fro
expenditure of Rs.75/- boarding charges Rs.125/- per day and Rs.100/- for
lodging facility to the disabled athletes participating at district and state
level.

Urban Development Department

Urban Development department has amended building byelaws, and
made essential to make provisions that access may become easy in the
houses being built for disabled persons by the local self government bodies,
ramp and arrangement of special type of latrines. The Housing Board has
reserved 5% houses for disabled persons.

The Roads & Building Department has continued to make
arrangement of ramp with railing for access in field level public premises.
Priority is being accorded to main Government Offices for this work.
Thereafter, it is decided to provide this facility in remaining govt. Offices.
Details of facilities for non-residential buildings (Govt. Offices) are enclosed
in the Statement - 5 of Appendix-2 attached herewith. Further, provisions
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of railing with ramp are made in plans and estimates of all Government
residential and non-residential building being constructed newly
henceforth.

1. Almost all the offices of Social Defense Officers located att district level in
the state have been mostly shifted to ground floor and necessary facilities
have been created to have access to these offices.

K. Roads and Buildings Department:

The 6 (six) Famous religions places in the state have been made obstruction
free for disabled persons. Sardar Patel Institute for Public administration
has also been made as an ideal obstruction free office for disabled persons.
The Commisisonerate for persons with disabilities id made obstruction free
by the Roads and Buildings Department. Most of trains of Western Railway
arriving in Gujarat have disabled friendly coaches and remaining trains are
regarded to be equipped with such facility.

Accessibility (Sec.44-46)

I The Government has issued instructions to make arrangement

of ramp for entering into all important Government offices and this action
is under way by the Roads and Buildings Department.

II Facility of ramp is made in various offices at Gandhinagar. Every
Superintending Engineer / Executive Engineer has been given instructions
for making necessary ramp in premises of govt., offices being approved by
Roads and Building Department and arrangement of toilet for disabled
persons is made inevitable. Information about ramp, toilet made for
disabled persons in Govt. Offices and Braille symbols / audio sings in lift
by Roads & Building Department in the year 2018-19 are enclose din
Statement — 2 of Appendix 5 enclosed herewith.

III Urban Development has already made amendment in its b8uilding bye-
laws with the provision that proper arrangement must be made for disabled
persons in Government building to be constructed henceforth.

IV  Along with making Vapi Rly. Station in Gujarat disabled friendly, the
railway department has made six new railway stations disable friendly in
the state through Unnati Institute. Buildings of offices, courts, corporations
etc. are being made disable friendly slowly but surely.

L. Work by other department, boards /Corporations.

I Loan is give to disabled for employment along with NHFDC loan by the
different corporations of the Govt. under sec.26 to 30 of the disabled act
2016, such as Gujarat Scheduled Tribe Development Corporation, Gujarat
Thakkor and Koli Development Corporation. Gujarat Minority Economic
Development Corporation, Gujarat Gopalak Development Corporation etc.
During year 2018-19 Gujarat Minority finance and Development
Corporation has sanctioned loan of Rs.92.90 lakh to 135 disables. State
Govt. has separately constituted Gujarat Minority Finance and
Development Corporation on the lines of Maharashtra Govt. so that
disabled persons can get adequate loan for self employment.
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Gujarat State Road Transport Corporation has made arrangement for
stopping ramp with galling on 61 stands during 2018-19 and facility of
toilets with ramp is provided in 61 bus stands (Details in form 6 of
appendix-2) Corporation has also provided facility 924 low floor buses
within Ahmedabad Gandhinagar bus route. Seat No.16, 17 and 18 are kept
reserved for disabled persons in 52 seat buses and 2 seats in 44 seat
buses.

30 minutes extra time is allowed to blind persons in the academy Exams
and competitive examinations for Class I & II by the Gujarat Public Service
Commission. Blind persons and those who cannot write themselves are
given the faculty of writer as per demand.

Over and above different government facilities are allowed to disabled such
as double vehicle allowance life time family pension to the disabled children
of the govt. employee widow considering age or income limit, priority to
disables in house building advance, allotment of Govt., quarters at ground
floor to the disabled employee, exemption from the professional tax etc.

Census of India has published statics of disabled person. According to that
against ht e per cent age of disables of about 2.59 the percentage of
disables in Gujarat is 1.81%

Minority Finance Development Corporation is established in Gujarat State
and through that NHFDC loan is given to disabled persons for
employment/ business.

Disabled women are given employment oriented training at taluka and
district level by the Women and Child Development department.

Contribution of Voluntary Organisations.

Voluntary organizations are doing the work of education and rehabilitation
pertaining to disables in Gujarat. Voluntary organizations are doing the
work of assistance to the disables with the help of grants from the Govt.

Andhajan Mandal Ahmedabad is doing the activity like training for
education and employment in the different districts of Gujarat special
training for disables integrated rehabilitation schemes, Braille Press
manufacturing of different articles useful to disables, and distribution etc.

The activities similar to that of Andhajan Mandal Ahmedabd are done by
the PNR society Bhavnagar, Deaf and Dumb society Ahmedabad BM
Institute Ahmedabad, Blind Welfare Council Dahod, Akshar Trust
Vadodara, Disha a Trust Vadodara Kashiben Girdhanbhai Children
Hospital Vadodara etc., who undertakes welfare programs for the blind of
the remotest areas of the State.

The activity of rehabilitation of Patients cured after treatment, issue of
medical certificates, examination of mental patients in the 3 hospitals
especially for mental patients now in the 6 selected districts of Gujarat
State, is undertaken. The meetings of the visitors committee is convened
every month in all the mental hospitals of the state wherein mostly the
representative of his office remains present and gives guidance.

Work done under National Trust Act in Gujarat

Legal guardianship and Committees at local level

26 Local level committees have been constituted under Naiotnla turst
Act in Gujarat State. (1) Collector (2) Institutes registered under National
Trust Act (3) Disabled Persons District Social Defense Officer is the Member
Secretary of this committee. Parents of the disabled person or relatives can
apply before this committee to appoint any person of his choice as a
guardian.

Niramay Health Policy :

A medical insurance is taken which can be afforded by the persons
having disability of autism, cerebral palsy, mental retardations, and
multiple disability under this scheme.
