PREFACE

The Right to Information Act, 2005 has completed 15 years in the year 2020. A careful study
of more than 80000 appeals and complaints received by the Commission during these years reveals
that the citizens are using this Act more effectively whereas on the other hand, public authorities are

also working more effectively due to their training and experiences.

In Gujarat Information Commission, following Chief Commissioner of Information and

State Commissioner of Information were functioning during 2019-20.
(a) Chief Information Commissioner

(1) From 1-4-2019 to 31-3-2020
(b) State Information Commissioner

(1) From 1-4-2019 to 23-3-2020

(2) From 22-4-2019 to 31-3-2020

3) From 22-4-2019 to 31-3-2020

4) From 22-4-2019 to 31-3-2020 - 4 commissioners

Appeals/Complaints received in the Commission are heard chronologically. During the year,
total 8998 applications were disposed. The Commission has started hearing of cases through Video
Conference on every Wednesday. It has got favourable response from the applicants residing in the
remote and interior parts of the State because they and Government officers do not have to travel
upto Gandhinagar for hearing such cases. Hearing through this medium was undertaken in different
districts from 2014-15. Details of the monthwise Video conference for year 2019-20 have been given

in chapter-6 in which mostly remote districts of the state have been given priority.

Applications received by the Commission are now scrutinized at the initial stage. As a result
of undertaking this process, the posts sent ‘for intimation” and the duplicate appeals/copies are found
at receipt stage only and the duplication of work has been avoided. The work of computerization
relating to the Appeals/copies received by the Commission is in progress. Major work of the
Commission has been done online in RIMS software. Facilities to file second appeal online and to
upload hearing notice, remarks/ representations etc. online have also been done. Along with sending
hearing notice online, it has been also informed by e-mail and by SMS on phone. Appeal/notice of
complaints, order, remarks and documents have been made available online. Above whole procedure

has ben made user friendly.
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Disposal of appeal and complaints can be done quickly and easily due to transfer of
commission’s work on cloud server and upgradation of all the applications of the commission. Each
party can log in commission’s website and see details of the case and documents. As this cloud has
been saved on server, it has enhanced the capacity to save the data and efficiency of work. Thus, the

Commission efforts to move forward in the direction of digitalisation.

The applications are uploaded in RTI Annual Return System prepared by the State
Government to know as to how many applications have been received by the various Public
Authorities under the Right to Information Act, 2005.These uploaded details are to be displayed
after their analysis. Details on the appeals so uploaded on the State Government portal are to be
displayed in different manner so that the number of applications received by the various Public
Authorities, action taken thereupon, the number of applications which were rejected etc. can be
known. But it is noticeable that as mentioned in earlier reports, compared to the number of RTI
applications uploaded during the year 2018-2019 by all the Public Authorities of the State, there has
been decrease in the number of applications received during the year 2019-2020. Departments of
the State and Public Authorities under them had received 118638 applications during the year 2018-
2019. The number of such applications is shown as 151,159 during this year 2019-2020.So, in the

current year there is remarkable increase.

It is absolutely necessary not to show lethargy by various Public authorities in
uploading the details of applications on the RTI annual return system developed by the

Government.

The Commission has also developed its own website, which is updated periodically. The

details available on the website have been shown in chapter-12.

The statistical information of the Public Authorities, included in this Annual Report of
the Commission has been obtained on 05-11-2020 from http://rti-ar.guj.nic.in system

developed by the State Government for this Act.
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CHAPTER-2

Details of action taken during the vear 2019-2020 by the State Government for
the implementation of the Right to Information Act, 2005.

Shri K.M.Adhvaryu, Shri Ramesh J.Karia and Shri Virendra P.Pandya were appointed as
State Information Commissioners(vide notification dated 16-4-2019)

Direction for updating pro-active disclosure of Public Authorities was given vide section-4
of Right to Information Act-2005(by circular of dated 9-5-2019)

Direction for updating pro-active disclosure of Public Authorities was given vide section-4
of Right to Information Act-2005.( by circular of dated 17-7-2019)

Necessary instructions were given for the effective implementation of Right to Information
Act-2005 (by circular of dated 11-10-2019).So, State Government is functioning
continuously to bring mobility.

