GUJARAT STATE HUMAN RIGHTS COMMISSION
FOREWORD

Gujarat State Human Rights Commission (hereinafter referred to as “the Commission for the
sake of brevity) has been constituted under section 20 (1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act,
1993 enacted for better protection of human rights of the citizens of India. The Commission has been
conferred with statutory powers to inquire, suo moto, or on a petition being presented to it, into
violation of human rights and abetment of negligence to prevent such violations by a public servant.
The functions of the Commission have been mandated under Section 12 and the procedures to be
followed while inquiring into complaints are envisaged in Sections 13 to 17 of the Act. The statute
confers powers of a civil court upon the State Commission in certain respects. The Commission is
empowered under section 18 to recommend payment of compensation for damages or initiation of
prosecution and also empowered to take any other suitable action against any public servant found
after inquiry, to have caused, abetted or neglected to prevent, violation of human rights of the
petitioner or any individual.

The Commission is committed to protecting human rights pertaining to life, liberty, equality,
and dignity of all individuals in the State of Gujarat Through its intervention, A large number of cases
relating to violation of human rights have been redressed through the intervention of the Commission
and in deserving cases, compensation has been recommended to the victim or his/her legal heirs. It is
the endeavour of the Commission to constantly work for the betterment of the people of the State, by
tirelessly performing its duties and functions, as mandated in the Act.

The Commission has developed its own new, interactive and advanced website—
www.gshrc.gujarat.gov.in — which is functioning from 01-04-2016 which is dynamic, interactive and
advanced website working on the NIC server instead of State Data Center which was static in nature.
A transparent arrangement has been put in place whereby complainant can view details of their
complaints of human rights violations online on this website. Due to this arrangement, they are able
to observe status of their complaints from their homes. In order to facilitate more efficient, result-
oriented, transparent and litigant friendly working, the Commission has provided computers/ printers
and multi-functional copier machines to the staff.

The Commission functions from Karmayogi Bhavan Block No.1, which houses State level
offices. The accommodation 1is spacious, airy and well-light which provides an
eco-friendly working atmosphere for the staff. The office is also easily accessible to the public. A
large number of citizens visit the office of the Commission. There is an advanced Training Centre in
the premises where visiting students are imparted training pertaining to various facets of human
rights. On completion of the training, certificates are awarded to the participants by the Commission.
It is the statutory obligation of the Commission to spread awareness about human rights in society so
that instances of violations of human rights will reduce by acquiring knowledge. The Commission is
aware of the fact that being the torch-bearers of the next generation, students are the best source to



promote the valuable human rights of individuals so that all human beings can live fearlessly, equally
and with dignity.

The Chairperson and Members of the Commission accompanied by its officers have visited
various districts in the State to review cases of human rights violations. The Commission also has
endeavoured to grab each and every opportunity to create human rights awareness among the public.
Human Rights Day, falling on 10th of December is being celebrated wherein the Hon’ble
Chairperson, Members and the officers/ staff of the Commission take an oath for protection of human
rights.

The State Commission receives approximately 3000 petitions in a year. This reveals the gravity
of human right awareness being imbibed by the people of Gujarat. During the year under report, 2700
petitions were received. This would go to prove the level of confidence reposed by the public in the
Commission for the redressal of their grievances.

The Commission follows a very simple and citizen-friendly procedure as far as filing a petition
is concerned. A person is not required to remain physically present in the office for filing a petition,
and it can even be done through post / e-mail/ fax. Proceedings are initiated on petitions received by
these methods also. Once cognizance is taken a notice is issued to the concerned authority or
authorities to submit report regarding the issues raised and grievances arise in the petitions. If any
violation of human right is found after inquiry, compensation is recommended in appropriate case.
Other measures, such as initiation of proceedings against the responsible person as empowered under
the Act, can also be resorted to.

An important aspect of the work of the Commission involves inquiry and scrutiny of cases of
torture or death in police custody. These are cases of serious violations of human rights. Matters
relating to the life and health of citizens, exploitation of children, women or violation of the equality,
liberty, and dignity of individuals are also being looked into with all seriousness.

The media plays an important role in facilitating the work of the Commission as ‘suo moto’
cognizance is taken from several newspaper reports concerning violation of human rights. The
Commission has taken cognizance of 165 such cases in the year under report. By and large, the State
Administration has responded positively in such cases, enabling the Commission to render timely
justice in deserving cases.

Thus, the State Commission has been able to successfully perform its statutory obligations to
protect the human rights of citizens and decide several landmark cases regarding violations of human
rights during the year 2021-22. Compensation has been recommended by the Commission and paid
by the State Government in several cases. During the year under report, Rs. 10, 50,000/- (Rupees Ten
Lakh Fifty Thousand only) have been made towards payment of compensation to the victims of gross
human rights’ violations. The Commission has therefore, been successful in fulfilling the noble task
for which it has been constituted.

The contribution of the Commission to the protection of human rights is a statutory duty
performed towards the betterment of society thereby ensuring peaceful and harmonious living
atmosphere to the citizens at large. In the above premise, the Commission feels honored and has the
privilege to present its Annual Report for the year 2021-22 before the Gujarat Legislative Assembly,
as provided for in Section 28 (1) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.

The progress of cases before the State Commission for the last three years
is as under :

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CHAPTER -1

Brief Introduction and History of Gujarat State Human Rights Commission

Gujarat State Human Rights Commission was constituted in the year 2006 and started its
function from September 2006. This is the Sixteenth Annual Report for the year 2021-22 of the
Gujarat State Human Rights Commission since its inception.

