1. (1) This Act may be called the Gujarat Control of Terrorism_and
Organised Crime (Amendment) Act, 2022.

2. In the Gujarat Control of Terrorism and Organised Crime Act, 2015
(hereinafter referred to as “the principal Act™), in section 2, in sub-section
(1), in clause (e), for the words “continuing unlawful activity and terrorist
act including extortion, land grabbing, contract killing, economic offences,
cyber crimes having severe consequences, running large scale gambling
rackets, human trafficking racket”, the words “continuing unlawful activity
including extortion, land grabbing, contract killing, economic offences,
cyber crimes having severe consequences, human trafficking racket” shall be

substituted.

3. In the principal Act, in section 4, after the words “or at any time”, the

words “after the date of commencement of this Act” shall be inserted.

4. In the principal Act, in section 20, in sub-section (5), for the words
“under this Act, or under any other Act on the date”, the words “under this

Act on the date” shall be subgtituted.

5. (1) The Gujarat Control of Terrorism and Organised Crime (Amendment)

Ordinance, 2022 is hereby repealed.

2) Notwithstanding such répeal, anything done or any action taken under
the principal Act as amended by the said Ordinance, shall be deemed to have

been done or taken under the principal Act, as amended by this Act.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Gujarat Control of Terrorism and Organised Crime Act, 2015
has been enacted by the Government of Gujarat to make special provisions
for prevention and control of terrorist acts and for coping with criminal
activities by organised crime syndicates and for the matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto. The said Act has been assented to by the

President of India and the same is being implemented in the State of Gujarat.

The Government of Gujarat however, considers it necessary to amend
the said Act in order to make certain provisions more meaningful and to make
them easy to interpret so that no provision is misinterpreted during
implementation of the said Act, resulting in unnecessary hassle to the persons

in the State of Gujarat.

To achieve the aforesaid purpose, the Government of Gujarat has
considered necessary to amend clause (e) of sub-section (1) of section 2,

section 4 and sub-section (5) of section 20 of the said Act.

As the Legislative Asrembly of the State of Gujarat was not in session
at that time, the Gujarat Control of Terrorism and Organised Crime
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2022 was promulgated to achieve the aforesaid
objects. This Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State

Legislature.

EXTRACT FROM THE GUJARAT CONTROL OF TERRORISM
AND ORGANISED CRIME ACT, 2015.

4. If any pe-son on behalf of a member of an organised crime syndicate is,
or at any time has been in possession of movable or immovable property
which he cannot satisfactorily account for, shall be punishable with
imprisonment for a term which shall not be less than three years but which
may extend to imprisonment for ten years and shall also be liable to fine
which shall not be less than rupees one lakh and such property shall also be

liable for attachment and forfeiture, as provided by section 18.
