PREFACE

from time to time direct.

183. (1) A Committee shall function under the general Power of
Speaker to

its work.

(2) If any doubt arises on any point of procedure or

Provided further that a copy of unreported
judgment or any other document to be supplied to the
Gujarat Legislature Secretariat shall either be a
certified copy or a copy prepared from a certified copy
or from the original document and authenticated by an
officer of the Government Department concerned or
by the member-in-charge of the Bill, in case the notice
of the Bill is given by a private member.

3. Every Bill passed by the House and assented
to by the President or the Governor, as the case may
be, shall be laid by the Secretary on the table of the
Assembly.

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CHAPTER IX

Recognition of Legislature Party or Group

30. (1) The Speaker may accord recognition as
a Legislature Party to any political party which has
been recognised by the Election Commission as an
All Indian Party or a State Party if the number of
members of such Party in Legislature is not less than
one tenth of the total number of members of the
House.

(2) The Speaker may accord recognition as a
Legislature group to any political party which has
been recognised by the Election Commission as an
All Indian Party or a State Party if the number of
member of members of such Party is not less than 10.

(3) In respect of members who are not covered
by (1) and (2) above and who desire to form an
association and be recognised as such, the Speaker
may recognise them as a party if their strength is not
less than one tenth of the total number of member of
members of the House, or as a group if their strength
is not less than 10:

Provided that such members -

(a) Shall give an undertaking to the
Speaker that they shall function in the House
as an organised party or a group having a
common approach on the problems arising in
the House.
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(b) Shall supply a copy of the constitution
of the Party or Group including its aims and
objects.

(c) Shall communicate to the Speaker
the names of the office-bearers.

Procedure for Minister correcting inaccuracy

31. When a Minister wishes to correct any

the following procedure shall be followed, namely:-

(1) The Minister shall give to the Secretary
notice of his intention to make a statement correcting
the inaccuracy. The notice shall be accompanied by a
copy of the statement proposed to be made by the
Minister;

(i) Such notice shall be given within seven
days from the date the inaccurate information has
been given to the House;

Provided that the Speaker may, on being
satisfied with the reasons given, waive this
requirement.

(ii1) When the House is in session, the
Secretary shall include the item in the list of business
on an appropriate day and the Minister shall, when
called upon by the Speaker, make the statement in the
House.
