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INTRODUCTION

The Government of India have passed The person with disabilities (Equal opportunities, protection
of rights and full participation) Act, 1995 so that disable people enjoy their accessible rights gracefully
and make themselves self-reliant, and subsequently replace this act with the newly formed “The
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016”. The State government have taken several steps in the
areas of education for people with disabilities in order to mainstream them in employment
opportunities. For this purpose, the government have initiated the autonomous office of the
Commissioner for the Persons with Disabilities since the year 1998. Mr. G. N. Nachia (G.A.S.)
Commissioner for the Persons with Disabilities from April 2020 to July 2020 followed by Mr. Manoj
Agrawal (I.A.S.) (Additional Chief Secretary) during his tenure from March — 2021 onwards.

KEY FUNCTIONS OF THIS OFFICE:-

1.

Persons with disabilities benefit from the government schemes and concessions only when
they are well informed about the same. Therefore, the main functions performed are to make
them aware about the available acts, laws and schemes of the government machinery and also
sensitize the government officers who are reluctant to make them informed about the laws,
rules and schemes available for the persons with disabilities. This office is actively involved
in the process of resolutions of the issues of persons with disabilities by the sharing the laws
and rules to the Non-governmental Organisations associated with the activities for the persons
with disabilities and guide them accordingly as and when needed.

After the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 got enforced, it is mandatory for the
state government to implement the provisions thereof. This office also acts as a facilitator
between the administrative machinery and the persons with disabilities by exerting the rights
of these people and access them justice by proceeding their legal cases with respect to breach
of rights of people with disabilities in the concerned courts. Apart from this, the office is
actively involved in the process of the representations made by the persons with disabilities
to various government department / offices and implement the provisions through the
concerned department / offices where the representations made the persons with disabilities
is found judicious.

5. The Commissioner for Persons with Disabilities has been delegated the powers of ‘Deemed
Civil Courts’ under the provision of “The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016”. They are
responsible for making judgement after the hearing of cases with regard to breach of rights of persons
with disabilities.

6. Presently, there are about 1,77,548 seats are made available in various courses for vocational
training under Apprentice Training Scheme run by the Labour and Employment department in 288
Government Industrial Training Institutes in the Gujarat State. Out of the total number of government
Industrial Training Institutes, three (3) government Industrial Training Institutes are functioning
exclusively for the persons with disabilities with the intake of total 292 seats. There is a provision of
reservation of 4% of the permissible seats for the disabled candidates in General 1.T.l.s (Based on the
report).

7. Five percent seats are reserved for all kind of persons with disabilities in P.T.C. admissions in
accordance with the amendment in resolution of the education department dated
21/06/2019.Accordingly, about 12 students with disabilities got their admissions during the year
2020-21.

8. The certificates for disabilities have been issued to about 27861 beneficiaries in the camps
organised by Health and Family Welfare department in various districts of the state during the year
2020-21.

9. The Road and Building department have provided various amenities for persons with
disabilities wherein about 2175 non-resident (Public places) buildings got furnished with 1213 ramps,
7278 toilets, 303 lifts and 918 signage for way-guiding maps andidentification notice.

10. In order to execute various provisions of The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act - 2016,
the Commissioner for the Persons with Disabilities regularly convenes the meetings with the different
government departments such as, Labour and Employment Department, Education Department,
Health and Family Welfare Department, Road and Building Department, Urban Development and
Urban Housing Department, Food, Civil Supply and Consumer Affairs Department, General
Administration Department, Sports, Youth and Cultural Activities Department, Panchayat, Rural
Housing Department and Rural Development Department, Tribal Development Department and
Social Justice and Empowerment Department. The state government have formed the District Level
Coordination Committee at district level for the implementation of The Rights of Persons with
Disabilities Act — 2016, in which the concerned district deputed as the Chairperson who plays the
important role to resolve various issues at the district level. The consultation is continuously going
on with respect to various issues of the persons with disabilities between the officers at the district
level and the representatives of the voluntary organisations.

11. In accordance with the Disability Act, the following schemes have been implemented during
the year 2020-21 by the office of the Director, Social Defence under the Social Justice and
Empowerment Department.

The following functions are performed by different departments of the State for the implementation
of Disability Act.

1. Loan provided by Gujarat Minorities Finance and Development Corporation to the persons
with disabilities at concessional rate.

2. Equipment such as tricycle, artificial organs, hearing aids etc. are distributed by the Social
Defence Department (subject to the terms) free of cost. Apart from this, the voluntary
organisations of the state by acquiring donations from the Government of India and financial
assistance from the organisations such as Rotary, Lions, etc. also provided the necessary tools
and equipment to persons with disabilities. District Rehabilitation Centres (10) located in the
state are also involved actively to get the donation for this purpose and play their roles by
receiving the donation when needed.

3. Social Defence department grants the donations on grant-in-aid basis to 132 organisations
working for the persons with disabilities. These organisations are working for education,
training and rehabilitation of the persons with disabilities. (See Annexure on page No. 22).

4. Free travelling facilities are provided in the buses of Gujarat State Transportation Corporation
to persons with disabilities. The state government have allocated Rs. 4200.00 Lakhs to the
S.T. Corporation during the year 2020-21.

5. District Rehabilitation Centres and Poly-technique Institutes are involved in the process of
employment of the persons with disabilities by providing them training and guidance and by
making them economically self-reliant foreconomic independence.



AREAS OF CONSIDERATIONS:-

Recommended appointing authorities to fill-up the backlogs in vacant posts for the persons
with disabilities if any.

Recommended to certify the permissible reserve posts for the persons with disabilities under
section 34 of the Rights of the Persons with Disabilities and the specific category for the
persons with disabilities before the competent roster register authority, and to fill up those
posts reserved for the person with disabilities or under any category of disabilities without
getting exemption from the High-Level Expert Committee formed by the Social Justice and
Empowerment Department.

Recommended to implement the rational, uniform and scientifically framed policy by the state
government for scribes, for persons with disabilities in all the educational as well as vocational
examinations with uniformity.

As per the provision made in the Disability Act, 2016, recommended to implement the 4%
reserve posts in government jobs for the persons with disabilities.

Currently the order of roster is in existence. Therefore, the persons with disabilities not
selected in those establishments where the number of post is less than 25. Hence,
recommended to make consideration to fix the order of roster. Further, the General
Administration Department have fixed the roster point for the positions of Class — I, and Class
— 1. Recommended to issue amendment by fixing the roster point for Class — I, and Class — II
posts like Class — 111 and Class — IV.

To celebrate the special days for persons with disabilities with the involvement of state
government, recommended organising the well-planned programme to aware the masses
about the rehabilitation of persons with disabilities by allocating the special funds.

Recommended to keep separate reserved parking for the persons with disabilities in the S.T.
Depots of Gujarat State Road Transport Corporation and notify them with the necessary
symbols.

