FOREWORD

Gujarat State Human Rights Commission (hereinafter referred to as “the
Commission” for the sake of brevity) has been constituted under section 21(1) of The
Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993, enacted for better protection of human rights of
the citizens of India. The Commission is empowered by the statute to inquire, 'suo motu’ or
on a petition being presented to it, into violations of human rights and abetment or
negligence to prevent such violations by a public servant. The functions of the Commission
have been mandated in section 12 and the procedures to be followed while inquiring into
complaints are envisaged in sections 13 to 17 of the Act. The statute confers powers of a
civil court upon the State Commission in certain respects. The Commission is empowered
under section 18, to recommend payment of compensation for damages or initiation of
prosecution and also empowered to take any other suitable action, against any public
servant found after inquiry, to have caused, abetted or neglected to prevent, violation of
human rights of the petitioner or any individual.

The Commission is committed to protect human rights pertaining to life, liberty,
equality and dignity of all individuals in the State of Gujarat. Through its intervention, a
large number of cases relating to violation of human rights have been redressed and, in
deserving cases, compensation has been recommended to the victim or his/her legal heirs.
[t is endeavour of the Commission to constantly work for betterment of people of the State,
by tirelessly performing its duties and functions, as mandated in the Act.

The Commission has developed its own new, interactive and advanced website -
www.gshrc.gujarat.gov.in - with effect from 01-04-2016, on the server of Gujarat State Data
Centre instead of working on NIC server which was static in nature. A transparent
arrangement has been set up in this website, so that complainants can view details of their
complaints of human rights violations, online. Due to this arrangement, they will be able to
access the status of their complaints from their homes. In order to facilitate more efficient,
result-oriented, transparent and litigant friendly working, the Commission has provided
computers/printers and multi-functional Xerox machines to the staff.

The Commission functions from Karmayogi Bhavan Block 1, which houses State-
level offices. The accommodation is spacious, airy and well-lit, which provides eco-friendly
working atmosphere for the staff. The office is also easily accessible to the public. A large
number of citizens visit the office of the Commission. There is an advanced Training Centre
in the premises where visiting students are imparted training pertaining to various facets
of human rights. On completion of the training, certificates are issued by the Commission
to the participants. It is statutory obligation of the Commission to spread awareness about
human rights in society so that by acquiring knowledge, violations of human rights will
decrease. The Commission is alive to the fact that being the torch-bearers of the next
generation, students are the best source to promote the valuable human rights of
individual so that all human beings can live fearlessly, equally and with dignity.



The Chairperson and Members of the Commission, accompanied by its officers have
visited various districts in the State to review cases of human rights' violations. The
Commission also has endeavoured to grab each and every opportunity to create human
rights awareness among the public. Human Rights Day, falling on 10th December is being
celebrated, wherein the Hon'ble Chairperson, Members and the officers/staff of the
Commission take an oath for protection of human rights.

The State Commission receives approximately 3000 petitions in a year. This reveals
the gravity of human right awareness being imbibed by the people of Gujarat. During the
year under report, 3210 petitions were received. This would go to prove the level of
confidence reposed by the public in the Commission for redressal of their grievances.

The Commission follows a very simple and citizen friendly procedure as far as filing
petition is concerned. A person is not required to remain physically present in the office
for filing a petition, and it can even be done through post/e-mail/fax. Proceedings are
initiated on petitions received by these methods also. Once cognizance is taken. a notice is
issued to the concerned authority or authorities to submit report regarding the issues
raised and grievances aired in the petition. If any violation of human right is found after
inquiry, compensation is recommended in appropriate case. Other measures, such as
initiation of proceedings as empowered under the Act, can also be resorted to.

An important aspect of the work of the Commission involves inquiry and scrutiny of
cases of torture or death in police custody. These are cases of serious violations of human
rights. Matters relating to life and health of citizens, exploitation of children, women or
violation of the equality, liberty and dignity of individuals are also being looked into with
all seriousness.