The details of the Training Programmes/seminars conducted during the year 2019-
2020 by SPIPA for the implementation of Right to Information Act-2005.

Total 15 training programmes of two-days were conducted at the office on Right to
Information Act-2005 in which total 399 participants including Public Information Officers
and Appellate Authorities had been imparted training.

Total 24 one day training programmes were conducted at the office on Right to Information
Act-2005 for the employees of Directorate of Animal Husbandry, Gandhinagar in which
total 600 participants of the office of the Director of Animal Husbandry participated and 600
man-days were created.

4 training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office, Ahmedabad, in
which 295 officers/employees were imparted training.

3 one day training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office,
Gandhinagar, in which 194 officers/employees were trained.

8 one day training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office,
Vadodara, in which 605 trainees were imparted training.

5 one day training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office, Surat, in
which 495 trainees were imparted training.

8 one day training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office, Rajkot,
in which 486 trainees were imparted training.

3 training programmes on RTI Act-2005 were organised at regional office, Mehsana, in
which 275 trainees were imparted training.

Printed booklets on RTI Act-2005 have been distributed free of charge to all the trainees of
training class.

Work of publicity through broadcasting of spot advertisement of 30 and 60 seconds on
Doordarshan and Akashvani Ahmedabad have been undertaken to bring awareness about
RTT act 2005 under article 26 of the Act.

Thus, SPIPA has given important contribution to awake people for the
implementation of act.

CHAPTER-4

(A)  Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the year 2019-2020.

Right to appeal has been given to the citizens under section-19 of Right to Information Act-
2005 as described in the right to citizens regarding appeal/complaints made by citizens under section
18/19 of Right to Information Act-2005 and also in the functions and powers of the commission in
the annual reports published by Information Commission over the years. Provision has been made
to prescribe time limit for disposal of the complaints by Appellate Authority and time limit to make
first appeal by the applicant. After decision of the First Appellate Authority or in the circumstances
when decision is not taken, clarifications regarding the matters, such as when to make such appeal
and to whom, has been made in the provision of the said section.

Under various departments of the Government, Commission received 8176 appeals/
complaints i.e. total 7246 Appeals and 930 Complaints during the year 2019-2020. Accordingly, the
percentage of appeals is 88.63% and that of complaints is 11.37%. During the year 2018-2019, total
10462 Appeals/Complaints were received by the Commission, which shows decrease compared to
the last year.

The above chart shows that on the basis of total number of Appeals/Complaints received by
the commission during the whole year, 681 Appeals/Complaints per month were received per month.

During the year, total 8998 Appeals/Complaints were disposed off by the Commission out of
the number of appeals received by it. That means on an average,750Appeals/Complaints per month
were disposed off. All the above details have been shown in the form of chart as follows:

Upon an assessment of the implementation of the RTI Act by various departments and

authorities thereunder shown in Annexure-1, the number of appeals received by the commission in

respect of these five departments are more.

The number of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission in respect of these 05

departments is 5850, which is 71.55% of total Appeals/Complaints.

In this department, work related to important issues of the people is done and therefore,the

number of appeals/complaints in these departments has been found more.

The above statement shows that the total percentage of the five departments which received

more than 1000 applicationswhich is 53.59%, details of which have been given in the graph below.
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Generally the numbers of appeals/complaints decrease if record based details/decisions are
provided within the time limit to the people seeking information. Therefore, the Commission feels
that the proceedings being carried by these five departments under the provisions of Right to
Information Act should be reviewed.

(D) Applications and Appeals received during the year 2019-2020 by various Departments
and Public Authorities of the State Government.