International conventions to protect Human Rights, The Universal Declaration of Human
Rights, and the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 were covered in preceding reports. The
fundamental rights of the citizens and the directive principle enshrined in various provisions of the
Constitution of India are the core aspects of the Human Rights concept. As per the authority conferred
vide the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, for the activities of the National Human Rights
Commission at National level and as per Section 21 of the same Act State Human Rights Commission
at State level have to work as a statutory body.

The National Human Rights Commission and State Human Rights Commission are functional
to deal with the complaints against the breach of human rights in the Gujarat State in their respective
subject areas. Gujarat State Human Rights Commission has developed its own new interactive
website http://gshrc.gujarat.gov.in on GSWAN from 01-04-2016 for required public interest
information. As stated earlier, the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission started functioning from
September, 2006 which have been covered in detail in previous reports for the year 2006-07 to 2020-
21 whereas functions and activities performed in the year 2021-22 are covered in this Report. The
Statement of Accounts is covered in Appendix-1. Information on Custodial Deaths are given in
Appendix-2. The National Human Rights Commission has classified 70 major heads and sub-heads
to maintain its information system is being followed by the State Commission. The same has been
given in Appendix-3.

2. Functions of the State Commission:
Details of the functions, procedure and other powers as per Sections 12, 13, 17, and 18 of the

Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 were covered in the past fifteen reports. Section 12 of aforesaid
Act prescribes the functions of the Commission which inter alia include,

(a) To inquire, suo-motu or on a petition presented to it by a victim or any person on his
behalf or on a direction or order of any court, into the complaint of—

(1)  Violation of human rights or abetment thereof; or
(1)) Negligence in the prevention of such violation, by a public servant;

(b) To intervene in any proceeding involving any allegation of violation of human rights
pending before a court with the approval of such court;

(¢) To visit, notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in force,
any jail or other institution under the control of the State Government, where persons are
detained or lodged for purposes of treatment, reformation or protection, for the study of
the living conditions of the inmates thereof and make recommendations thereon to the
Government;

(d) To review the safeguards provided by or under the Constitution or any law for the time
being in force for the protection of human rights and recommend measures for their
effective implementation;

(e) To review the factors, including acts of terrorism, that inhibits the enjoyment of human
rights and recommend appropriate remedial measures;

() To undertake and promote research in the field of human rights;

(g) To spread human rights literacy among various sections of society and promote awareness
of the safeguards available for the protection of these rights through publications, the
media, seminars and other available means;

(h) To encourage the efforts of non-governmental organizations and institutions working in
the field of human rights;

(1)  Such other functions as it may consider necessary for the promotion of human rights.
3.  The definition of Human Rights.

The Gujarat State Human Rights Commission functions as per the provisions of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993. “Human Rights” is defined in Section 2 (d) of the Act as under:

“Human Rights” means the rights relating to life, liberty, equality and dignity of the individual
guaranteed by the Constitution or embodied in the International Covenants and enforceable by courts
in India.”

4.  The adopted procedure and system of the State Commission.

A. The Commission has notified its own Regulations and guidelines being “Gujarat State
Human Rights Commission (Procedure) Regulation, 2006” dated 22.12.2006 and
Guidelines dated 24.12.2006 under Section 10 (2) to deal effectively with petitions filed
before it. The Commission, while inquiring into the complaints of violations of human
rights, may call for information or report from the Central Government or any State
Government or any other authority or organization subordinate thereto within such time
as may be specified by it. If the information or report is not received within the time
stipulated by the Commission, it may proceed to inquire into the complaint on its own. If,
on receipt of information or report, the Commission is satisfied either that no further
inquiry is required or that the required action has been initiated or already taken by the
concerned Government or authority, it may not proceed with the complaint on its merits
and inform the complainant accordingly.

As per provisions of Section 13 (5) of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, the
State Commission is considered as civil court for the objective and functions mentioned
under section 13. As per Section 10 (2) of the Act, State Commission is empowered to
prescribe its own procedure.

B. The State Commission has the powers to inquire under sections 13 and 17 of the aforesaid
Act and to take action after the inquiry under Section 18. Considering the above
provisions of the law, the complaints/ petitions received from the petitioners from all over
the State, are first registered in the inward register of the office of the Commission and
the receipt for the same is issued to the concerned petitioner on the spot. Thereafter, such
applications are scrutinized under the provisions, rules prescribed under the Protection of

Human Rights Act, 1993. And if prima facie breach of such Human Rights is found,
officer of the concerned authority are called for to submit an independent clear report in
ordinary circumstances. And if it is not submitted within the prescribed time-limit, and
procedure as prescribed under Section 17 and 13 of the said Act are not followed, the
State Commission can take further action. As per provisions of Section 13 (5), preliminary
hearing can be fixed and the concerned party and the concerned officer can be issued
summons to remain present. If required, Commission may initiate detailed inquiry. The
Commission can also take action as per Section 18 by following the procedure as laid
down in sections 13 and 17.

After receiving the report from concerned officer on the applications / petitions received
in the State Commission, it is being scrutinized and thereafter the State Commission takes
final decision. In cases where there is any lapse in the case at any stage is found to have
been committed by public servants, suggestions, instructions, recommendations are sent
to the State Government or to the competent authorities under the said Act under
intimation to the concerned petitioner. The State Government or the concerned State
authority is required to submit their compliance report by accepting the advise, suggestion
or recommendation made by the State Commission within the time limit as may be
deemed proper by the Commission under section 18 (E) of the said Act.