Recommended to spread the programmes for the persons with disabilities from the state
government as well as the Central Government to make the induction training mandatory for
all the officers/employees with regard to disability area in order to serve the purpose of
rehabilitation of the persons with disability considering the particulars of rehabilitation of the
persons with disabilities for those state who have separate department for this purpose.

Regular educational inspection should be undertaken for the grant-in-aid institutions
imparting education to persons with disabilities.

A circular regarding uniformity in the educational institutions for the persons with
disabilitiesis required to be issued by taking the policy decision.

At present as there is no specific courses and method of assessment for persons with
disabilities, a policy decision is required to establish and implement the uniform course of
studies in the state.

Employee recruitment similar to education departmentin the institutions for persons with
disabilities should be undertaken based on centralised recruitment process.

In order to utilize the donation amount received by the organisations working for the welfare
of persons with disabilities for the welfare of disabled people, the policy decision is required
to be taken to consider that amount of donation while calculating the accounts of donations
even though thesame has been credited into the account of the trust.

The provision of minimum 40% marks in scholarships scheme for disabled students should
be replaced with only passing marks.

In toolkits scheme for persons with disabilities the upper age-limit should be removed while
proving the assistance.

Considering the presentations made to this office during conduct of mobile court by the office
of Commissioner for the persons with disabilities, recommendations are made to take
necessary actions with respect to following matters:

o The assistance for Electric Scooter is admissible to those disabled beneficiary who is in
the BPL list of 0 to 20 scores and have to pay towards the amount of scooter in the
maximum limit of Rs. 25000/-. The eligibility criteria for this should berelaxed.

o Currently, the pension amount of Rs. 600/- to persons with disabilities should be
increased.

o Several of the benefits avail to persons with disabilities is based on the score of BPL
list, this condition of score should be relaxed.

Work done for the persons with disabilities by various departments

A. SOCIAL JUSTICE & EMPOWERMENT DEPARTMENT:

1. The Social Justice & Empowerment Department is the chief performer and the implementer
and implementing department for the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016. The
summary of the implementation of this Act is depicted in table — 7 of Annexure — 11.

2. The department have formed State Level Coordination Committee as well as the Executive
Committee in accordance with the provisions of this Act. The meetings of both these
committees convene regularly.

3. Posts that are sorted out to keep reserve in accordance with the provisions of the R.P.W.D.
Act. A committee has been formed for this purpose by the department. The process of sorting
out posts kept reserved for persons with disabilities is currently going on.

4. The office of the Director, Social Defence acts as a state-level office to execute the schemes
for the persons with disabilities. The scheme wise statistical information is depicted in table
8 of Annexure — I1.

5. District Level Coordination Committee under the R.P.W.D. Act and Local Level Committees
formed under the National Trust Act function at district level under the District Collector as
the chairperson and the Social Defence Officer as the Member Secretary.

6. In order to get access of information to persons with disability regarding various schemes of
the government and to avail them the maximum benefits of these provisions, the information
department of the government has published a booklet titled as “Ujali Disha — Divyango Mate
Ni Kalyankari Yojana-no samput”and the same is making available to persons with
disability.

7. Best Performance Awards are given to two organisations that are working in the area of
rehabilitation of persons with disabilities and two best persons every year by the office of
social defence working under Social Justice & Empowerment Department. The state
government have formed award selection committee for this purpose. The details of awards
are as under:

The state government has decided to honour the guardians who perform extremely well in
bringing up of disabled children and formed selection committee to select the best guardian.
The state government honours the guardians selected by the committee, in which Rs. 10,000/-
cash and Certificate is given as an Award.

Rehabilitation Council of India has approved 17 institutes for the rehabilitation of persons
with disabilities. The institute wise details of courses taught by these authorised institutes are
included in table — 9 of Annexure — 2.

The National Trust is working for persons with thalassemia, cerebral palsy, autism and the
persons with mental retardness.This Trust takes total care of the persons with thalassemia,
cerebral palsy, autism and the persons with mental retardedness. A District Local Committee
has been formed at district level under the chairpersonship of district collector. “Niramaya
Yojana” is implemented by National Trust during the year 2010-11 for the persons with
premium of Rs. 250/- to Non-B.P.L.beneficiaries having monthly family incomeless than Rs.
15000are included in the Trust. Accordingly, medical insurance cover is provided up to Rs.
1.00 lakh free of cost to those persons with disabilities who are B.P.L. and at the cost of yearly
premium of Rs. 500/- to those Non-B.P.L. beneficiaries whose monthly family income is more
than Rs. 15000/-. The Andhajan Mandal, Vastrapur, Ahmedabad is designatedas nodal agency
by National Trust for the implementation of this scheme.

FUNCTIONS AND RESPONSIBILITES OF COMMISSIONER DISABILITIES:

To take corrective measures by making provisions in the law through Suo Moto / at their own
to align the laws or policy / programme and procedure prevailing in the state for the persons
with disabilities.

To provide protection against injustice or to avoid injustice with regard to prevailing scheme
to the persons with disabilities and to take corrective measures through initiating investigation
or through Suo Moto by putting the matter before the competent authorities.

To implement the safeguards as mentioned under ‘The Rights of Persons with Disabilities
Act, 2016’ and to take corrective measures with regard to effective implementation of the
Same.

To take concrete actions and make recommendations so that it can preserve all the rights
covered under this act and get access theses rights to the persons with disabilities.

To promote new research in the areas of disabilities and take actions to conduct more and
more research.

To promote awareness programme with respect to rights of persons with disabilities and
protect those rights.

To regulate the programmes, plans, etc. those designed for upliftment of the persons with
disabilities, considering the provisions of the act and get implement.

To regulate the financial provisions with regard to plans designed for upliftment and
development of persons with disabilities within the limitations of this act and get implement
the same in such a way that the persons with disabilities can have the benefits.

To undertake other actions that may assigned by the state government.

11. Dummy Ballet sheet in Braille for convenience of blind voters: In accordance with the

instructions from Chief Election Officer, Gujarat State with regard to the directions from the
Election Commission of India, the responsibility for designing the Dummy Ballet sheet in
Braille is assigned to Andhajan Mandal, Ahmedabad and Deputy Director from Social
Defence department is appointed as nodal officer for this purpose. The Dummy Ballet
designed in Braille for the convenience of blind voters in assembly election 2017 and
parliament election 2019 have certified by Braille knowing officers/employees.

SOCIAL JUSTICE AND EMPOWERMENT DEPARTMENT:

Gujarat Rights of Persons with Disabilities Rules, 2019 is in effect with the Government
Notification under section 101(2) of the R.P.W.D. Act, 2016. These Rules have put on
Assembly Desk on dated 25/9/2020 by the Government.

The administrative sanction is accorded to disability state fund under section 88 of the R. P.
W. D. Act, 2016 to the tune of Rs. 229.15 Lakh with the resolution of the department dated
20/7/2020.