The media plays an important role in facilitating the work of the Commission, as ‘suo
motu’ cognizance is taken from several newspaper reports concerning violation of human
rights. The Commission has taken cognizance of 290 such cases in the year under report.
Of these, reports were called for in 250 cases and 39 cases were sent to the concerned
authorities for taking necessary action and 1 case filed. By and large, the State
Administration has responded positively in such cases, enabling the Commission to render
timely justice in deserving cases.

Thus, the State Commission has been able to successfully perform its statutory
obligations to protect human rights of citizens and decide several landmark cases
regarding violations of human rights during the year 2018-2019. Compensation has been
recommended by the Commission and paid by the State Government in several cases.
During the year of report of Rs. 50,000/-(Rupees fifty thausand) have been made towards
payment of compensation to the victims of gross human rights' violations. The Commission
has, therefore, been successful in fulfilling the noble task for which it has been constituted.

The contribution of the Commission to the protection of human rights is a statutory
duty performed towards betterment of society thereby ensuring peaceful and harmonious
living atmospherics to the citizens at large. In the above premise, the Commission feels
honoured and has the privilege to present its Annual Report for the year 2018-2019 before
this august gathering of the Gujarat State Legislature, as provided for in Section 28(1) of
The Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993.

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Chapter -1
Brief Introduction, History

Gujarat State Human Rights Commission was constituted in the year 2006 and
started its function from September, 2006. This is Thirteenth Annual Report for the year
2018-19 of the Gujarat State Human Rights Commission since its inception.

International conventions to protect the Human Rights, The Universal Declaration
of Human Rights (UDHR) and The Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 were covered in
preceding reports. The fundamental rights of the citizens and directive principle
enshrined in the various provisions of the Constitution of India are the core aspects of the
Human Rights concept. As per the authority drawn from ‘The Protection of Human Rights
Act, 1993’, for the activities of the “National Human Rights Commission” (NHRC) at
National level and as per Section 21 of the same Act ‘State Human Rights Commission’
(SHRC) at State level have to work as a statutory body.

The National Human Rights Commission and State Human Rights Commission are
functional to deal with the complaints against the breach of human rights in the Gujarat
State in their respective subject areas. Under Section 30 and Section 31 of the Protection
of Human Rights Act, 1993, provisions have been made with the consent of Hon. Chief
Justice of Gujarat High Court to appoint special courts for the speedy disposal of the cases
arising out of violation of human rights headed by District Sessions Judge as the District
Human Rights Court and appointed Special Public Prosecutors for speedy disposal of
breach of human rights. The same has been implemented in the State of Gujarat. The State
Commission has developed its own new interactive website http://gshrc.gujarat.gov.in on
GSWAN from 01-04-2016 for required public interest information. As it was stated the
Gujarat State Human Rights Commission started its function from September, 2006. The
same has been given in detail in previous reports for the year 2006-07 to 2017-18. The
functions and activities performed in the year 2018-19 are covered in this Report. The
statement of accounts is covered in Appendix-1, Statement of custodial deaths is given in
Appendix-2. The National Human Rights Commission, to maintain its information system
has classified 86 major head and sub heads which is being followed by the State
Commission is given in Appendix-3.

2. Functions of the State Commission

Details of the functions, procedure and other powers as per Sections 12, 13, 17 and
Section 18 of the Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993 were covered in past twelve
reports. Section 12 of aforesaid Act prescribes the functions of the Commission which inter
alia include to;

(a) To enquire, suo motu or on a petition presented to it by a victim or any person on
his behalf, or on a direction or order of any court into complaint of:-
(i) Violation of human rights or abetment thereof; or
(ii) Negligence in the prevention of such violation, by a public servant;

b To interview in any proceeding involving any allegation of violation of human rights

pending before a court with the approval of such court.