During the year 2019-2020, Public Authorities working under various departments of the
Government received 151159 applications from the citizens requesting for information under the
Right to Information Act. Out of these, 4250 applications were received by the Departments directly
and the remaining 146909 applications were received by the Public Authorities working under them.
Department wise consolidated information is shown in Annexure-3. These details are also shown in
the following chart with a view to appreciate the use of Right to Information Act-2005 by the
Citizens through applications made to the various Departments and Public Authorities under them
in the State.

From the above chart, it can be seen that from among the total applications, departments
have received only 2.81% applications and the Public Authorities working under them have received
97.19% applications. The public is required to contact the Public Authorities in the field down to
the village level for their day to day work and therefore, the number of RTI applications made to
such Public Authorities will be substantial.

Upon analysis of the information of the applications received by the various Departments
and Public Authorities under them, it appears that the following 04 Departments and their Public
Authorities have received 123648 applications during the year. This constitutes 81.80% of total
applications received in the State. Details of these departments are shown in the following statement.

From the above statement, it can be seen that the Public Authorities of those departments,
which are responsible for providing services to the citizens and maintaining law and order, receive
the largest number of applications.

As provided under Sub-Section 2 of Section 25 of the Right to Information Act-2005, each
Department has to collect information from the Public Authorities under their control and furnish
the same to the State Government. For this purpose the State Government has developed a System
from which the Commission obtains the necessary data. All the Departments and Public Authorities
are required to upload data online on the website http://rti-ar.guj.nic.in of the Government of
Guyjarat.

Upon analysis of the data of the Public Authorities and Departments for the purpose of
incorporating the same in the present report by the Commission, it appears that the number of
applications shown to have been received by some of the Departments and Pubic Authorities under
their Control is less. This appears to be the case with regard to the following departments:

1 Social Justice and Empowerment Department

2) Panchayat, Rural Housing and Rural Development Department
(3) Narmada, Water Resources and water supply Department

“4) Health and Family Welfare Department

Q)] Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs Department

(6)  Women and Child Development Department

The functions of the above Departments affect the people right down to the Taluka and Village
level. These departments have substantial public dealing and therefore, it is but natural that many
people will make use of the Right to Information Act-2005 when they are not satisfied with their
working. Most of these departments, especially the Food, civil supplies and consumer affairs
Department have Public Authorities right down to the taluka level. If this department shows only
352 RTI applications received by them during the year 2019-2020, it appears suspicious and
requires scrutiny.



Similarly, another example of such type is Health and Family Welfare Department and
Narmada, water Resources and water supply Department because as per Government policy, there
are Health centres and irrigation and water supply schemes in almost all the villages of the State. So
it is expected to receive considerable number of RTI applications. However, when the numbers given

were 1080 and 1121 respectively which makes it eligible for scrutiny.

At this point of time, from scrutiny of Annexure-3 on the applications received by the
departments, it should be noted that 11 departments had received zero applications and one
department had received only one application. It cannot be believed that said departments had not
received a single application during the entire year. This shows that the departments are also

unwilling in uploading information online.

Details of the applications under the Right to Information Act-2005 received during the year

From the details of above statement, it appears at first that the number of applications
received under RTI act is much lower in some departments where important work of providing
services to the people is undertaken. The Commission therefore, recommends to scrutinize the
matter whether applications under RTI Act received by every Public Authority as per procedure of
State Government have been uploaded in time or not and it also suggests to establish proper
mechanism for the same. The attention of the State Government is drawn by the Commission for
this matter. Therefore, it is indispensable for Public Authorities to register the received applications

and maintain latest record for the same.



CHAPTER-5

Comparison of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the last 2 years:-

Details of Comparison of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the last
two years has been shown in Annexure-2. Upon scrutiny of Appeals/Complaints received during the
year 2019-2020 from various Departments, it appears that total number of Appeals/Complaints has
decreased upto 2286 during the year in comparison to the year 2018-19.