5.  Powers of investigation, etc.

The Commission has following powers of investigation under Section 14 of the Act. For the
purpose of investigation into any matter pertaining to the inquiry, any officer or agency whose

services are utilized under sub-section (1) may, subject to the discretion and control of the (State)

Commission :
(1) Summon and enforce the attendance of any person and examine him;
(2) Require the discovery and production of any document; and
3) Requisition any public record or copy thereof from any office.



CHAPTER -2

Exemplary cases of State Commission

ADC - 294/21 1 Ahmedabad City

Name of the Petitioner: Shri Kantilal Parmar

Name of the Concerned Department/ Office: Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation, Gujarat

Pollution Control Board.

The petitioner Shri Kantilal Parmar had filed a petition by e-mail here that contaminated water is
being supplied to the people in the Naroda residential area of Ahmedabad city and their health and
life are at are place at risk. In this serious matter, it was kindly requested to take immediate action so
that in the times of the global epidemic Covid-19, no more epidemic might spread and the health and
life of people may not endanger.

Considering the above presentation and the seriousness of the news, It was ordered on 10/6/2021 to
ask for the report from The Commissioner, Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation and Member

Secretary, Gujarat Pollution Board by the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission.

It is stated in his report by the Deputy Municipal Commissioner dated 29/6/2021 that as the complaint
was received about the water of the drainage line near Naroda Crematorium had got mixed with the
drinking water line in the Naroda Ward of the North Zone of Ahmedabad city, all the necessary steps
have been taken immediately to resolve the complaint of the contaminated water. At present there is

no problem or complaint of the contaminated water.

The Environment Engineer, The Gujarat Pollution Board, Gandhinagar, states in his report that the

regional branch of the board, Ahmedabad (East), had visited the place for the spot investigation by
meeting the residents of the society in person and hearing their problems. Shri Jigarbhai Patel,
Engineer, Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation, Supervisor Shri Harish Vanzara had explained the
water distribution system in the area mentioned in the complaint and had also informed about the
system of the Narmda water supplied by the Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation during this spot visit
and had got us visited (1) Parth Tenament (2) Ved Residency (3) Shraddha Tenament (4) Takshshila
Society (5) Nandanvan Society (6) Sajal Park (7) Suvidha Park (8) Ganesh Society. The water
samples (collected in a bucket/tub) from AMC water tank/ Individual AMC Water Collection Tank
were examined in every society. No coloured water was found in the AMC water storage tank of
every society mentioned above. And the persons inquired had informed that the coloured water was
supplied before two months but then after the coloured water is not supplied.

Thus, with the intervention of Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, there is has been a happy
solution to the problem of contaminated drinking water in the in society in Naroda area of
Ahmedabad.



BKT - 73/21 2 Banaskantha

Name of Petitioner: Shri Ashwin Karia.
Name of the concerned Department/Office: District Development Officer, Banaskantha.

Petitioner Ashwin Karia had submitted a cutting with a quote with photos, "Vavna Chuva
Uchapa village has been crying for drinking water for three months" published in daily newspaper
Gujarat Samachar dated 3/9/2021 and had presented it for taking action to avail regular, clean and

sufficient water to the villagers of Yuva Uchapa village.

It was ordered to The District Development Officer, Banaskantha to submit report, by the
Gujarat State Human Rights Commission on 1/10/2021.

The District Development Officer, Banaskantha in his report dated 11/11/2021 stated that A
report has been called for from the Taluka Development Officer, Vav for the matter of solving the
problem of drinking water in Chuva-Uchapa village of Vav Taluka. The Taluka Development Officer,
Vav, stated in his report dated 28/10/2021 that on investigating with Assistant Taluka Development
Officer, Integrated Rural Development, Taluka Panchayat, Vav, Yuva Gram Panchayat
Sarpanchshree, and Talati cum Mantrishree, Bore operater and with panch, it was found that people
living in the boardering farms used to steal water by taking unauthorized connection from the water
pipe line. Because of which the people of the village got less quantum of drinking water. When it
came to the notice of Gram Panchayat, the unauthorized connections have been removed. As a result
of which the people of both the villages Chuva and Uchapa get sufficient drinking water. Then, in
reply the Talati.cum.Mantri, and Bore operator has informed in presence of the Panch that there is no

question of drinking water now.

Thus, with the intervention of Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, there is has been a

solution to the problem of drinking water in the Chuva- Uchapa village of Vav.



RCT - 65/21 3 Rajkot City

Name of the Petitioner: Shri Bauddh Vasantbhai Danabhai Sindhve

Name of the Concened Department/Office: District Magistrate, Rajkot.

The petitioner Shri Bauddh Vasantbhai Danabhai Sindhve had filed an application here that he
has rented a land of 5000 Sq.Ft. at a nominal rate for Inta-Bhattha at Jangleshwar Main Road in the
custody of Rajkot Municipal Corporation and its rental receipt is issued in the name of the petitioner’s
late parents. The petitioner is a widower. The petitioner has not been given an old age pension by the
Rajkot City Mamlatdar and as his old barcoded ration card has been lost, he does not issue him a new
ration card, he has submitted a Form dated 2/12/2020 relating to the “National Food Security Law-
2013” with proofs, yet he has not been given ration. The petitioner has pleaded to for the obtainable
ration as per the government law, primary amenities, for issuing new ration card and for paying the
monthly old age pension for his livelihood immediately. Having sent the application to the District
Magistrate, Rajkot, it has been order on 24/9/2021 to ask for the report about what steps have been

taken in the petition.