3. In accordance with section 33(2) of R. P. W. D. Act, 2016, the non-governmental member is
included as per the provision of section 33(2) of R. P. W. D. Act, 2016, in the reformation of
the expert committee with the resolution dated 02/12/2019.

4. AsperR.P.W.D. Act, 2016, as many as 21 types of disabilities have included in the disabled
welfare schemes with the resolution of Social Justice & Empowerment Department dated
27/12/2019. The percentage of disability in disabled welfare scheme have revised with
department resolution dated 29/7/2020.

5. As per the provision of section 38(2) of R. P. W. D. Act - 2016, authority is declared with the
department resolution dated 4/3/2021 to consider the applications for giving assistance under
the central / state government's schemes for disabled persons with comprehensive support
need.

D. Social Defence: (Section 24, 27, 28):

The State Government have implemented various types of welfare schemes for persons with
disabilities, so that they live their life respectfully with the help of education and training. In the year
2020-21, provisions are made of Rs. 209.57 crore by the state government for the welfare of persons
with disabilities.

The state government have implemented the following disabled welfare schemes:

1. Scheme for Free Travellingin S. T. Buses:

The concession scheme in the buses of G. S. R. T. C. buses commute for persons with disabilities for
the travelling purpose of education, treatment and employment is in effect since 4/7/91. Under this
scheme, persons with more than 40 percent disabilities are eligible to avail free travelling benefit in
all types of buses of Gujarat State Road Transport Corporation. Moreover, the process of applying
under this scheme made online on esamajkalyan.gujarat.gov.in so that the disabled persons can avail
the benefit of this scheme at their doorstep. In addition, Digital Seva Setu Programme is in effect
under Digital Gujarat for enhancing the transparency and to speed-up resolution process of the
problem peoples in which online services are provided in a single day through E-Gram Centres, this
scheme is also included under this.

The details of provision made, expenditure and number of beneficiaries under this scheme for the
year 2020-21 ended is as under:

2. Scholarships to Persons with Disabilities:

The Scholarship Scheme for persons with disabilities is in effect since 9-07-1965 with the resolution
No. EDD-1234-47636-CHH from Education and Labour Department, Sachivalaya, Ahmedabad.
Under this scheme, the studentshaving more than 40% disabilities and studying in standard 1 to 7and
have passed their last annual exam with more than 40% of marksare given annual scholarship of Rs.
1000/- and those who studied in standard 9"" and above are given annual scholarship of Rs. 1500 to
Rs. 5000/-.

3. Toolkit Scheme to the persons with disabilities:

The Toolkit scheme to the persons with disabilities is in effect with the resolution No. EDB / 1069 /
21560 / CHH of Education and Labour Department, Sachivalaya, Ahmedabad, dated 10-4-1970 in
order to implant artificial organs in persons with disabilities as well as to provide toolkit for
educational and business purpose to develop them educationally and rehabilitate socially, in which
persons with more than 40% disabilities are eligible to avail the benefits. Moreover, the process of
applying under this scheme made online on esamajkalyan.gujarat.gov.in so that the persons of
disabilities can avail the benefit of this scheme at their doorstep.

Toolkit assistance is provided up to Rs. 20,000/- to the persons with disabilities under this scheme, in
which the assistance of implanting artificial organs and equipment such as crutches, callipers (shoes),
tricycle, bicycle, wheelchair and toolkit assistance for vocations such as masonry, centring work,
vehicle service and repairing, shoes-repairing, tailoring, crafts work, pottery, multi-purpose vendors,
plumber, beauty parlour, electric appliances repairing, agricultural blacksmith and welding work,
carpentry, laundry, wooden article making, milkman, fish-seller, papad making, pickles making, cold
and hot drinks, refreshment, puncture kit, floor mill, spice mill, cotton wick making, mobile repairing,
hair cutting saloon (barber work), M.R.I. Child kit for mentally retarded, etc. are provided.

4. Sant Surdas Assistance Scheme:

Sant Surdas Assistance Scheme is in effect with the resolution No. APG / 102000 / N. B. 4 / CHH,
dated 22-9-2000, under the department of Social Justice and Empowerment, Gandhinagar, for the
overall development of persons with acute disabilities and rehabilitate them socially by providing
financial assistance. Under this scheme, the state government provides 100 percent assistance.
Moreover, the process of applying under this scheme made online on esamajkalyan.gujarat.gov.in so
that the persons of disabilities can avail the benefit of this scheme at their doorstep. In addition to
this, Digital Seva Setu Programme is in effect under Digital Gujarat for enhancing the transparency
and to speed-up resolution process of the peoples’ problems in which online services are provided in
a single day through E-Gram Centres, this scheme is also included under that.

Eligibility Criteria to avail the benefits under this scheme:

e Person with more than 80% disabilities

e Person with disabilities having age from birth to 17 years

e People with disabilities living under below poverty line in Gujarat state are eligible to avail
the benefit under this scheme. (Persons with disability included in the B.P.L. (List of people
living Below Poverty Line) list prepared (by the Ministry of Rural Development for rural
areas and by the Ministry of Urban Housing and Poverty Alleviation for urban areas) are
eligible to avail the benefit under this scheme.

Benefits admissible under this Scheme:

e Rupees 600 per month is admissible to the beneficiary under this scheme
e The details of provision made, expenditure and number of beneficiaries under this scheme for
the year 2020-21 ended is as under:

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5. Indira Gandhi National Disability Pension Scheme:

e Persons having 80% disabilities or more than that can avail the benefits.
e Persons with disabilities aged between 18 to 79 years are eligible to avail the benefits.

People with disabilities living under below poverty line in Gujarat state are eligible to avail the benefit
under this scheme. (Persons with disability included in the B.P.L. (List of people living Below
Poverty Line) list prepared (by the Ministry of Rural Development for rural areas and by the Ministry
of Urban Housing and Poverty Alleviation for urban areas) are eligible to avail the benefit under this
scheme. In addition to this, Digital Seva Setu Programme is in effect under Digital Gujarat for
enhancing the transparency and to speed-up resolution process of the peoples’ problems in which
online services are provided in a single day through E-Gram Centres, this scheme is also included
under that.

The Insurance Assistance Scheme to family member of persons with disabilities is in effect with
Social Justice and Empowerment Department resolution No. APG/102005/N. B. 4/CHH.1, dated 28-
03-07.

The group insurance scheme implemented by different departments are clubbed with the Finance
Department resolution No. JVY-1004-681(21)Z, dated 25-6-2007.

Under this scheme, Rs. 1,00,000/- is given as an amount of insurance incentive to disabled beneficiary.

Amount of insurance is admissible under the following cases considering the terms of general group
accident insurance policy:

(A) 100 percent, in case of death/permanent disability due to accident.

(B) 100 percent, in case of losing two eyes or two organs or hand/leg due to accident.
(C) 100 percent, in case of losing one eye or one organ due to accident.

(D) 50 percent, in case of losing one eye or one organ due to accident.

Person with disabilities shall avail the benefit under this scheme in case of death or permanent
disability to beneficiary due to other cause apart from suicide or natural death.