(c) Visit, notwithstanding anything contained in any other law for the time being in
force, an jail or other institution under the control of the State government, where
persons are detained or lodged for purposes of treatment, reformation or
protection, for the study of the living conditions of the inmates thereof and make
recommendations thereon to the government;

(d) To review the safeguards provided by or under the Constitution or any law for the
time being in force for the protection of human rights and recommend measures for
their effective implementation;

(e) Toreview the factors’, including acts of terrorism, tat inhibit th enjoyment of human
rights and recommend appropriate remedial measures;

(f) To undertake and promote research in the field of human rights;

(g) Spread human rights literacy among various sections of society and promote
awareness of the safeguards available for the protection of these lights through
publications, the media, seminars and other available means;

(h) Encourage the efforts of non-governmental organizations and institutions working
in the field of human rights;

(i) Any such other functions as it may consider necessary for the promotion of human
rights

3. The definition of Human rights

The Gujarat State Human Rights Commission functions as per the provisions of the
Protection of Human Rights Act, 1993. “Human Rights” in Section 2(d) under the Act is
defined as follows:-

oy

Human Rights’, means the rights relating to life, liberty, equality and dignity of the
individual guaranteed by the Constitution or embodied in the International Covenants and
enforceable by courts in India”.

4. The procedure and system adopted by the state Commission

(A) The Commission has notified its own Regulations and guidelines “Gujarat State
Human Rights Commission (Procedure) Regulation, 2006”, dated 22-12-2006 and
Guidelines dated 24-12-2006 under Section 10(2) to deal effectively with petitions filed
before it. The Commission while inquiring into the complaints of violations of human
rights may call for information or report from the Central Government or any State
Government or any other authority or organization subordinate thereto within such time
as may be specified by it. If the information or report is not received within the time
stipulated by the Commission, it may proceed to inquire into the complaint on its own. If,
on receipt of information or report, the Commission is satisfied either that no further
inquiry is required or that the required action has been initiated or already taken by the
concerned Government or authority, it may not proceed with the complaint and inform the
complainant accordingly.

As per the provisions of Section 13(5) of Human Rights Protection Act, 1993, the
State Commission is considered as civil court for the objective and functions mentioned
under Section 13. As per Section 10(2) of the Act, State Commission is authorised to
prescribe its own procedure.

(B) The State Commission has the powers to inquire u/s 13 and 17 of the said Act and
to take action after the inquiry under Section 18. Considering the above provisions of the
law, the complaints / petitions received from the petitioners from all over the State, are
first registered in the inward register of the office of the Commission and the receipt for
the sane us given to the concerned petitioner on the spot. Thereafter, such applications
are scrutinized under the provisions, rules prescribed under the Human Rights Protection
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Act, 1993. And if prima facie breach of such Human Rights is found, the public authorities
of the concerned authorities are called for to submit an independent clear report within
30 days in normal circumstances. And if, it is not submitted within the prescribed time-
limit, and procedure is not followed as per Section 17 and 13, the State Commission can
take further action. As per the provisions of Section 13(5), preliminary hearing can be
fixed and the concerned party and the concerned Officer can be issued summons to remain
present. If required, Commission m ay initiate detailed inquiry. The Commission can also
take action as per Section 18 after adopting procedure as per Sections 13 and 17.

(C) After receiving the report from the concerned competent authority on the
applications, petitions received in the State Commission, it is scrutinized and thereafter
State Commission takes final decision. And if there is any lapse in the case at any stage
under the Protection of Human Rights Act, suggestions, instructions, recommendations are
sent to State Government or to the competent authorities under intimation to the
concerned petitioner. The State Government or the concerned State authority is required
to submit their compliance reply/report within30 days in normal circumstances, reply
their ATR under Section 18(e) within a period of one month or within the extended period
by the Commission, etc. after accepting such recommendations, instructions.

5. Powers of investigation, etc:
Commission has following powers of investigation under Section 14 of the Act :-

For the purpose of investigating into any matter pertaining to the inquiry, any officer
or agency whose services are utilized under sub section (1) may, subject to the direction
any control of the Commission:-

(1)Summon and enforce the attendance of any person and examine him;
(2)Require the discovery and production of any document; and

(3)Requisition any public record or copy thereof from any office.