The Second Appeal is made to the Commission when the applicant is dissatisfied with the
information/reply given by the Public Information Officers of the Public Authorities or when the
First Appeal filed before the Appellate Authority against such a reply is not disposed of by the
Appellate Authority within the prescribed time limit or when the applicant is not satisfied with the
order of the Appellate Authority. Each Appeal/Compliant is properly scrutinized by the Commission
on the merits of Appeal/complaint. Such other Appeals are accepted considering whether it is in
context with information sought by Applicant. In the cases where information has not been provided
on the basis of record available at office of the Public Authority and with reference to second appeal
made by the applicant to the commission when First Appellate Authority has not taken decision
regarding second appeal, the Commission, hereby directs to First Appellate Authority to take
decision/dispose of the appeal as per rules. Thus, Commission is making efforts for quick disposal

of the first appeal of the disputant and also that they can avail information.

The number of Appeals/Complaints being admitted by the Commission regarding the

department mentioned below has shown some decline compared to previous year.

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CHAPTER-6

Video Conference:-

Gujarat Information Commission is constantly making efforts for the quicker disposal of
pending Appeals/Complaints. For the first time, hearing of Appeals/Complaints through Video
Conference was conducted by the Commission in January 2014 on trial basis and on the basis of its
encouraging results, the video conference facility was also used for the conduct of
Appeals/Complaints of concerned Districts by using the infrastructure facilities available in the
Office of the District Collectors in the year 2019-20. Accordingly, the arrangements have been made
in all the districts of the state for hearing of the appeals through video conference generally on every
Wednesday.

For the conduct of Appeals/Complaints through Video Conference, the Districts situated far
from Gandhinagar are being given preference, as a result of which the applicants as well as the
Public Information Officers/Appellate Authorities are not required to travel up to Gandhinagar. They
can present their case from the concerned district headquarter. So, time and expenditure for the
concerned applicants/officials will be saved, the interruption caused in the Public Information
Officer’s daily government work can be avoided and the travel expenditure can be remarkably
reduced.

The Video Conference was started from the year 2014-15 at Gujarat Information
Commission. Two Video Conferences in the year 2014-15, eleven in the year 2015-16, ten in the
year 2016-17, six in the year 2017-18 and twenty-one in the year 2018-19 were held.

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CHAPTER-7

Applications rejected by various departments and public authorities during the year 2019-
2020:-

Details of RTI applications received under Right to Information Act, 2005 and rejected by
various Departments and Public authorities have been given in Annexure-4.Upon examination of
this statement, following conclusions can be reached:

1) As per the statement, the total number of RTI Applications received is 151159. This
information has been downloaded by the Commission from the Government web application
RTT annual return on which data was uploaded by the various Public Authorities.

2) Upon examining the details of rejection of applications by various Departments and their
Public Authorities, it appears that the overall rate of rejection is 2.42%. However, the
percentage of rejection of applications is higher compared to other departments like; Finance
(12.64%), General Administration Department (11.86%), Legal Department (10.63%),
Gujarat Legislative Secretariat (5.56%), Tribal Development Department (5.31%) and
Health and Family Welfare Department (5.9%). However, such decisions taken by the Public
Information Officers were taken in view of provisions of Right to Information Act.

A3) Most of the applications have been rejected under Section 8(1) (a), (b), (c), (d), (e) and
(9),(g),(h),(1),(j) and under Sections 9, 11 and 24 of the Right to Information Act-2005.

RTI applications were rejected mainly due to the following reasons:

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (a) -303

Information which may adversely affect the sovereignty and unity of India, National
Security, Strategic, Scientific or Economic interest, Bilateral relations with a foreign country
or which may instigate any offence.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (b) — 72

The Commission is not responsible to give that information which is clearly banned by any
Court or Tribunal to declare or information disclosure of which may cause dishonour of the
Court.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (¢) - 28

Information disclosure of which may cause breach of privilege of the Parliament or the State
Legislature.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (d) -188

Information containing commercial confidence, trade secrets or intellectual property,
disclosure of which may adversely affect the competitive position of the third party.
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Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (e) - 162

Information obtained from a person on the basis of trustworthy relations by the Public
authorities.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (f) - 103

Information obtained from a foreign Government by winning the confidence of that
Government.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (g) - 175

Information which may endanger the life or physical security of any person; or information
given confidentially for law enforcement or security purposes.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (h) -259

Information which may impede the process of investigation or apprehension or prosecution
of offenders.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (i) - 154

Documents relating to the Cabinet including the records of deliberations of the Council of
Ministers, Secretaries and other Officers.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (j) - 458

Information relating to personal life of person which has no connection with the larger public
interest or public activity, or which may cause unnecessary interference in the personal life
of the person concerned.