The Collector, Rajkot has stated in his report dated 17/11/2021 that he has asked the District
Supply Officer to send the report and he had sent the application of the petitioner to the Zonal Officer-
4, Rajkot for taking necessary action. He had informed the petitioner to submit the Form under the
National Food Security Law — 2013 and application with required proofs by sending him a list of the
proofs required to be submitted. While contacted through the telephone to the petitioner, he has
informed that he has received the Duplicate Ration Card. In respect which it has been informed that
on the submission of the form with evidence through an application, it will be included under the “

National Food Security Law —2013”".

A report from the Mamlatdarshri, Rajkot City (South) was also called for by the Collector,
Rajkot. It was stated in his report by the Mamlatdarshri, Rajkot city(south) that the petitioner had
been called in person and after obtaining necessary evidence, the form for the Helpless Old-age
Assistance by the Gujarat Government had been filled in personally and for the approval of the help,
the petitioner was explained to open a bank account in a nationalized bank and to submit a copy of
the bank passbook. The Help Approval Order will be made on the submission of the copy of the
passbook after opening a bank account by the petitioner, will be made. A needed certificate of income
and Senior Citizen Card had also been issued for issuing a BPL card. A statement dated 27/10/2010

of the petitioner stating that now the petitioner has no issues has also been submitted with the report.

Thus with the intervention of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, there has been a

happy solution for the problem of the petitioner.



NHRC - 234/21 4 Rajkot City

Name of the Petitioner: Shri Babubhai Harbhabhai Makwana
Name of the Concerned Department/ Office: District Magistrate, Rajkot.

The petitioner Shri Babubhai Harbhabhai Makwana, residing at Rajkot, had filed a petition to
the National Human Rights Commission, New Delhi. As this petition is relating to the Gujarat State,
the National Human Rights Commission, New Delhi had transferred this petition to the Gujarat
Human Rights Commission to dispose of it as per the law. The petitioner has stated in the petition
that both he and his son are handicapped and they are living under poverty line. Therefore, they have
pleaded to get them the benefits like B.P.L. Card, benefits obtainable under Food Scheme, benefits
obtainable under the P. M. Food Scheme. Moreover, it is pleaded to give an electric connection with
concession obtainable from P.G.V.C.L. and to regularize the land and construction where they live in
a house. And he earns his livelihood by Colouring and Painting but as they do not have any
arrangement for earning due to their incapability, he has pleaded to issue a Certificate of handicapped

and thereby giving them the benefits under Sant Surdas Scheme and other obtainable benefits.

Having sent the application to the District Magistrate, Rajkot, it has been ordered on
14/9/2021 to ask for the report about what steps have been taken in the petition by the Gujarat State

Human Rights Commission.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot had submitted his last report on 29/1/2022. The District
Magistrate, Rajkot had asked for the report about the said matter from the Commissioner, Rajkot
Municipal Corporation. He has stated in his report dated 19/1/2022 that Shri Diptiben Agariya, the
Community Organizer of the Project Branch of Rajkot Municipal Corporation, had personally visited
the petitioner at his place and collected the details from him. The petitioner has an electric connection.
The petitioner has demanded the B.P.L. card but presently, the Municipal Corporations have been
instructed from the State Government level not to update the B.P.L. card list prepared under Suvarna
Jayanti Shaheri Rojgar Yojna by Gujarat Urban Livelihood Mission of the Gujarat Government. In
place of it, SECC — 2011 Survey for different schemes is to be published by the State Government. It

has been informed to take it into consideration.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot had also asked for the report from the District Supply Officer,
Rajkot about the said matter. In his report dated 18/1/2022, it is stated that as per the request of the
petitioner, his ration card has been included under “Antyodaya Ann Yojana (AAY)” and Antyodaya
Ration Card No. 40990 40092 has also been issued to him and the petitioner has been included under
“Food Security Law — 2013”. Under which, the petitioner Shri Babubhai Harbhabhai Makwana gets
the benefit of regular food at concession rates and also gets the benefit of free obtainable food under
Pradhanmantri Garib Kalyan Ann Yojana (PMGKAY) from November —2021. A copy of the online
PDS status is attached to his report. Thus, the demand of the petitioner for food assistance seems to
have been fulfilled.



The District Magistrate, Rajkot has asked for the report on the said matter from the
Superintendent Engineer, P. G. V. C. L., Rajkot City Circle on 11/1/2022. He has stated in his report
that as informed by the Executive Engineer, Rajkot City, Division — 1, in response to the request
received on 6/10/2021 formerly, Aaji — 2, sub-division branch had made needed spot inspection and
there is an electric connection in the name of Ashokbhai Bachubhai with Customer No:
87203/12611/0, who is not a B. P. L. beneficiary. The petitioner has been informed by letter dated
12/10/2021 to contact at the office for transferring the said connection in the name of the petitioner
with the evidence pertaining to ownership, B. P. L. card, and Identity proof, in response to this, as the
petitioner, having transferred the name in the said connection, submitted an application with B.P.L.
card at the Aaji — 2, Sub-divisional Office, the electricity bill has been made in the name of Babubhai
Harbhabhai Makwana and he has been given the benefit of B.P.L.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot has asked for the report from the Social Security Officer,
Rajkot on 11/1/2022. According to his report, the petitioner Babubhai Harbhabhai Makwana is
entitled to receive the benefit. In which, the Order No: GJS 04049239 dated 19/1/2022, for (1) Free
Traveling Pass in the S. T. Bus Scheme for the Physically challenged person to the son of the
petitioner (2) Approval for the Assistance of Rs. 1000 per month to Jayesh Babubhai under Gujarat