State Award Scheme for guardian / parent of Disabled Child

In line with the central government’s scheme for bestowing awards to person / institute working in
the areas of the welfare of persons with disabilities, the state government have initiated the scheme
since 28-8-2009 to honour the parent guardian associated with the toughest task of bringing up the
disabled child. A state award worth Rs. 10000/- in cash and a letter of praiseis conferred to each
parent guardian of the disabled child having four types of disabilities namely, mentally retardation,
speech and hearing impairment, blindness and ligament disabilities.

R.P.W.D. Act, 2016

New Reqistration Certificates have been issued to eleven (11) institutes during the period from dated
01/04/2020 to 31/03/2021 under R.P.W.D. Act, 2016 and certificate renewed to 37 institutes during
the same period as well. Furthermore, the process of applying for registration of institutes of persons
with disabilities is made online on esamajkalyan.gujarat.gov.in.

Voluntary organisations are functioning for the persons with different types of disabilities. At present,
132 voluntary organisations are receiving grants to impart institutional training and education to
persons with disabilities, in which 100 percent of remuneration and a grant of Rs. 2160/- monthly per
disciple is given for other maintenance cost and it is conducting through 21 institutes. About 10000
disciples are participating in the voluntary organisations as well as government institutes.

The government provides hundred percent grant for the remuneration cost of the approved employees
working in these 132 voluntary organisations. The monthly maintenance cost of Rs. 2160/- per
resident disciple of these voluntary organisations is provided. Apart from this, the grant for building
on rent and equipment as required within the budget limit is allocated to these organisations. In
addition to education and training to blind and disabled persons the vocational training in the fields
of weaving, carpentry, tailoring, printing, book binding, light engineering, candle and chalk making,
home craft, doormats, etc. is also provided. Multi-category workshops under the scheme of Govt. of
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India are functioning at Vastrapur, Ahmedabad and Jamnagar, which provides technical training in
the areas of light engineering, armature winding, power-looms, plastic moulding, brass-work,
physiotherapy etc. Tata Agriculture and Rural Training Centre, Fanasa, District Valsad provides
training in the fields of animal husbandry, dairy farm, horticulture, farming etc. About 18 training
centres are functioning at Ahmedabad, VVadodara, Bhavnagar, Bhuj and Dahod for special educational
training for blind and mentally challenged people. A batch of 20 students passed out every year.

Under the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016, a meeting of State Advisory Board was
convened on 19/6/2019.

Central Government Schemes:

National Award (From state government):

The Government of India confers National Award in fourteen different categories every year, in
which the winners get cash amount, certificate and medal.

Financial Assistance from Central Government:

Under this scheme, a grant of Rs. 15 lakhsis given to voluntary organisations for school/hostel
building, latest equipment of educational as well as vocational training and furniture based on 90
percent.

Apart from this, the Government of India provides 100 percent grant to voluntary organisations for
implanting artificial organs.

Scheme from Government of India:
Central Assistance Details of ADIP Scheme (ADIP):

e In Gujarat state, recommendations have been made to Government of India to allocate funds
of Rs. 95.53 lakhs for 3 new projects and Rs. 5.04 crores for current 6 projects during the year
2020-21.

e Society registered under the registered charitable trust act and the society act.
e D.R.D.O., Red Cross Society and other local bodies are eligible to avail assistance.

e 100 percent assistance is admissible based on projects submitted by these organisations under
this scheme.

Eligibility for Beneficiary

e Should be citizen of India

e Should be certified by registered medical practitioner or the person needs “aids and
appliances”

e Person should be government servant, self-employed or pensioner and their monthly income
does not exceeds Rs. 20000/- from all the sources.

e Income of parent / guardian should not exceeds Rs. 20000/- in case of dependant

e Person who has not received such assistance from government, local bodies and voluntary
organisations during the year for the same purpose.

e For this matter, the period is one year for the children under 12 years of age.
Details of Assistance:

e “Aid Appliances” equipment, costing minimum of Rs. 50/- and maximum of Rs. 10000/-

e This limit is Rs. 12000/- for the students of 12" standard who are blind, mentally retarded,
hearing impaired and having multiple disabilities
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e Travelling cost, general expenses, travelling cost of second class sleeper coach of railway etc.
are allowed up to Rs. 250/-. Medical Certificate is required for this. The same amount is
admissible to escort and attendant of the beneficiary

e Maximum of 15 day’s boarding and lodging charge is admissible up to Rs. 100/- daily to those
beneficiary whose monthly income is up to Rs. 15000/-

e The expenses with regard to “medical/surgical, correction and intervention” is also admissible
Din Dayal Rehabilitation Scheme (D.D.R.S.):

In Gujarat state, recommendations have made to Government of India to allocate funds of Rs. 2.62
crore for 11 new projects and Rs. 3.32 crore for current 16 projects during the year 2020-21 under
Din Dayal Rehabilitation Scheme.

National Trust:

The National Trust have institutionalised for the persons with four types of disabilities namely
mentally challenged, cerebral palsy, autism multiple disabilities.

This trust takes total care of the persons having disabilities such as mentally challenged, cerebral
palsy, autism and multiple disabilities and manages its hereditary assets as well.

A District Level Committee is formed headed by the District Collector for this purpose.
E. Health Department (Section 25, 26):

The Health Department is directly associated with disability. Health Department, along with its
regional agencies (hospitals) to prevent disability and earlier identification of person with disabilities,
diagnosis, treatment and issuing certificate as follows:

1. In accordance with the provisions made in the newly formed act by the Government of India
“The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016 and “Mental Health Care Act 20177, the
health department, in coordination with social defence department, have set-up centres to issue
Disability Certificate to persons with disabilities at taluka place; and set-up mechanism by
organising special camps in coordination with the voluntary organisations so that more and
more persons with disabilities get Disability Certificate nearest to their residences. To remove
the administrative deficiency in the process of issuing disability certificate, the health
department have designed application based on web page named UDID of Svavlamban Portal
developed by the Government of India and disability certificates are issued accordingly.

Since 2017, certificates are issued online through UDID of Svavlamban Portal developed by
the Government of India. Certificates issued earlier are uploaded on the application first as
old certificates.

2. Campaigns have been organized to issue disability certificates by the specialist doctors at the
schools after identifying children with disabilities and on completion of physical, mental and
laboratory tests of the children studying in the primary and secondary schools of the state with
the combined endeavours of health and education department. Disability certificates have
been issued to approximately 79506 children during the short period of four months.

3. Doctors and paramedical staffs have trained so that the required certificate for newly added
disabilities under the newly formed "The Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 2016" in the
state ay issueeasily.

4. Health department have organized several programmes to prevent disabilities. Polio
Eradication, Blindness Prevention and Leprosy Prevention programmes have attained
significant success.