CHAPTER - 2

Some exemplary cases of State Commission

ADR - 47/17 1 Ahmedabad Rural

A representation of petitioner Manishaben B. Patel, dtd. 31-7-2017 was
received by the Commission on 2/8/2017. As per her petition, she was admitted in
dispensary for sterilization operation on 4/7/2017, where she was operated after
getting necessary consent of operation. After opening stomach due to some reasons,
operation was dropped and her stomach was stitched. In support of this she has
stated this news was published in newspaper for verification of all this matter. After
two hours of hard work, detail of news was received through e-paper in respect of
confirmation of the incident. It was downloaded from it and it was decided to call
for necessary report for it. A letter was written to the Commissioner, Health, Medical
Services and Medical Education on 22-8-2017 for the submission of report.
Thereafter the matter was delayed. So, a letter was again sent to the Commissioner,
Medical Services and Medical Education on 09/11/2017 for grant of interim relief
of Rs. 25,000/-. Thereafter no reply received from authority hence the last reminder
was sent on 21/12/2017. In respect of this commissioner medical services and
medical education has sent report on 29/12/2017 along with the copy of the bank
passbook and the statement of the payment of interim relief. A compliance report
for other action except relief was sent with necessary explanation by letter dtd
09/02/2018.

Thus, with intervention of the Commission, the applicant Manishaben got Rs.
25,000/- as substantial assistance and relief.

ADC - 334/18 2 Ahmedabad City

A representation of Shri Mafat Muhamadnisar Muhamadsayed of Godhra
District-Panchmahal was received by the Commission on 31-5-2018. It was stated
in the representation that he had undergone training of Trade Electrician
Apprentice at Locomotive Diesel Shed, Vatva, Ahmedabad. After the said training
examination held in which in the hall ticket his number was same but name of
someone else. Though he had passed the examination, he was declared
failed. Inspite of many representations, he didn’t get any result he approached the
Human Rights Commission After examination of evidence, the Commission had
asked for necessary report from the Director of Gujarat Council of Vocational
Training. Its report, dtd. 29-6-2018 received by the Commission was not found to
be satisfactory, the commission asked immediate compliance report of the member
secretary after considering the seriousness of the matter. In view of the seriousness
of the case, after sending many interim reports, the Council had sent compliance
report after issuing order regarding the result of the applicant. This was informed
to the applicant.

Thus, with intervention of the Commission, the problem of the applicant was
solved amicably.



ADC - 318/18 3 Ahmedabad City

There are two applicants in the present case. Out of this, one applicant is Shri
Ashokkumar Ramjibhai Bagda, whose daughter Kumari Kavya A. Bagda was
studying in Std. IV in the New Tulip International School, Bopal. She was declared
fail in the examination. The management had told her to repeat the same standard
or leave the school by obtaining L.C. whereupon, the applicant approached the
Human Rights Commission on 21/05/2018.

The other applicant in the case is Shri Rameshbhai Laljibhai Prajapati, whose
ward Raj R. Prajapati, who was studying in New Tulip International School in Std.
[V. Though he had appeared in the annual examination, he was not given the result
and though new term had started his son was not admitted in Std. V. He represented
to the Commission on 29-5-2018. On examination of both the representations, a
letter was written, asking for report from the Director, Primary Education,
Gandhinagar. Failing to get any report, three reminders were sent without any
result. Whereupon a summon was sent to the Director, Primary Education to appear
personally on 17-12-2018, The Director of Primary Education Dr. M. ]. Joshi
remained personally present and produced a report stating that in the first case,
daughter of the petitioner Kumari Kavya Bagda was admitted in the New Tulip
International School and while in the second case, son of the applicant Raj R.
Prajapati, who had not paid pending fees of Rs. 50,300/-, was not issued School
Leaving Certificate. His fee was waived by the School Management and Raj Prajapati
was issued School Leaving Certificate.