Number of applications rejected under Section 9-107.
Information relating to the breach of copy right.
Number of applications rejected under Section 11 - 254.

Third Party Information which is protected by Law and for disclosure of which the concerned
party has not given consent.

Number of applications rejected under Section 24- 110.

Information relating to the intelligence and security organizations specified in Second
Schedule of the Act or information provided to the Government by such intelligence and
security organizations.
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CHAPTER-8

Penalty imposed on the Public Information Officers during the vear 2019-2020:-

During the year 2019-2020, total 8998 Appeals/Complaints were disposed off by the Gujarat
Information Commission. There were 7916 Appeals and 1082 Complaints out of disposed 8998
Appeals/Complaints during the year 2019-2020.

1. During the hearing of these Appeals/Complaints, the Commission had imposed penalty on
the Public Information Officers in total 126 cases for the breach of provisions of the Right
to Information Act-2005. Details of the Public Information Officers upon whom the penalty
has been imposed by the Commission during the year 2019-2020 have been shown in
Annexure-5. The total amount of penalty in 126 cases works out to be Rs.975250. Out of
these 126 cases, there were 103 Appeals and 23 Complaints.

2. Thus it becomes clear that penalty was imposed in 103 of the total 7916 Appealsi.e. in 1.30%
cases disposed off by the Commission during the year 2019-2020. Penalty was imposed in
23 cases out of total 1082 cases of complaints, the percentage rate of the same is 2.13%.

3. With a view that the Right to Information Act is effectively implemented in the State and the
Authority of the Commission is duly acknowledged, it has been suggested to ensure that the
amount of penalty is recovered from the concerned officer within a reasonable time i.e.
within 3 months from the date of the order of the Commission. Commission has suggested
to ensure that the concerned Public Information Officers pay the penalty amount imposed by
it in time and the same is reviewed regularly.

4. Most of the Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission relate to the work of or
services provided by Gram Panchayat/Taluka Panchayat/District Panchayat/Municipalities/
Municipal Corporations, Police Stations, Offices of District Collectors, Offices of the Health
department, Electricity Distribution Companies, District Education Officers/Universities etc.
Since the general public has daily dealing with the above organizations, most of the
Appeals/Complaints relating to them are received by the Commission due to the
shortcomings/defects in their working methods, which arise because of (a) lack of
transparency (b) refusal to provide timely services (¢) delay in taking action upon complaints
(d) unwillingness to take decision (e) lack of initiative in fulfilling responsibilities
(f) inadequate response to the problems of the local citizens.
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CHAPTER-9

Recommendations and suggestions :-

More than fifteen years have passed since the implementation of the Right to Information
Act. During this period, for the proper implementation of the provisions of the Right to
Information Act, continuous efforts have been made from the Information Commission and
the State Government. The Commission had noticed some matters during the year under report
and it has recommended and suggested on the same to the state Government.