Mentally Disable Pension Scheme, has been made. A copy of this order was attached with the report.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot has asked for the report from the Assistant Labour
Commissioner, Rajkot on 11/1/2022 for the said matter. As per his report, a labour officer had
personally contacted the petitioner for issuing e-Shram Card for the registration of the unorganized
labours and those who meet the age norms set by the government i.e. between 16 to 60 years are
eligible to get the benefit of the scheme. But the petitioner has also been given an understanding that
as the age of the applicant is 66 years, he cannot be included in this government scheme. The

petitioner is satisfied with this procedure.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot had asked for the report from Mamlatdarshri, Rajkot (East)
for the said matter on 11/1/2022, and in his report, it has been stated that he has taken the statement
of the petitioner and the petitioner has been given the information about the services relating to
Mamlatdarshri, Rajkot (East). The petitioner has pleaded for giving old age assistance to him. An
explanation has been given to him that as per the prevailing provisions, as the petitioner has five sons,
he cannot be given old-age assistance. The second plead of the petitioner is for regularizing the house
situated in the Ayodhya Park (Proposed) Society in the East area of Rajkot City. A proposal for
regularizing Ayodhya Park Society has been made by Proposal Letter No: CTS/ Ward No.
13/2/VASHI/419, 443, 658/ 20/ 21 dated 20/10/2010.

The District Magistrate, Rajkot has asked for the report from the Medical Superintendent,
P.D.U. Hospital, Rajkot for the said matter on 11/1/2022. He has informed in response to the plead
about increasing the percentage in the Disability Certificate of the petitioner’s son, that if the patient

or his relative is not satisfied with the percentage given by the District Disability Board, then they



can have a Re-Assessment from the State Disability Board i.e. B. J. Medical College and Civil
Hospital, Ahmedabad.

Thus, with the intervention of the Gujarat Human Rights Commission, the demands of the petitioner

have been happily fulfilled.

Name of the Petitioner: Shri Aminaben Maheboobbhai Theba.
Name of the concerned Department/Office: The Collector of Rajkot.

The petitioner shri Aminaben Maheboobbhai Theba had filed a petition to National Human
Rights Commission, New Delhi for giving her benefit under financial assistance to the widow, for
converting her ration card under A.P.L scheme into B.P.L. Antyodaya Ration Card, for giving benefit
of Annpurna Scheme, for giving benefits under P.M.O., C.M.O., R M.C., Ruda Aavas Yojana, for
giving Amrutam and Ayushyman Health Card, for approving P.G.V.C.L. connection at concessional
rate, and getting issued her son Sikandar’s rejected, Adhar Card. As this petition is related to the
Gujarat State, the National Human Rights Commission, New Delhi transferred this petition to the
Gujarat Human Rights Commission by email dated 8/2/2021.

The Gujarat Human Rights Commission ordered to send a copy of the petition on 20/3/2021 to
the Collector, Rajkot for taking action and for sending the report on the same.

The Collector, in his report by letter dated 19/5/2021, stated that as per the report of the
Commissioner, Rajkot Municipal Corporation, the registration about Adhar Card of the son of the
petitioner has been made and has stated that on presenting its receipt by the petitioner’s son, he will
be informed about the latest details and further procedure will be done.

As per the report of the Municipal Corporation, the name of petitioner’s name, is not included
in the B.P.L. list as the petitioner’s family is not included in the list of the urban poor issued in March
— 2010 under the Social, Economic, and Caste-based census. Further, it has been informed that as no
process is carried out presently for registering the B.P.L. beneficiaries by the Rajkot Municipal
Corporation, the name of the petitioner is not possible to be added in the B.P.L. list.

As per the report of the Rajkot Municipal Corporation, the petitioner has been informed that
when the forms for distributing the quarters in Awas Yojana are published, after filling in the form,
the quarter will be allocated by way of the stipulated procedure of Public Draw Method. Therefore,
Rajkot Municipal Corporation has informed in writing that when the forms will be issued by Rajkot
Municipal Corporation, the petitioner will be informed to submit the form.

As per the report of the Mamlatdarshri, Rajkot (West) about the assistance to the old age widow,
the petitioner has been explained to submit the stipulated form with proofs to get the old age/ widow
assistance. It has also been informed to the petitioner that on the submission of the form, the further
procedure will be followed.

As per the report of the Chief District Health Officer, the petitioner holds the card of the
“Mukhymantri Amrutum Yojana” and presently as “Mukhyamantri Amrutum Yojana” has been

merged with Ayushyman Bharat Yojana, she can go to any hospital affiliated with under any scheme
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with her “Maa” card, ration card, and Adhar Card and convert her “Maa” card into “Ayushyman
Bharat Scheme” and can take treatment in any hospital for any illness and the petitioner has been
informed telephonically about it.

As stated in his report by the Superintendent Engineer, P.G.V.C.L., Rajkot City Circle, his sub-
divisional office had visited personally to inspect at the petitioner’s address. It was informed that they
had a legal electric connection and asked for a copy of the light bill but it was said on the spot that
they did not have the same. Therefore, the petitioner was asked to contact the divisional office with
a copy of the light bill and a copy of the B.P.L. card by the division office so that the process can be
done to give the benefit of the B.P.L. in the P.G.V.C.L. meter.

As stated in his report by the District Supply Officer, it has been explained to the petitioner to
submit an application with needed evidence with the form for being included under the National Food
Security Law 2013 in order to take benefit of the B.P.L. card and Annapurna Yojana. The petitioner
has been explained by telephone that on submission of the evidence, he will be included under the
National Security Law — 2013.