All the medical officers as well as medical specialists are trained so that the persons with
disabilities get their disability certificate quickly and in time. Apart from this, representatives
from Social Justice and Empowerment Department, Commissioner Disability, Education
Department, GCRT, ICDS, Health Department and NGOs working for persons with
disabilities have also been trained.

Specialist Gynaecologist, Paediatrician etc. take care of children at the time of birth and
prevent them from disability, under the Janani Suraksha Programme of health department is
functioning.

Health department organises key programmes such as vaccination, polio eradication
campaign, leprosy prevention programme, blindness prevention programme etc. very
frequently.

School Heath Programmes are organised in joint collaboration of health and education
department, in which children studying in schools are tested and treated free of cost if needed.
About 1.59 crore children availed health examination during the year 2020-21, out of which
needy children have been provided various types of treatment and also treatment for heart
disease and other ailments.

Health department have made all efforts with regard to issuance of required disability
certificate nearest to their residence of the beneficiary person with disabilities. Health and
Family Welfare Department have made necessary provisions in its resolution dated
26/10/2010 so that certificate of disability may become easily available. Camps are organised
at Community Health Centre / Primary Health Centre by district civil hospitals and affiliated
medical colleges to issue disability certificate in all the districts.

The mechanism for disability prevention and care has been established in the state by various
programmes of health department such as “Reproductive Maternal New born Child and
Adolescent Health”, Janani Suraksha Programme, National Child Health Programme,
National Blindness Prevention Programme, National Leprosy Programme, National
Programme for Prevention of Deafness, National Mental Health Programme etc. In order to
rehabilitate the persons with disabilities in the society easily. Necessary “Operation” and
“Medical Aid” and other care have provided for medical rehabilitation.

The facility for implanting cochlear implant surgeryin children living in the state who are deaf
by birth have been launched, through which these children can listen and speak. The
approximate cost of this operation is Rs. 4.00 lakh. In the current year, 87 operations of such
type were carried out.

Children who are deaf by birth needing cochlear implant are provided free of cost operative
and speech therapy at Civil Hospital, Ahmedabad as well as at the affiliated hospitals of Surat,
Rajkot and Vadodara Medical College as well as affiliated hospital of C. U. Shah Medical
College, Surendranagar.

Information is provided with regards to thalassemia major disease and people awareness
programme to prevent such disease, in which pre-marriage testing and counselling is carried
out and conducts IEC activities in schools and colleges. Comprehensive IEC activities are
undertaken to prevent Thalassemia major by testing blood in the communities where it is
highly prevalent.

The necessary treatment to cure thalassemia major such as blood transfusion chelating agent,
tablet/injections etc. are provided at district level hospital.

Number of children tested by ophthalmologist — 79506, Number of children having “cochlear
implanted” — 311, Number of children treated for cleft lip/palate — 513, Number of children
treated for club foot are 484.
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F. Education Department (Section — 31, 32)

1. Children with disabilities are allowed to study with the normal children in the normal schools
run under the integrated education scheme of education department. Special educators are
appointed for such children with disabilities. Accordingly, the work done under this
programme is summarised as under:

2(1)IED-1EDSS Scheme under_Gujarat Council of School Education Research, Gandhinagar
(SarvaSikshaAbhiyaan)

The main objective of SarvaSikshaAbhiyaan is to provide mandatory quality education free of cost
to all the children in the age group of 6 to 18 years. The goal of this programme is to enrol all those
children who have not gone to school or who dropped their education before completion of standard
8 and who have special needs (disabled), in order to regularise their educationand provide quality
elementary education.

Activities done under IEC Branch of SarvaSikshaAbhiyaan are as under:

Survey:

Children are identified with special needs by School Management Committee at school level and
project staffs at taluka level during the month of November and December. Apart from this, DIAS
Data is also collected at the end of October, in which the data are collected during their school hours.
About 86,896 children have been identified during the current year. (Std. 1-8) (According to DIAS :
2018-19)

School Admission:

The children with special needs identified in the survey are admitted in the standards that suits with
their respective age groups in the nearest school.

UDID Card:

Medical assessment camps are organised at block / district level in coordination with CHC, DIEC
Centres of Civil Hospital and medical certificates have issued to total 46,218 CwSN students and
43,333 UDID Cards in coordination of Social Justice and Empowerment Department.

Divyang Mobile App:

Divyang Mobile App is developed to assess the individual educational plan as well as educational
progress of the students with special needs.

Transport Allowance:

Transport allowance is credited in the bank account of the concerned guardian of the children with
multiple disabilities based on their attendance who are studying in standard 1 to 8so that they may
have some inspiration to attend the school regularly. In which total 4194 children have given
transportation allowance of Rs. 2500/- for 10 months @ Rs. 250/- per month.

Girls Stipend:

During the year 2020-21, stipend given to 8762 school-going girls with special needs studying in
standard 1 to 8 as per the provision of budget.

Resource Room:

Therapy (e.g. psychologist, physiotherapist) and guidance are provided to total 4541 school-going
children with special needs studying in standard 1 to 8 by the specialists in the resource rooms at
taluka level four days a week. At present 283 resource rooms are functional. As per PAB 2020-21,
budget is approved for 500 in-school resource rooms at cluster level. The renovation work of resource
room in the school of the selected cluster has been undertaken considering the children with special
needs.
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Teacher Training:

About 1.90 lakh teachers have been trained through Chetna Mobile App in order to enhance the
inclusion of children with special needs studying in standard 1 to 8 of primary school, which covers
topics such as understanding of 21 types of disabilities, special educational needs of children with
special needs etc.

Celebration of Special Day:

Online live events were organised at Command and Control Centre (CCC), Gandhinagar by Gujarat
Council of School Education Research on December 3, 2020 on the occasion of International
Disability Day. In this function, a school with resource room wasvirtually inaugurated by then Hon.
Education Minister, Shri Bhupendrasinh Chudasama, Hon. Education Secretary, Shri Vinod Rao
(IAS) and the Hon. State Project Director, Shri P. Bharthi (1AS) at Nardipur cluster of Kalol.

Corrective Surgery:

Minor corrective surgery is conducted to needy children in coordination with health department. So
far, 40 children have operated for corrective surgery, which includes to and fro travelling cost as well
as lodging and boarding expenses allowed to children by SarvaSikshaAbhiyaan.

Inclusive Education for Disabled at Secondary Education Stage — (IEDSS):

Inclusive Education for Disabled at Secondary Education Stage is in effect in Gujarat State since
April 1, 2009. This scheme is managed well and implemented by the Ministry of Human Resources
Development, the Government of India, New Delhi in accordance with the guidelines of IEDSS.

This programme covers the disabled children studying in government and grant-in-aid secondary and
higher secondary schools. The IEDSS scheme is well managed and implemented by the office of
District Education Officer through the organisations located in their districts. The main of objective
of this scheme is to provide educational benefits to children with disabilities studying in standard 1
to 12 of government and government aided schools such as uniforms, transport allowance, escort
allowance, therapeutic services, and stipend to girls, assistive devices etc. as well as supportive
services with respect to special education. The equal opportunities of education in schools nearer to
their residence same school environment, similar tonormal children’s school, are provided to children
with disabilities under this scheme. During the year 2020-21, about 9600 beneficiary students with
disability have been provided schematic assistance under this programme. Apart from this schematic
assistance, the state government provides annual scholarship of Rs. 600/- from its self-fund.