Thus, with intervention of the Commission, problems of both the applicants
were solved amicably.

SNR - 22/17 4 Surendranagar

The applicant is Smt. Mumtajben Ramjanbhai was admitted in C. U. Shah Hospital,
Surendranagar for treatment of swelling in kidney. During the treatment due to inaccurate
injection by negligence of doctors and nurses, it resulted in gangrene, and left hand was
amputated. A representation was made by her for taking proper action against responsible
persons.

Due to the intervention of State Commission, FIR was filed under section 338 of IPC
vide FIR No. 72/17 in Surendranagar City A- Division Police Station on 22/8/2017 against
doctors and staff on duty of C. U. Shah Hospital, Surendranagar and an offence was
registered.

Thus, due to the intervention of the Human Rights Commission, legal action has been
initiated against responsible persons

AMR -12/18 5 Jamnagar

In the present case, the applicant Shri Jaysukhbhai K. Chavda has filed application
dtd. 27/02/2018 against G. G. Hospital, Jamnagar. Though he had BPL Card, he was denied
free medicines. With the intervention of the Human Rights Commission, the applicant is
now availing free medicines from G. G. Hospital, Jamnagar and as per the report of the
Superintendent of G. G. Hospital, Jamnagar, arrangements are made for immediate and
regular availability of medicines to all BPL Card holders in the medical store of the Hospital.

Thus, in the present case, due to intervention of the Commission, problem of the
applicant has been solved.




NHRC —-218/18 6 Surendranagar

A petition has been received by Human Rights Commission from shree kantilal
Paramar that, due to murder of Hirabhai Dangsia of his village 12 members of his 2 families
of Devaliya village of Lakhtar Taluka of Surendranagar District has been displaced from
their village.

A report was called for from the Collector, Surendrangar by the Commission.
Whereupon the said families were rehabilitated and resettled at Vadhvan GIDC Dangasia
from village Devaliya.

Thus, due to intervention of the Commission, the said case has been solved amicably.

BRC - 03/17 7 Bharuch

Petitioner Shri Vijay D. Solanki, Conservation of Environment and Human Welfare
Association had written to the concerned authorities that due to discharge of red colour
chemical water from underground for last four years at Village-Bakrol, near Panol, GIDC
Ankleshwar, the residents of the area had been suffering from eye, nose, ears and skin
diseases and problems of drinking water and causing harm to the ecology and
environment. Despite of representation made, many times by petitioner to the concerned
authority, no action was taken, so he had approached the Commission.

As regards this, a report was invited from the Collector, Bharuch. On examination
of the report, it was found that Gujarat Pollution Control Board, Ankleshwar had inspected
village Bakrol site and had analysed bore well and samples of water. Whereupon water
was found red. In this regard, a report from Collector, Bharuch with, reasons for pollution
of water of bore well and its preventive measures for it,was called for. The Collector,
Bharuch in is reply stated that report would be submitted with regard to action for the
preventive measures for pollution after forming the committee. After sometime, an order
was issued in which primary survey of polluted place was undertaken. GPCB issued closure
orders of errant units who were found polluting the site and also for disposal of hazardous
waste scientifically. Further, in place of polluted water, water was supplied to residents of
the society through pipelines with co-operation of the units. It was also stated that a police
complaint should be lodged against responsible persons. As per final report of Collector,
Bharuch, residents of Ramnagar Society, Bakrol were provided water through pipelines as
per standing norms. Further, hazardous chemicals were disposed at some safer place.
Interalia, Gujarat Pollution Control Board, Ankleshwar was directed to examine water of
bore well at intervals. After sending the report to the applicants, no complaint is received
from the petitioners.

Thus, with the intervention of the Commission, the problem of polluted water of
residents has been solved.