(1) Regarding preparing and keep updating the Proactive Disclosure :-

It has been noticed on the basis of numbers of complains and appeals received by the
Commission that the details of Proactive Disclosure which has to be published within 120
days of implementation of this Act by Public Authorities as specified under Clause (b), (1) to
(17) of Sub-Section 4(1) of the Right to Information Act-2005, has not yet published properly
and completely even after so many years. It has been observed that so many Public Authorities
in the state are completely ignoring this requirement. The Commission recommends to publish
this Proactive Disclosure of each Public Authority of the state government in such a way that
it may become easily available in local areas and in local language (as far as possible it should
be published in electronic form also) and to ensure this matter commission recommends
reviewing the same at the head of each division and department level. Further, every Public
Authorities have to update periodically the details of Proactive Disclosure. The State
Government has issued detailed instruction on updating the Proactive Disclosure and an
Inspection-cum-Audit through the circular dated 01-05-2009 but it seems that it is not
complied. The Commission recommends to upgrade Proactive Disclosure every year and
review and observe regularly at periodic interval Head Offices/District level offices as well as
sub-ordinate offices’ disclosures by Sachivalay departments to ensure strict compliance of the
instructions issued by the State Government. If the Proactive Disclosure is issued with a view
to the public oriented administration, than the questions of the public for getting information
by R.T.I. can be decreased.

(2) Regarding Appointment and Training of Public Information Officers/First
Appellate Authorities of the Public Authorities:-

The Commission recommends to give instruction to all the departments to send the Public
Information Officer and First Appellate Authority in the training classes and refresher courses
organised by SPIPA without fail. The Commission also recommends organizing of special
training classes and refresher courses for all the Public Information Officers/First Appellate
Authorities of the Public Authorities of the entire state through Sardar Patel Institute of Public
Administration(SPIPA), Ahmedabad so that the First Appellate Authority may seriously
perform their duties and responsibilities under Right to Information Act -2005.

(3) Regarding the disposal and implementation of the Appeals by the Appellate
Authorities :-

Duringthe hearing of second appeal it has been observed that, some of the Appellate
Authorities do not dispose first appeal within the specific time limit. Therefore, it is desirable
that, they perform properly their responsibility entrusted by the law, issue the Speaking Order
after hearing the first appeal and comply the prescribed time limit for the same. As a result,
the second appeals made before the Commission to avail information will be decreased. The
Commission recommends that, Appellate officer who is the superior of the Public Information
Officer has to circulate the instruction for the implementation decision made after the proper
hearing of the appeal of an applicant.
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(4) Regarding the presence of Public Information Officer at the time of hearing before
the Commission :-

The hearing which is held by the Commission under the Right to Information Act is of quasi-
judicial nature. The disputant remains present for the hearing. Therefore, it has been
recommended in the previous reports also that Public Information Officer should remain
present in hearing of the Commission. If the Public Information Officer remains present, the
clarification can be made after hearing the presentation made by the disputant regarding the
information received and it can be disposed of effectively. Thus, for the convenience of the
civilians as well as effective implementation of the Right to Information Act, the Commission
recommends to give instruction again that Public Information Officer must remain present in
the hearing of the Commission. It is noticed by the experience that so many times an employee
which is completely unaware of the details of the case is sent for the hearing which is not
proper. The Commission recommends that it is required that the officer conversant with the
details of that case remain present in the hearing on the behalf of Public Information Officer.

(5) Regarding the on-line application for getting the information and developing the
state level portal : -

It is necessary to develop Information Portal for putting in place a specific online
facility to apply under this Act to the Public Information Officer and First Appellate Officer
of different Public Authorities and offices of the state authorised under Right to Information
Act. This will facilitate citizens in making online application and paying application fees,
copying fee and other charges through E-payment also, as well as the numbers of applications
registered department wise and details of their disposal will be made available from a single
portal which will make it easy to review. Therefore, the Commission recommends to make
available useful details related to Right to Information Act to the citizens by developing state
level portal and amend the rules if required.

(6) Regarding the reimbursement of the penalty imposed by the Commission on the
Public Information Officer : -

The Public Information Officer should have to deduct the amount of the penalty, which is
imposed by the Commission on under Sec.20 (1) of the Right to information Act-2005 on him,
from his fund or to credit under the prescribed budget Head after deducting from his pay.
Afterwords, he will send the receipt/Chalan of the payment to the commission within 30 days.
If the Public Information Officer does not pay the amount of the penalty within the said time
limit, then the Head of the Department/Office will have to deduct the amount from the
pay/allowances of the Public Information Officer and after credited the amount within the
prescribed time limit, he/she will inform the Commission. The said matter is stated clearly in
the order of the Commission. A copy of an order of the Commission is given for the necessary
action to the head of the Department/office of Public Information officer also.