Thus with the intervention of the Gujarat Human Rights Commission, affirmative procedures

have been undertaken against many demands of the petitioner.

The petitioner Shri Dhanabhai Karmabhai Pandvala had filed an application to the Gujarat
Human Rights Commission on 18/02/2019 for allocating the job number for the road connecting the
bridge on Mazum river in the outskirts of Mahudi to Pandvala Faliya Umedpur. A report in respect
of it was asked for from the Secretary of Road & Buildings Department by the Commission.
According to his report, the Job Number has been given under Mukhya Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana
2020 — 2021 of Rs. 224.00 Lakhs by Letter No: APC/ 1420/ Jo. No./ 25/ D — 1 dated 30/03/2021 of
the Government for the said matter. A Tender for the said work of Rs. 186.83 Lakhs has been
submitted on 15/09/2021. A deposit call has been given to the contractor for taking action by the
Executive Engineer (Panchayat), Road and Buildings, Modasa on 17/09/2021. After having
completed the administrative procedures, the work will immediately be started. It has been stated by

him that the limit of this work is of 9 Months.

Thus, the work of Rs. 224.00 Lakhs has been approved on the basis of the recommendation of
the State Commission. Hence, there has been a positive resolution for the issues of the citizens of

nearby areas.

and to call for the report about whatever action has been taken.

The District Supply Officer, Palanpur stated in his report dated 21/8/2021 that having sent the
petitioner’s application to the Mamlatdarshri, Tharad for appropriate action, as per the letter dated
12/8/21 of Mamlatdarshri, Tharad, the petitioner was having an A.P.L. card and there were three
persons in the ration card. The petitioner is currently living with his wife and children. The petitioner
had got an operation of the intestine before 3 years. And as his health was not good and was not able
to feed his family, he approached for getting issued B.P.L. (Antyodaya) ration card. The BPL card is
issued to the applicant after verification of supporting documents by Mamaltdar of Tharad. Copies of

the letter of the Mamlatdarshri, Tharad, and ration card are attached.

Thus with the intervention of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, there has been a

positive resolution for the pleading of the petitioner.

Big, High, and at short distances Speed-breakers without any stop
have been made on public streets-locality and on road for the harassment by the Sarpanch of the Gram
Panchayat. Because of this, the people of the village have to face a lot of troubles, and there is also a
possibility of an accident. He had also approached for this matter to the Collector, District
Development Officer, Sarpanchshri, Talati — cum- Mantrishri but no solution was brought. Therefore,

he has filed this petition here for taking appropriate action.

In respect of the application of the petitioner, the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission had

ordered on 03/11/21 to call for the report from the District Development Officer, Vadodara.

The District Development Officer, Vadodara has stated in his report dated 10/1/2022 that Gram
Panchayat has completed the work of decreasing the number of speed-breakers by giving them a slope
on 28/12/2021. He has submitted a report from the Talati-cum-Mantrishri, Panch-Kayas, and
Photographs with his report.

Thus with the intervention of the the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, there has been

a happy resolution for the demand of the petitioner.

The petitioner Shri Kantilal Parmar had filed an application through an email to Gujarat State
Human Rights Commission that, there is a lot of garbage and dirt accumulated around the place where
statue of the National Leader Dr Babasaheb Ambedkar has been placed in the city of Anand. Even no
fencing or railing has been made around the place where the statue is placed. He had pleaded to take
immediate action for removing the dirt, garbage and for making a fencing around the place of the

statue.

In respect of the details mentioned in the application of the petitioner, Gujarat State Human
Rights Commission had ordered to call for the report from the District Magistrate, Anand on
19/12/2020.

The District Magistrate, Anand stated in his report dated 6/1/2021 that he had asked for the
report from the Anand Nagarpalika for the said matter. Anand Nagarpalika had stated in their last
report that one side fencing with tree plantation has been done by Nagarpalika around the statue of
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar and a steel railing with a mini gate has been made at the front side for
garlanding at different programs and for cleaning and cleaning is being done two times a day regularly
and CCTV cameras have been installed to identify the persons throwing garbage at this place. The
photographs of the action taken by the Nagarpalika have also been submitted.

Thus with the intervention of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, the dirt has been
removed from around the statue of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar and cleaning is also done regularly
there, and fencing has been made around the statue. Moreover, CCTV Cameras have also been

installed to identify the persons throwing garbage there.

The petitioner Shri Manishbhai Babubhai Patel, residing at Gaangpur, Ta. Palsana,
District — Surat has filed a petition before the Commission on 17/02/2020 as the primary school
building at Gaangpur village, administered by District Panchayat- was demolished as it was in an old
and dilapidated condition, and an alternative place for the children to study was arranged in a small
room of the Gram Panchayat office in which the teachers were compelled to accommodate children
in it. The dilapidated building was demolished but there was only one toilet among the children, three
teachers, and two cook-maids for the Madhyahan Bhojan in the alternative place. As they had to face

a lot of troubles, a request for constructing a new building had been pleaded.

For which, a detailed report was called for by letter dated 17/09/2020 by the Commission to the
District Development Officer, Surat. In response to it, the District Development Officer, Surat
submitted the report and stated that necessary tenders have been called for the building of the
Gaangpur primary school. For which they have also received a work order from the Gujarat Shala
Shikshan Parishad, Gandhinagar at the state level. And in a short period of time, the work will be

started and the construction will be completed.

Thus, appropriate justice has been made to the children studying and the petitioner for the

construction of the new building for the study of the children of the Gaangpur village.