The central government have provided Rs. 38,24,000/- to 1912 disabled students as a reward at the
rate of Rs. 2000/- per student by DBT to promote the students with disabilities who have passed their
board exams of standard — 10 and standard — 12 in all streams. Besides, the central government have
accorded sanction to start 500 new resource rooms in secondary sections of government schools.

Special teachers and special educators have been allocated in the state according to cluster during the
year 2020-21, so that they can have beprovided supportive assistance in special education and
accordingly can reduce their dropout ratio. Thus, based on the required number of special teachers
for permanent needs of supportive services in the schools, 1030 special teachers have provided
educational guidance to 9600 disabled students during the year 2020-21.

Under this scheme, 60% of the total cost is provided by the central government and remaining 40%
by the state government.

As the year ended 2020-21, about 9600 disabled beneficiaries have covered by the District Education
Officer in 37 districts of the state by 1030 special teachers of their own districts under this scheme.

During the financial year 2020-21, the proposals are invited by the District Education Officer in the
prescribed format and as per the criteria fixed by the central government from 07 Government and 46
voluntary organisations in the onset of financial year, which includes the following components.
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Provision with regard to Student: Under this component, various types of admissible schematic
assistance (maximum limit of Rs.3500/-) such as, uniform, books, reader allowance, transport
allowance, hostel allowance, escort allowance, therapeutic services, stipend to girls, “Assistive
Devices” etc. are included. It also includes the financial assistance for making resource room, to
procure various tools and equipment and to procure computer for institute.

A state proposal is prepared for a particular financial year by integrating all the proposals received
from all the districts. This proposal accorded approval with required amendments and alterations after
detailed discussion and consideration in P.A.B. Committee of M.H.R.D.

(2)_Actions_taken by the office of Director, Primary Education with regard to persons with
disabilities during the year 2020-21 are as under.

There is a provision under section 12.1 (¢) of RTE Act 2009 to admit the children belonging to weaker
and deprived sections of the society in standard — 1 free of cost at the rate of 25% of total strength.
Accordingly, children having mental retardation / cerebral palsy, children with special needs /
children with physiological disability in accordance with Sr. No. 5 of Rule 2 of education department
resolution dated 04/04/2018 and children with all type of disability as mentioned in section 34(1) of
the R.P.W.D. Act 2016 have been given priority in admission to schools. Accordingly, total 94
disabled children have given admission in standard — 1 of primary school free of cost.

In accordance with amendment in education department resolution dated 21/6/2019, there shall be
5% reservation for all kind of disabled candidates in admission to PTC Course. During the year, 2020-
21 total 12 students with disabilities were given admission.

G. Labour and Employment Department (Section 19 to 23):

A special cell is established at the employment office for disabled candidate since the year 2007-08
in accordance with the provision made in the resolution dated 10/08/2006 by the labour and
employment department to establish separate cell at employment office for disabled candidates, in
which separate records for action taken with regard to disabled candidates are maintained. About 688
candidates registered in various categories during the year 2020-21, in which, total 1661 candidates
with disabilities were recommended against the 106 posts enrolled by the employers for candidates
with disabilities at the employment office under this department. Out of this, 12 candidates with
disabilities have succeeded to get the job during the year 2020-21.

Training Facility in 1.T.l.s for Candidates with disabilities:

Presently, about 1,77,548 seats are made available in various courses for vocational training under
Apprentice Training in 288 Government Industrial Training Institutes in the Gujarat State.

Total 200 seats are functional in two government industrial training institutes among the above
government institutes, in which training is imparted in special courses for that purpose. Four percent
of total seats to be filled are reserved for blind candidates in general ITI (Based on report).

Tuition fee is exempted to disabled trainees studying in government industrial training institutes.

Stipends are given to disabled trainee studying in government industrial training institutes among that
general category candidatewho get monthly Rs. 200/-, Scheduled Caste, scheduled tribe and other
backward class category candidate get Rs. 400 /- monthly as an institutional stipend.

Women trainees among the disabled trainees studying in government industrial training institutes are
gifted bicycle.

Assistance in interest is given to disabled trainees studying in government industrial training institutes
under bankable scheme.

Insurance cover of Rs. 1.00 lakh is provided to disabled trainees studying in government industrial
training institutes under “Gujarat Samuhik Janata Juth Yojana”.
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Persons with disability who are applying to get admission on reserved seat have to submit eligibility
certificate for the concerned vocation from the “Vocational Rehabilitation Centre for Handicap
(V.R.C.) Institute ITI Hostel Campus, Kubernagar Ahmedabad. At present total — 92 disabled trainees
are imparted training.

H. Youth Services and Cultural Activities (Section — 29):

1. State level Volleyball Competition for disabled is organised every year since 2001lin
collaboration with The Society for Physically Handicap Ahmedabad by the office of Youth
Services and Cultural Activities. However, due to corona virus no such competition was
organised during the year 2020-21.

2. “Umang Utsav” programme is organised for disabled children since the year 2009-10. No
competition was organised during the year 2020-21 due to Coronavirus pandemic as the
institutes for persons with disabilities were closed during the given period.

3. The scheme of providing financial assistance to organisations is in effect to organise cultural
programmes for deaf / dumb and blind persons in Gujarat state by the office of Youth Services
and Cultural Activities. The provision of Rs. 15.00 lakh is made in the budget during the year
2020-21. However, no reimbursement was done as the institutes were closed due to
coronavirus pandemic.

l. Urban Development Department: (Section 45)

The urban development department have revised its sub rules and made provisions to construct ramps
and specific types of toilets so that it make easy access to persons with disabilities. The housing board
have kept reserved 50% of houses for persons with disabilities.

The provision of making ramps along with the railing is under progress to access the regional level
public places of road and building department. The Government Head Offices have given priority for
this purpose, and decided to cover the remaining offices thereafter. The details of facilities for persons
with disabilities in non-residential buildings (In government offices) are included in table - 4 of
Annexure - 2 as attached herewith. Moreover, now onwards newly constructing government residents
as well as non-residential building have been provisioned for ramps and railing in their plans.

J. Road and Building Department:

The road and building department has made six (6) important religious places of the state barrier free
for persons with disability. Sardar Patel Institute of Public Administration made a role-model hurdle-
free institute for persons with disabilities. The office of Commissioner Disability made barrier-free
through road and building department. Most of the trains of western railways have “disabled friendly”
coach and the remaining trains need such type of facility.

Accessibility (Section 44 to 46):

1. The government have instructed all the offices to arrange for ramps for barrier-free entry for
persons with disabilities and the procedure is going on by the road and building department.