DHD - 49/18 8 Dahod

A petition was received from one Shri Champabhai Delabhai Hathila, resident of
Mander, Taluka - Singwad, District-Dahod, dtd. 2-6-2018 by the Commission. It was stated
in the petition that his name was included in BPL list of government, no member of his
family was working in government service, he was allotted a house under Pradhan Mantri
Awas Yojana for which necessary documentary evidence such as Xerox copy of bank pass
book was submitted to the concerned officer. Despite this, amount of subsidy Payable to




him had been deposited in bank account of some other person. Inspite of repeated
representations, he was not given justice, he had approached Human Rights Commission.

In this case, a report was called for from D.D.O., Dahod. As per letter No.
GVA/PMAY /Vashi/7073-74 of DDO, the applicant was allotted a house in year 2017-18
under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana. The subsidy amount of housing scheme was
deposited in other’s bank account erroneously. The mistake was rectified, the amount of
first installment of Rs.30,000/- was recovered and credited in the bank account of the
applicant. Copy of the report was sent to the applicant against which no further objection
are raised.

Thus, due to intervention of the State Commission, the subsidy amount was credited
in the bank account of the genuine beneficiary, giving proper justice.

BRD - 02/18 9 Vadodara Rural

Petitioner is Shri M. S. Malek, retired bailiff, took voluntary retirement after serving
thirty six years as bailiff in subordinate Court of Vadodara District, did not receive revised
online sticker as per seventh Pay Commission after lapse of one year of retirement, he had
approached Human Rights Commission.

As regards the petition, a report was called for from the Deputy Director, Pension
and Provident Fund. As per his letter, the matter falls under the purview of Accounts
Officer, Director of Accounts and Treasuries, so a report was called for from him. As per
the report of Joint Director, Accounts and Treasury as per Seventh Pay Commission, cases
sent to him are disposed in chronological order in IFMS system for verification of pay
fixation and in case of petitioner, objections were raised twice and at last his case was sent
to concerned sticker office after approval on 25-09-2018.

Thus, with the intervention of State Commission, the petitioner has got benefit of
revised pension.

BRD - 26/18 10 Vadodara Rural

Petitioner is Shri Ambalal Haribhai Patel, resident of village Anastuta, Taluka-
Karjan, District-Vadodara made a representation to State Commission that due to illegal
collecting and disposal of contaminated dirty and polluted, untreated water of
underground drainage of Karjan Nagarpalika of District-Vadodara his agricultural land
was damaged and income from agricultural produce was affected. He claimed financial
compensation by application, dtd. 5-4-2018.

With reference to the representation of the applicant, the State Commission asked
for a report from the Collector, District-Vadodara. As per the report, polluted water was
getting accumulated in oxidation pond situated in Revenue S. No. 940 Paiki, 942, 943 and
952 Paiki , of village Karjan situated near agricultural land of the applicant.Due to non
laying down of pipeline by government and non-existence of sewage treatment plant,
sewage water was accumulating in oxidation pond. The municipality stopped overflow of
oxidation pond by laying discharge pipeline from grant of 14th Finance Commission in the
year 2018 urgently. Moreover, compensation for partial loss of standing crop raised on his
agricultural land for the year 2017-18 was paid to the applicant from self-finance of
Municipality to the tune of Rs. 40,000/- (Rupees Forty Thousand only) to the applicant.

Thus, due to intervention of State Commission, the applicant could got justice.




BRD - 37/17 11 Vadodara Rural

Petitioner Shri P. N. Sinh, PSI, Sinor Police Station had represented to the State
Commission that the road leading to Police line being rough and in low lying area, water
of Sinor town flew on the road, where big puddles are formed and there is mud and dirt
accumulation. Due to that police staff and school children are facing difficulties in passing
on that road. No action was taken by local authorities in spite of repeated representation
made to it. Hence, State Commission was approached for taking immediate action. Further
he has informed the commission that a request was made to construct road from Nani
Bhagol to Police line, to the DDO, Vadodara. The State Commission asked for a report from
DDO, Vadodara.As per report sent to the State Commission by DDO, Vadodara, by his letter
dtd. 18-06-2018, it was stated that, it was decided to make RCC road at the cost of Rs.
5,00,000/- in the General Board meeting held on 29-06-2017 of Gram Panchayat and
administrative approval was granted for making the said road under 15% discretionary
grant on 30-06-2017. Thereafter on 3-7-2017, for construction of the road by Gram
Panchayat, Sinor work order was given. The work of the construction of the said RCC road
is completed on 16-02-2018. For this, physical verification was carried out by Executive
Engineer, Vadodara on 15-06-2018 and report is submitted to the Commission that work
has been completed.