It is noticed by the experience that, the orders of the Commission is not strictly observed by
the Public Information officer or the head of the Department/office in the prescribed time limit.
Therefore, the Commission recommends to issue the instructions at government level for
implementation of the orders of the Commission at the earliest and for forwarding the report
related to the same in the prescribed time limit.

(7) Regarding maintaining prescribed registers by the Public Information officer and
First Appellate officer :-

Every Public Information officer should have to note in register the formet-1 about the
applications received under the Right to Information Act by the circular of the General
Administrative Department dated 25-05-2009 and the First Appellate officer should note the
same in the register of Format-2. If the Public Information officer and the First Appellate
officer review it every month then the delay in the hearing of an appeal can be avoided. The
Commission recommends to issue the instructions as mentioned above.
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CHAPTER-10

The Observations of the Gujarat Information Commission regarding the work during the yvear
2019-2020 :-

(1) Regarding the inconsistency found in applications received by the Public Authorities

Studying the content of the Appeals and Complaints made to the Commission, it was observed
that Public Authorities under many Departments are existing mostly at Taluka level and the village
level. However, these departments show the less number of the applications which may not be
factual. It has been observed by the Commission regarding the same that, it is necessary for such
Public Authorities to upload the details of the applications forwarded to them without fail.

The Commission has studied details uploaded by the following eight departments:-

(1) Education Department (2881),(2) Forest and Environment Department(1785),(3) Social
Justice and Empowerment Department(1591),(4)Panchayat, Rural Housing and Rural Development
Department(1572),(S)Narmada Water Resources and Water Supply and Kalpasar
Department(1121),(6)Health and Family Welfare Department(1080),(7)Tribal development
Department(457)and(8)Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs Department(352).

In view of extension and scope of work of these departments of State Government, the
Commission strongly feels that there is under reporting by these Departments. The commission takes
serious note of the same and therefore, the Commission calls upon these Departments to take all
necessary steps with utmost sincerity to rectify the omissions and mistakes.

(2) Regarding the classification of record of the Public Authorities

On analysing the appeals/complaints submitted to the Commission, it has been observed that
in a number of cases, the Public Information Officers tell the applicants that “Record is not available”
in respect of the information demanded under the application of format ‘A’. This reply is repeated
also by the relevant Public Information Officer at the time of hearing of such cases before the
commission. Therefore, the Commission suggests that if the Public Authorities classify their records
as per Sec.4(1)(a) of the Right to Information Act-2005 appropriately, maintain it with index, make
records digitized and do process in time to maintain permanent record as per the rules, they can carry
out their functions smoothly and quickly, give required information to the RTI applicants easily and
perform their duties under this law. In the case of destroying the records, it is requested to give
required instruction about the issuing standardized orders for destroyed records.

(3) Regarding the work and implementation of order of the Appellate Authority

During the hearing of the Appeals/Complaints filed before the Commission, it has been
noticed that in many first appeals, the First Appellate Authorities pass formal orders without
properly studying the Format ‘A’. In fact, it is the responsibility of the First Appellate Officer to
ensure that Speaking Order of the first appeal is issued by taking into consideration the application
in the Format ‘A’ and the details furnished by the Public Information Officer and the order is
complied by the First Appellate Authority. If the instructions given by office memorandum no.10-
23-2007-IR of The Personnel, Public Complaints and Pensions Ministry of India dtd. 09-07-2007
circulated vide letter no.RTI-2007-457297(Government of India) dated 20-12-2008 by RTI Cell,
General Administrative Department, Gujarat Government is to be complied strictly, then the
applicants can get the information in time and they do not need to make second appeal before the
Commission. The Commission insists to take care of the duties and responsibilities under the Right
to Information Act-2005 by all the First Appellate Authorities of the state.
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CHAPTER-11

Summary of the report is as under:

During the year 2019-2020(April to March), fund of Rs.519.66 lakh was allotted to the
Commission under the Non Plan(Voted) Head.