The Deceased died in the Police Custody: Late Ravibhai Sureshbhai Jadav & Late Sunilbhai
Sureshbhai Pawar.
Name of the Department/Office concerned: Police Superintendent, Navsari, District Magistrate,
Navsari.

From the deceased Ravibhai Sureshbhai Jadav, age 19, residing at Naka Falia, Vaghali,
Ta. Vaghai, Dist. Dang, Aahva and Sunilbhai alias Tale Sureshbhai Pawar, age 19 year, residing at
Dodipada, Ta. Vaghai, Dist. Dang, Aahva, died in the Chikhali Police Station of the Navsari District,
TVS Moped No. GJ — 21 — C — 2349 and GJ — 21 — D — 1418 were found in their possession. On
asking about the documents, they could not produce the documents and having a doubt on them, they
were brought to the Chikhali Police Station for investigation and they died hanging in the computer
room of the Chikhali Police Station between 05:00 to 08:00 hrs. on 21/07/2021. This incident was
declared as Chikhali Po. Sta. accidental death No. 44/2021, under section 174 of CRPC on
21/07/2021.

The Commission was informed about this incident by the Police Superintendent, Navasari, and
the Commission, taking cognizance of it, asked the Police Superintendent to inform after paying
Rs.3,00,000 as a Compensation within 1 month to the heirs of each deceased under Section — 18 (C)
of the Human Rights Protection Act. In response to it, as per the letter of the Police Superintendent,
Navsari, Rs. 6,00,000/- approved by the Home Department, Sachivalaya, Gandhinagar, after
verifying the heirs of the said deceased, on 18/09/2021, (1) to the mother shri Niruben Sureshbhai
Jadav of the deceased Ravibhai Sureshbhai Jadav and (2) the elder brother Maheshbhai Sureshbhai
Pawar of the deceased Sunilbhai alias Tale Sureshbhai Pawar, through the treasury office, Navsari,
credited in the S.B.I. and the signature in the A-roll has been obtained about the money received by

the heirs of the deceased.

Thus, with the intervention of the Commission, a compensation of rupees Three Lakhs to the

heirs of each of the deceased persons being a total sum of Rs.6,00,000/- (Six Lakhs) has been paid.

Exemplary Suo Motu cases

Press — 26/20 1 Ahmedabad City

Name of the concerned Department/Office: Police Commissioner -Ahmedabad City, Labour

Director, Gujarat State.
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News were published in Sandesh, the daily news paper on 9/2/2020 that, “Fierce Fire in Nandim

Denim of Chiripal, four died alive.”

Considering the seriousness of this news, Gujarat State Human Rights Commission took suo
motu cognizance and ordered on 11/2/20 to call for the factual report from the Police Commissioner,
Ahmedabad City, and Labour Director, Gujarat State. As per the report dated 13/05/2020 from the
Police Commissioner, Ahmedabad, the incident of fire had taken place on 8/2/20. The police officers
at Narol Police Station reached at the said factory on the basis of the message. There, Jayendra
Ramshankar Rajput, the person who gave the message and who is working as a general manager in
Chiripal Industries, his statement was taken. The dead bodies in burnt condition of a total of seven
men and women were found during the investigation by the Fire Brigade about the death casualties.
Inquest of the dead bodies was made, then the post-mortem was done in the V. S. Hospital. DNA
samples of each body were collected for identification which was sent to the Forensic Science
Laboratory, DNA Department, Gandhinagar. A team from the Forensic Science Laboratory had come
to the place of the incident and the pieces of burnt and half-burnt electric DP Switch Board, DP Box
after examining the first floor of the Shirting Department. Accidental Death has been registered about
it, during the investigation, Nandim Denim is situated at Piplaj village. There is a cloth machinery on

the first floor of the shirting department. Looking into it, there is in fact only one door near the
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staircase in the entire shed and there are no other windows, doors or doors for movements in this
whole large shed and four walls were covered with sheet. The entire building was erected on iron
foundation. The building seemed to be without fire safety. It was exposed in the investigation that the
owners and directors and fire safety officers of the company knew that because of these
inconveniencies, fire, accident or death casualties might happen and woman police sub-inspector
Devmurari, having filed a complaint under I. P. C. sections 304, 114, an offense was registered against
- Jyotibhai Chiripal and Dipakbhai Chiripal- the owners of the company, P. K. Sharma — Director, B.
C. Patel — Division Head of Shirting Department, H. M. Patel — Deputy General Manager, and
Ravikant Sinha — Fire Safety Officer of the company. Pravinbhai Danabhai Makwana, brother of the
deceased Bhalabhai Danabhai Makwana had declared that Bhalabhai Danabhai is his brother and he
was on the job in the shirting department in the said company on the day of the incident. As he
produced a certificate of Rohit Scheduled Caste, his statement was taken. An attempt was made to
add Section 3 (2) (5) of the Atrocity Act. The accused of this crime (1) Prakashkumar Ramnivas
Sharma (2) Ravikant Vasudev Sinha (3) Babubhai Maganbhai Patel were arrested for the crime. In
the investigation, a summary was written to the Factory Inspector, Labour Department, Khanpur and

Health Department, AMC.

Assistant Labour Commissioner, Gandhinagar had stated in his letter that considering the
details of the incident, as it is within the jurisdiction of the Director, Industrial Safety and Health, the
report should be sent to him. Office of the Industrial Safety and Health had stated in their report that
a work of sampling was carried out on the first floor of the shirting division on the day of the incident.
During that time, as the fire suddenly broke out, seven laborers died and the factory inspector had
filed a complaint in the court against the owner/possessor of the factory under Section 7 (A) (2) (d)
for it and the legal heirs of the deceased have been paid a compensation of rupees Ten Lakhs each.
On demanding the details of the bank statement by the Commission, it was submitted, in which, the

details of the heirs of each deceased have been paid a compensation of rupees Ten Lakhs are there.