2. The ramps along with railing have been setup in various government offices at Gandhinagar.
Road and building department have instructed all superintendent engineers / executive
engineers to construct necessary ramps (slopes) and special toilets for disabled persons
essentially in government offices. The details of ramps, toilets and braille symbols / audio
signs inserted in lifts done by road and building department in the year 2020-21 are included
in table - 4 of Annexure - 2 as attached herewith.

3. Urban development department has made provision to revise its sub-rules for construction to
setup necessary arrangements for persons with disabilities in all government building to be
constructed now onwards.
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Vapi railway station is nowbarrier-free for persons with disabilities taken up by Railway
department and “Unnati” organisation. Similarly, six more railway stations have been
developed and designed as “Disabled Friendly” in the state. Offices, courts, buildings of
corporations are gradually covered under “Disabled Friendly” scheme.

Work done by Food, Civil Supply and Consumer Affairs Department:

Government of Gujarat have implemented “National Food Security Act, 2013 across the
state from 1% April 2016.

(A)  All cardholders (AAY Cardholders) in the state under “Antyodaya Anna Yojana”
(B)  “Priority House Holds — PHH”

As “National Food Security Act, 2013” (N.F.S.A.) implemented across the state, about 35 kg
of grain comprising of 25 kg Wheat and 10 kg rice per card (per family) are given to families
under Antyodaya Anna Yojana scheme every month, at the rate of Rs. 2 per kg wheat and Rs.
3 per kg rice.

Members of “Priority House Holds — PHH” are given 5 kg of grain per person every month
comprising of 3.5 kg wheat and 1.5 kg rich at the rate of Rs. 2 per kg wheat and Rs. 3 per kg
rice.

Sensible steps have taken by the department regularly to cover the disabled beneficiaries in
food distribution under NFSA-2013 under AAY and PHH, in which various resolutions,
circulars etc. have been issued to implement policy decisions to include persons with
disabilities under NFSA-2013. Actions have been taken to safeguard the benefits of the
persons with disabilities in coordination with concerned agencies at local levels.

The criteria of selection of beneficiaries under Antyodaya Anna Yojana has been defined with
Food, Civil Supply and Consumer Affairs Department resolution no. PDS-102001-59-K,
dated 19/7/2003 (copy enclosed herewith). In which priority is given to person who is
permanently disabled or person with physiological disabilities to include.

Resolved with the Food, Civil Supply and Consumer Affairs department resolution no. PDS-
102001-59-K, dated 27/01/2011 (copy enclosed herewith) to include the person who is
widow, handicapped or disabled and registered at Social Justice and Empowerment
department.

Provisions are made with the Food, Civil Supply and Consumer Affairs department resolution
no. PDS/10-2013/2368/P.F.-1/K-1, dated 13/10/2020 (copy enclosed herewith) to include the
person with disabilities under NFSA as “Priority House Holds — PHH” and to issue individual
NFSA card to the persons with disabilities living at the Disabled’s institute and registered
under Social Justice and Empowerment Department. Provision is also made with Form No. -
7 to nominate the administrator of the government-approved agency as a guardian to collect
grain on behalf of person with disabilities.

Details of priority given to persons with disabilities in provision of allocation of fair price
shop:

o In accordance with the provision made with resolution no. VBD/122017/0-1885/K,
dated 21/5/2018 (copy enclosed herewith), provisions have been amended in the
previous resolution no. VBD/10/2015/2624/K with the government resolution dated
26/8/2015 as under:

4.2 (A) Priority in allocation of fair price shop to educate unemployed in rural area:

(V) Five percent of fair price shop allocation to persons with disabilities is made
considering that the allocation should be in the limit of percentage of allocation in each
category

4.2 (B) Priority in allocation of fair price shop to educate unemployed in urban area:

(V) Five percent of fair price shop allocation to persons with disabilities is made
considering that the allocation should be in the limit of percentage of allocation in each
category

e In accordance with “The persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 publicised in the
extraordinary gazette of Ministry of Law & Justice, the Government of India, while to
select the persons with disabilities, the candidate must have benchmark disabilities as
certified by the competent authority. However, the person with disability who found
competent enough to undertake the work in accordance with the letter of authority give
to person with disability while allocation of fair price shop, terms and conditions of
agreement and all other functions with regard to public distribution shall be considered
while allocating fair price shop.

e Inaccordance with section - 34 of the law, 4% seats are to kept reserve in government
services in the offices of Controller of Weights and Measures and Consumer
Protection.

Office of Rural Development:

To alleviate the poverty in the people living in the rural areas and to enhance the quality of
life, programmes such as Ajivika (Livelihood), Skill Development, social security and
infrastructure development etc. are run by the Rural Development Ministry and Department
and other affiliated departments. The other centrally sponsored schemes such as Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA), Pradhan Mantri Avaas
Yojana — Rural (PMAY - R), Svachchha Bharat Mission — Rural (SBM — R), National Rural
Livelihood Mission (Aajivika — NRLM). Pradhan Mantri Agriculture Irrigation Scheme
(Watershed Component) Shyama Prasad Mukherji Rurban Mission (SPMRM) and
SansadAadarsh Gram Yojana (SAGY) are implemented and monitored by office of the
Commissioner, Rural Development)

Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA):

Under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA),
households or the members of the household who are living in the rural areas and willing to
do unskilled work are given maximum of 100 days employment per household to enhance the
opportunities of their livelihood.

As under this scheme, the employment generation to each household living in the rural areas
is purely on demand basis, no separate provisions have been made for persons with
disabilities.

According to MGNREGA, the total 3.59 lakh human days have generated under MGNREGA
to 13630 persons with disabilities during the financial year 2020-21.

Pradhan Mantri Avaas Yojana — Rural:

Pradhan Mantri Avaas Yojana — Rural, a newly initiated scheme having 60:40 shares of
Central Government and State Government is in effect since the year 2016-17. The objective
of the scheme is to provide financial assistance to those beneficiaries who are eligible
according to Socio-Economic and Caste base census — 2011 and to those who have “kuchchha
house” or no shelter.

Financial assistance of Rs. 1,20,000/- is given for construction of cemented House to those
beneficiaries who have reported “kuchchhahouse”or no shelter in the Socio-Economic Census
during the year 2011. Apart from this, Rs. 20,160 is given to construct their own house and
Rs. 12,000/- for construction of toilet. In this way the total financial assistance of Rs.
1,52,160/- is given to beneficiary under MGNREGA.

There is a provision to finance additional assistance of Rs. 20,000/- to beneficiary for
completion of construction of shelter within 6 months from the date of first instalment under
Mukhya Mantri Protsahak Sahay Yojana.

Persons with disabilities are also given financial assistance on priority basis under Pradhan
Mantri Aavas Yojana. Such as person with mental retardation (at least 40% disability) and
person with physiological disability (at least 40% disability) are given the benefits of the
scheme on priority basis as per rules. About 540 beneficiaries have been given benefits of the
scheme under Mantri Aavas Yojana during the year 2020-21.