Thus, due to intervention of the Commission, the work of making of RCC road, the
work of public welfare has been completed.



CHAPTER- 3

Exemplary Suo Motu cases
PRESS- 108/18 1 Rajkot City

State Human Rights Commission initiated suo motu proceeding based on a news
report of Gujarat Samachar daily newspaper dtd. 23-05-2018 about “to test the character
of a girl, she was asked to put her hand in boiling oil”.

As per detail report of Police Commissioner, Rajkot City, complainant is Natashaben,
daughter of Devanandbhai Gohel, has been told by the opponent about doubt on her
character and in order to prove truth, she is told to put her hand in boiling oil by opponent.
Though she refused to do so, both the opponents forcefully held her right hand and put it
in the boiling hot oil. With the result, she sustained burn injuries on her right hand from
wrist to paw. She suffered serious burn injuries for which an offence was registered under
section 326(9), 114 of IPC vide FIR No. 107/18 at Rajkot ‘B’-Division Police Station in this
regard and opponents have been arrested on 23-5-2018 and they have been produced in
the Court. After perusal of the above report, the Human Rights Commission, by its letter
dtd. 24-07-2018 had written a letter to the Chief Secretary, Gujarat State, Gandhinagar to
pay compensation of Rs. 25,000/- to the complainant Natashaben for her medical
treatment. Pursuant to this, Home Department accepted the recommendation, dtd. 20-8-
2018 and a grant of Rs. 25,000/- was given to the Police Commissioner, Rajkot. Based on
it, the Police Commissioner, Rajkot City paid compensation of Rs. 25,000/- to the victim
Natashaben on 5-09-2018 by e-payment.

Thus, with the intervention of State Commission, in this case compensation was paid
to the victim.

PRESS — 110/18 2 Rajkot City

In the news item of evening news paper dtd. 26/5/2018, “intense protest among
local people on filth of drain in Vijay Plot - people are annoyed due to epidemic break out”,
in which the State Commission took suo moto cognizance in the matter and initiated action.

As per the report received from Environment Engineer, Rajkot Municipal
Corporation, the drain near Vijay Plot Main Road was cleaned by JCB machine with the help
of 11 dumpers and labourers and about 5 tractor load of mud and garbage was cleared and
disposed off.

In view of the above report, Gujarat State Human Rights Commission had instructed
[The Municipal Commissioner, Rajkot Municipal Corporation] that such incident should
not be repeated in future.

Thus due to intervention of the State Commission, the problem is solved.

PRESS -223/18 3 Valsad

The Commission initiated Suo motu proceeding on the basis of news item
“Education in dilapidated building, verandah of Anganwadi”, in Divya Bhaskar Newspaper
dtd. 29-8-2018 and called for a detailed report from the District Development Officer,
Valsad.



As regards this, as per report of District Development Officer Valsad, out of five
Anganwadis of Kharwel Seja of Dharampur Taluka, one is liable to repair and
remaining,other three are in dilapidated condition and houses of two out of three
Anganwadis are approved and remaining, one will be covered in the next plan. The
progress report of this work was called for, which states that administrative approval of
both the Anganwadis of Bamri (Shishwadi) and Bamri (Jalaram) have been obtained and
construction work has started. As per their report, dtd. 27-02-2019, the work of
construction upto foundation has been completed and it is planned to finish the entire
construction in the next three months.

Thus, due to intervention of the State Commission, basic nourishment and education
to children will be imparted in ambient atmosphere.