During the year 2019-2020, total 8176 Appeals/Complaints were received by the Commission,
out of which Appeals under Section-19 were 7246[88.63%] and Complaints under Section-18
were 930(11.37%). These applications were relating to the various Departments of the
Government and Public Authorities under them. During the year 2018-2019, total 10462
Appeals/Complaints were received by the Commission.

During the year 2019-2020, overall 8998 Cases were disposed off by the Commission which
includes 7916 Appeals[87.98%] and 1082 Complaints[12.02%].

The Commission had imposed penalty upon the Public Information Officers in total 126 cases.
The total amount of penalty in these cases works out to be Rs.975250 Out of these 126 cases,
103 cases were Appeals and the remaining 23 were Complaints. During 2019-20, total 01
(one) orders for paying compensation to the complainant under section 19(8)(B) of the Right
to Information Act have been issued and the commission has recommended departmental
inquiry against the officers in 24(twenty four) case under section 20(2) of the Act.

During the year 2019-2020, various Departments of the Government and the Public
Authorities working under them received 151159 applications requesting information under
the Right to Information Act -2005. Out of these, 4250 applications were received by the
Departments directly and the remaining 146909 applications were received by the Public
Authorities working under them.

Upon analysis of the applications received, it was observed that 123648 applications seeking
information regarding work/service of 4 Departments and the Public Authorities under them
were received, the percentage of which is 81.80%. These Departments include Urban
Development and Urban Housing Department (27.05%), Agriculture and Co-operation
Department (25.10%), Home Department (19.48%) and Revenue Department (10.16%).

Upon checking the data of rejection of applications received by various Departments and the
Public Authorities under them, it appears that the overall rate of rejection is 2.42%. However,
the percentage of rejection of applications is higher for departments like Finance Department
(12.6%), General Administration Department (11.9%), Legal Department(10.6%) Gujarat
Legislative Secretariat (5.6%), Tribal Development Department (5.31%) and Health and
Family Welfare Department (5.1%).

Most of the applications have been rejected under Section 8(1)(a), (b), (¢), (d), (e),(f), (g), (h),
(1), (j) and under Sections 9, 11 and 24 of the Right to Information Act-2005.

During the year 2018-2019, the Departments of the Government and the Public Authorities
under them had received total 118638 applications under the Right to Information Act -2005.
In the report, during the year 2019-2020, total 151159 applications were received by the said
Public Authorities. Thus, in comparison to the previous year, there has been increased of 32521
applications.

While preparing the present report, the Commission has relied upon the information
uploaded on the Gujarat State R.T.I. Annual Return Information System developed by the
Government. It is necessary to furnish in time the details of the work which had been taken up
by different departments regarding the applications received under the Right to Information
Act-2005 for the interest of all, so that the Commission can reflect the department works
appropriately.

If, there is any discrepancy in statistical data, in that case, the details shown on the link
of NIC on the website of the Government of Gujarat, i.e. GSWAN or on the website of the
Guyjarat Information Commission, i.e.http://gic.gujarat.gov.in should be considered authentic.

Act-2005, can be seen through the website.

The Commission publishes its Annual Report every year. All the Annual Reports published
till date is available on the website.

Certain important and useful forms can be accessed through the website of the Commission
and the same can also be downloaded and printed. These are as under:

Along with this form, other
necessary documents such as Format—A, PIO’s reply, First Appeal, Order on the First Appeal,
Undertaking prescribed by the commission etc. can be attached on-line and Second Appeal
can be filed. The Second Appeal can be sent through post also with the important documents.

The Applicants and the Public Information Officers are generally interested to know the latest
status of the concerned case. The current status of any case can be seen in the ‘Case Status' on

the website of the Gujarat Information Commission and it can also be printed.

Copy of the judgment delivered by the Commission in an Appeal/Complaint is made available
on the website after seven days from the date of judgment.