Thus, with the intervention of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, the heir of every

person died in the incident has been paid a compensation of rupees Ten Lakhs.

Assistant Director (Legal Branch), Employees State Insurance Corporation, Ahmedabad has
sent their report of 10/8/2021. It is stated in it that D — 1/3, Kalol Dispensary has been shifted on
26/7/2021 from the old building to the new rental building at Shivalaya Complex — B, Opp. Kalol
Nagarpalika, Dr. Ambedkar Road, (Mahendra Mill Road), Kalol (N. G.) and the dispensary is active

there. The photographs have also been submitted with this report.
Thus, with the intervention of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission, the old building of

the Employees Insurance Scheme has been shifted to a new building.

required to be done by the heritage department of Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation. It was further
stated that he has informed the heritage department about the said matter by letter to send a report to
the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission before 4/1/2021.
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The Gujarat State Human Rights Commission ordered on 4/1/2021 to call for the report from

the Director, Department of Archeology and Museum, Gandhinagar.

The Director, Department of Archeology and Museum, Gandhinagar stated in his report dated
2/12/2021 that they have cleaned the protected monument Amrut Varshini Vav situated at Panch
Kuva area of Ahmedabad city. The photographs attached with the report of before and after cleaning
work have been submitted. It was further stated that Shri Jitendrakumar Parmar has been appointed
by outsourcing as a watchman as well as for the cleaning and supervision of the said monument and

he has joined the duty at the above place from 1/12/2021.

also maintained for the applications received at the office and all the applications are disposed of in

a sequential order. Moreover, as the Vidhva Sahay Y ojana has been removed from the N.S.S.P. portal,

there i1s no data entry available online, and, a written communication has been made with the

competent authority about this for necessary action.

In respect of the above report of the District Magistrate, The Gujarat State Human Rights
Commission had ordered on 30/7/2021 that an application is required to be submitted with only such

proofs as are required to be uploaded on the digital portal which has recently come into effect.

Currently, no affidavit is required to be submitted by the office here.

The commission ordered on 18/10/2021 to the applicant to send a report if the petitioner
intended to make any presentation in it and to the authorities to send the report as stated in the order
dated 29/7/2021. The District Magistrate stated in his report dated 18/12/2021 that a report from the
Sub-Divisional Magistrate was obtained and as it was stated in it that the Widow Support (Vidhva
Sahay) of the petitioner Soni Manjulaben Jayantibhai, residing at Petahpur, has been started. On

sending a copy of this report to the petitioner by the Commission, there has been no re-presentation

from her.

Deputy Engineer, Uttar Gujarat Vij Company Ltd. has given a written report to the local police that
a five and a half feet high iron fencing and railing has been made around 3 DPs and RMU and due
care has been taken for the safety of the children of Anganvadi. Therefore, they do not have any

action to take for this matter from their side.

The Deputy Engineer, Uttar Gujarat Vij Company Ltd., stated in his last report dated
13/1/2022 about “Three Electric DPs are risky for children near the Anganvadi of Khoraj” that the
Sub-division of the Uttar Gujarat Company Ltd., has first made a completely new fencing with 5 — 6
feet height with earthing in place of the old fencing so that the no one can meet with an accident. It
was further stated that a 160 feet long wall with a height of 5.6 feet with pucca bricks has been made
around the Khoraj Anganvadi Kendra with the help of the head branch of Uttar Gujarat Vij Company
Ltd. as per the instructions by the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission. It was further stated that
in the presence of Shrimati Nehaben Anilkumar Makwana, Khoraj Anganvadi Worker, a joint survey
was conducted on 13/1/2022, and a copy of which has been attached herewith to this report.

Thus, with the intervention the Gujarat Human Rights Commission, steps for the safety have
been taken in respect of the new published in the newpaper, “Three Electric DPs are risky for children

near the Anganvadi of Khora;j”.

Work is done by a Lico machine in the areas like Chamunda Crematorium, Bhumi Park, and Old

and with an unstable brain right from birth and

sometimes behaved indecently with his family as well as with the villages, hence, his family members
took care of him keeping him at the farm in a hut for the last 25 years so that he might not harm
others. As the deceased Manubhai was blind, he once fell in to the well at night. There is also a check
dam near the farm. Therefore, his family members tied him so that he might not fell into the well or
check dam. During this time, it seemed that the deceased Manubhai might have been killed by a
leopard by attacking him with serious injuries. The above facts have been declared by Rajeshbhai
Balubhai Savaliya at the C.H.C. center, whose deceased Manubhai Devrajbhai Savaliya was a

grandfather. Police had completed all the necessary legal formalities and had also recorded the
statements of the concerned persons.

The Deputy Forest Guard, Gir (East), Department of Forest, has stated in his report that as per
the final report of Range Forest Officer Shri Dalkhaniya, the direct heir of the deceased, Manubhai
Devrajbhai Savaliya, res. At Amrutpur (Thikariya), Ta. Dhari, Dist. Amreli, died in the attack by a
wild animal leopard, Shri Jiviben Vallabhbhai Monpara (Relation - sister) has been a Cheque No:
840943 dated 13/5/2021 of Rs. 4,00,000 (Rupees Four Lakhs Only) as a financial assistance as per

the rules of the Government.

assistance of Rupees Four Lakhs has been paid by the Government to the heir of the deceased.