Svachchha Bharat Mission — (Rural):

Svachchha Bharat Mission — (Rural) is in effect since the year 2016-17 having shares in the
ratio of 60:40 from Central Government and State Government. The main objective of the
scheme is to furnish the toilet facility to rural households so that the villages in the Gujarat
state become free from open defecation.

Financial assistance is given on priority basis to persons with disability under Svachchha
Bharat Mission — Rural scheme. Provisions are made in the guidelines of Svachchha Bharat
Mission — (Rural) to provide financial assistance to beneficiaries from (1) SC/STs (2) Persons
with disabilities (3) Landless (4) Small Farmers (5) Tenants (6) Widows in B.P.L. and A.P.L.
lists.

Under this scheme, targets are set according to the requirements at the village levels. Special
provision has been made for the persons with disabilities in community toilets. About 8833
beneficiaries have given benefits of the scheme under Svachchha Bharat Mission —
(Rural)during the year 2020-21.

Gujarat Livelihood Promotion Co. Ltd.

The objective of the scheme is to impart skills to rural youth to generate self-employment as
a source of livelihood, to uplift the rural women living in rural areas, to raise the standard of
living and to form self-help groups in the rural areas to make them economically self-reliant.

Self-Help Groups run by the poor women of the rural areas provide loans to meet the social
needs, to pay the debt, to construct or repairing work of the house, to construct toilets and to
undertake sustainable livelihood activities. In addition, to finance any practical general
activity initiated by the Self-Help Groups.

Total 926 Self-Help Groups belonging to persons with disabilities have been formed.
Out of which 222 SHGs have been provided an amount of Rs. 25.23 lakh as a revolving fund.
134 SHGs have provided an amount of Rs. 64.15 lakh as community investment fund

Total 34 trainees have been trained under DDU-GKY scheme; out of them 13 trainees got job
opportunity.

Works done by the other departments and Board/Corporations:

According to section 26 to 30 of the R.P.W.D. Act 2016, the loans including H.F.D.C. loan
have provided to persons with disabilities through various corporations such as Gujarat
Schedules Caste Finance and Development Corporation, Gujarat Thakor and Koli Vikas
Nigam, Gujarat Minority Finance and Development Corporation, Gujarat Gopalak Vikas
Nigam, etc. for employment topersons with disabilities. During the year 2020-21, a loan
amount of Rs. 207.00, lakh was sanctionedby Gujarat Minority Finance and Development
Corporation to 124 persons with disabilities.
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Gujarat State Road and Transport Corporation have setup ramps along with railings and toilets
ramps have been setup at 61 bus stations during the year 2020-21 (Details are on table - 6 of
Annexure - 2). The ST Corporation hasintroduced 24 low-floor buses between Ahmedabad
and Gandhinagar. Two (2) seats keep reserved for persons with disabilities in 44-seated buses
and three (3) seats with seat number 16, 17 and 18 keep reserved in 52-seated buses.

An additional time span of 30 minutes is allowed for blind candidates who appear for
educational exams as well as competitive exams for Class-I and Class-11 conducted by Gujarat
Public Service Commission. Those blind candidates who are not able to write the exam papers
on their own have been provided the facility for scribe as per their requirement.

Apart from this, various other facilities are provided by the government such as
doubletravelling allowance, lifetime family pension to mentally retarded children of
government servant without considering the limitation of age and income, priority to persons
with disabilities in house construction advance, allocation of residence at ground floor for
disabled employees, exemption from professional tax etc.

Statistics of persons with disabilities have been published by the Census of India; accordingly,
the statistical data of persons with disabilities in Gujarat stand 1.81 percent against the national
figure of 2.59 percent.*

Women and Child Development department provides vocational training to women with
disabilities at district and taluka levels.

Works done by the VVoluntary Organisations:

Voluntary organisations undertake the educational as well as rehabilitation work with regard
to persons with disabilities. VVoluntary organisations undertake activities for assistance to
disabled personsthrough Gujarat government grant. (Table - 1 of Annexure - 2)

Andhajan Mandal Ahmedabad undertake various activities in different districts of the state,
such as education, vocational training, special training for disabled persons, integrated
rehabilitation schemes, braille press, production and distribution of variety of products for
persons with disabilities etc.

The other institutes such as P.N.R. Society Bhavnagar, Deaf and Dumb Society Ahmedabad,
B. M. Institute Ahmedabad, Blind Welfare Council Dahod, Akshar Trust Vadodara, Disha
Trust Vadodara, KashibenGordhanbhai Children Hospital VVadodara etc. undertake activities
like Andhajan Mandal Ahmedabad. These organisations undertake welfare activities for
persons with disabilities in remote areas of the state.

Medical examination of patients with thalassemia, issue medical certificate, provide
treatment, and rehabilitation of such patients who recovered from illness are done by three (3)
hospitals of the state from selected six (6) districts for patients with thalassemia. The meeting
of Visitors Committee is held every month in all the mental hospitals of the state, in which
the representative of this office attends the meeting and provide necessary guidance.

Work done under the National Trust in the Gujarat State:

Committees and Legal Guardianship at local level: In Gujarat, 26 local level committees
have been formed under the National Trust. Three primary members of this committee are (1)
Collector (2) Institutes registered under National Trust, and (3) Person with disabilities.
District Social Defence Officer is the member secretary of this committee. Parents of persons
with disabilities or their relative can apply to this committee to nominate any person of their
choice to work as a guardian.

Niramaya Health Policy: Medical insurance can be taken at the affordable cost under this
policy to person with autism, cerebral palsy, mental retardation. Disabled beneficiaries have
been registered under Niramaya Health Policy in Gujarat State.

Samarth Yojana: The short-term as well as the long-term residential and Day-care scheme
named as “Samarth” is initiated in the financial year 2005-06. Three organisations are
functional as Holders for this scheme, namely (1) Andhajan Mandal, Ahmedabad (2) Blind
Welfare Council, Dahod and (3) Andhajana Kalyan Trust, Dhoraji.

ASPIRATION: The objective of this scheme is to mainstream disabled children aged 06
years and to prepare them for admission in special schools. In Gujarat, two organisations are
functional as holders of this scheme, namely (1) Ashirwad Trust for Disabled, Sayla
(Surendranagar District) and (2) Shri V. S. Gandhi Charitable Trust, Kapadvanj (District
Kheda).

Badhate Kadam Awareness Campaign: “Badhate Kadam” Awareness Campaign is
implanted in Gujarat since last five years with the aim to aware persons with disability with
respect to their rights as well as their own competence. Gujarat state has won the award for
best performance under “Badhate Kadam” campaign. Campaigns are conducted on different
themes every year in Gujarat state.

Continuing Rehabilitation Education Training Programme (C.R.E.): The Gujarat state is
active in the rehabilitation process for persons with disabilities. Most of the training
programmes are conducted through several N.G.O.s in the state.
