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PREFACE

During the year 2017, the Right to Information Act, 2005 (RTI Act) entered into its 13" year
upon completion of 12 years. A careful study of more than 63,000 appeals and complaints received
by the Commission during these years reveals that RTI applications have become clearer and
logical compared to the applications in earlier years. This shows that considerable awareness about
this Act has come among the people. On the other hand, public authorities are also working more
effectively due to their training and experinces.

In Gujarat Information Commission,Chief Commissioner of Information and State
Commissioner of Information were functional during 2016-17 as follows.

@) Chief Information Commissioner
Q) From 1-4-2016 to 5-12-2016
(2) From 4-2-2017 to 31-3-2017

(@) State Information Commissioner
(1) From 1-4-2016 to 28-8-2016- 3 commissioners
(2 From 29-8-2016 to 3-2-2017-4 commissioners
3 From 4-2-2017 to 31-3-2017-3 Commissioners

Appeals/Complaints received in the Commission are heard chronologically. During the
year, total 9,366 applications were disposed. The Commission started hearing of cases through
Video Conference in January, 2014 on trial basis, in which encopuraging results have been
received.It has got favourable response from the applicants residing in the remote and interior parts
of the State because they do not have to travel upto Gandhinagarfor hearing in such cases. Asthis
experiment has also been welcomed by the officers/employees of the Government, hearing through
this meadim was undertaken in 11 districts during 2015-16 and in 10 districts during 2016-
17.Details of the districts which have been covered in 2016-17 through video-conferencing are
given in chapter-6 in which mostly remote districts of the state have been given priority.

Applications received by the Commission are now analyzed at the initial stage. Due to the
preliminary scrutiny, the Second Appeals/Complaints are separated from other types of applications
and letters. This has resulted in avoiding duplication of work to a large extent. The work of
computerization relating to the Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission is being done
constantly. Because of this, applications made by the same applicant on similarissues can be
clubbed together. On account of these reasons, the number of fresh appeals/complaints being
registered in the Commission has reduced which has also some impact upon the number of cases
pending with the Commission.

Compadium has been published by Gujarat Information Commission in the year 2016-17, in
which resolutions, circulars, notifications, letters issued by State Government/Government of India
with regard to Right to Information Act and Rules have been included. Details of appeals/
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complaints received and disposed off by the Commission from 2005-06 to 2016-17 have been
covered in it. The Compadium also includes details of administrative set up of the Commmission,
computerisation of work of the Commission, recommendations, suggestions made by the
Commission to the government. Currently, one mobile app named RTI FAQ (Gujarat) has been
launched to give special facility to the citizens. It has been used extensively by the information
seeking citizens.Information regarding this has also been given in the compendium. Right to
Information Act-2005, Gujarat Right to Information Act-2010 have been published in both-English
and Guijarati- languages.

During the earlier years, the Commission had made recommendations to the Government
that pro-active disclosure of information as provided under the Right to Information Act, 2005
should be properly done by the Public Authorities so that general public can get necessary
information without making RTI applications to the concerned public authority. In this manner, the
citizens can get information with less difficulty. Besides, with the possible decrease in the number
of RTI applications, the Public Authorities’ workload will also get reduced. It is necesaary that
Departments give priority to this matter.

Different types of proforma have been prepared by the State Government with a view to
know as to how many applications have been received by the various Public Authorities under the
Right to Information Act, 2005. Details of RTI applications made in form-A to the Public
Information Officers of various Departments of the Government and Public Authorities under them
are required to be entered into these proforma. Details so uploaded on the State Government portal
are to be displayed in different manner so that the number of applications received by the various
Public Authorities, action taken thereupon, the number of applications which were rejected etc. can
be known.But it is noticeable that as mentioned in earlier reports, compared to the number of RTI
applications uploaded during the year 2015-2016 by all the Public Authorities of the State, there has
been decrease in the number of applications received during the year 2016-2017. Departments of
the State and Public Authorities under them had received 152097 applications during the year 2015-
2016. The number of such applications is shown as 136069 during this year 2016-2017.

It is absolutely necessary on the part of the various authorities not to show lethargy in
uploading the details relating to the RTI applications on the Government portal/website.

The Commission has also developed its own website, which is updated periodically. From
this website, the public can easily get the information relating to the Appeals/Complaints pending
before the Commission and also the judgments delivered by the Commission from time to time.
Furthermore, the information relating to the notices of hearing before the Commission is also being
put up on the website. So the parties can know, in advance, the date of hearing of their case.

The statistical information of the Public Authorities, included in this Annual Report of the
Commission, has been obtained from http://rti-ar.quj.nic.in system developed by the State
Government on dated 7/12/2017.

Instructions were issued to maintain register regarding appeals made vide Right to
information Act-2005, to appoint class-2 officers as Public Information Officers in Public
Authorities and to appoint Appellate Authority from among the officers of their superior
cadresto update pro active disclosure and to traet courteously the applicants seeking
information (vide circulars dated 4/10/2016).

CHAPTER-4

(A) Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the year 2016-
2017.

Right to appeal has been given to the citizens under section-19 of Right to Information Act-
2005 as described in theright to citizens regarding appeal/complaints made by citizens under section
18/19 of Right to Information Act-2005 and also in the functions and powers of the commission in
the annual reports published by Information Commission over the years. Provision has been made
to prescribe time limit for disposal of the complaints by Appeallate Authority and time limit to
make first appeal by the applicant.After decision of the First Appellate Authority or in the
circumstances when decision is not taken, clarifications regarding the matters, such as when to
make such appeal and to whom, has been made in the provision of the said section

Under various departments of the Government, Commission received total 7005 Appeals
and 457 Complaints during the year 2016-2017. Accordingly, the percentage of Appeals is 93.88 %
and that of Complaints is 6.12%. During the year 2015-2016, total 8449 Appeals/Complaints were
received by the Commission, which shows decrease compared to the last year.

The above chart shows that, on an average 622 Appeals/Complaints were received per
month by the Commission during the whole year. This works out to be 21 Appeals/Complaints per
day.

During the year, total 9366 Cases were disposed off by the Commission agaist the nos. of
appeals received as mentioned above. That means on an average 781 cases were disposed off per
month. Accordingly, the disposal per day works out to be 26.All the above details have been shown
in the form of chart as follows:

The number of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission in respect of these 05
departments is 5183, which is 69.46 % of total Appeals/Complaints.

In this department, work related to important issues of the people is done and therefore, the
the number of appeals/complaints in these departments has been found more. In view of the more
appeals/complaints received by these departments, it is also necessary for the Heads of these
Departments to scrutinize the information provided or the decisions taken by their Public
Information Officers.

The above statement shows that the total percentage of the five departments which received
more than 500 applications each is 69.46% details of which have been given in the graph below.

Working of five departments with regard
to implementation of RTI Act
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Generally the number of appeals/complaints decrease if record based details/decisionsare
provided within the time limit tothe peopleseeking information. Therefore the Commission feels
that the proceedings being carried by these five departments under the provisions of Right to
Information Act should be reviewed.

(D) Applications and Appeals received during the year 2016-2017 by various
Departments and Public Authorities of the State Government.

During the year 2016-2017, Public Authorities working under various departments of the
Government received 136069 applications from the citizens requesting for information under the
Right to Information Act. Of these, 3098 applications were received by the Departments directly
and the remaining 132971 applications were received by the Public Authorities working under
them. Department wise consolidated information is shown in Annexure-3. These details are also
shown in the following chart with a view to appreciate the use of Right to Information Act-2005 by
the Citizens through applications made to the various Departments and Public Authorities under
them in the State.

From the above chart, it can be seen thatfrom among the total applications,departments have
received only 2.28% applications and the Public Authorities working under them have received
97.72% applications. The public is required to contact the Public Authorities in the field down to
the village level for their day to day work and therefore, the number of RTI applications made to
such Public Authorities will be substantial.

Upon analysis of the information of the applications received by the various Departments
and Public Authorities under them, it appears that the following 10 Departments and their Public
Authorities have received 122700 applications during the year. This constitutes 90.17 % of total
applications received in the State. Details of these departments are shown in the following
statement.

From the above statement, it can be seen that the Public Authorities of those departments,
which are responsible for providing services to the citizens and for maintaining law and order,
receive the largest number of applications.

As provided under Sub-Section 2 of Section 25 of the Right to Information Act-2005, each
Department has to collect information from the Public Authorities under their control and furnish
the same to the State Government. For this purpose the State Government has developed a System
from which the Commission obtains the necessary data.  All the Departments and Public
Authorities are required to upload data online on the website http://rti-ar.quj.nic.in of the
Government of Gujarat.

Upon analysis of the data of the Public Authorities and Departments for the purpose of
incorporating the same in the present report by the Commission, it appears that the number of
applications shown to have been received by some of the Departments (and Pubic Authorities under
their Control) is unrealistic. This appears to be the case with regard to the following departments:

Q) Agriculture and Cooperation Department

(2 Education Department

3) Food, Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs Department

4) Health and Family Welfare Department

(5) Narmada, Water Resources, Water Supply and Kalpsar Department
(6) Panchayat, Rural Housing and Rural Development Department

@) Social Justice and Empowerment Department

(8) Tribal Development Department




The functions of the above Departments affect the people right down to the Taluka and Village
level. These departments have substantial public dealing and therefore, it is but natural that many
people will make use of the Right to Information Act-2005 when they are not satisfied with their
working.Most of these departments, especially the Panchayat, Rural Housing and Rural
Development Department have Public Authorities right down to the village level. If this department
states that only 178 RTI applications were received by their public authorities during the year 2016-

2017, the same appears suspicious.

Similarly, the Education Department, which has Government Primary Schools in almost all
the villages of the State, is expected to receive considerable number of RTI applications.However,

when the number is shown to be 3576, the same also looks suspicious.

Considering the functions of the above departments and their public authorities, it appears
that the above figures are very much on the lower side. The Commission therefore, recommends to
scrutinize the matter whether applications under RTI Act received by every Public Authoritie as per
procedure of State Government have been uploaded in time or not and Commission also suggests to
establish proper mechanism for that.It is also brought to the notice of the State Government by the
Commission. Therefore, it is imperative for Public Authorities to upload correct information on a
regular basis and to update record. The Commission had drawn attention to this matter in its report
for tha year 2015-16.




CHAPTER-5

Comparison of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the last
two years.

Details of Comparison of Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission during the last
two years is shown in Annexure-2. Upon scrutiny of Appeal/Complaints received during the year
2016-2017 for various Departments, it appears that compared to the year 2015-2016, total number
of Appeals/Complaints received during the year 2016-2017 has reduced.

The Second Appeal is made to the Commission when the applicant is dissatisfied with the
information/reply given by the Public Information Officers of the Public Authorities and when the
First Appeal filed before the Appellate Authority against such a reply is not disposed off by the
Appellate Authority within the prescribed time limit or when the applicant is not satisfied with the
order of the Appellate Authority. Each Appeal/Compliant is properly scrutinized by the
Commission on the merits of Appeal/complaint.Such other Appeals are accepted considering
whether it is in context with information sought by Applicant. In the cases where information has
not been provided on the basis of record available at office of the Public Authority and with
reference to second appeal made by the applicant to the commission when First Appellate Authority
has not taken decision regarding second appeal, the Commission, hereby directs to First Appellate
Authority to take decision/ dispose off the appeal as per rules.

Thus, Commission is making efforts forquick disposal of the first appeal of the applicant
and also that Appellants can avail information. The number of Complaints/ Second Appeals being
admitted by the Commission has shown some decline.

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CHAPTER-6

Video Conference

Gujarat Information Commission is constantly making efforts for the quicker disposal of
pending Appeals/Complaints. For the first time, hearing of Appeals/Complaints through Video
Conference was conducted by the Commission in January 2014 on trial basis. Considering the
encouraging results, the video conference facility is now being regularly used for the conduct of
Appeals/Complaints of various Districts by using the infrastructure facilities available in the Office

of the concerned District Collectors.

For the conduct of Appeals/Complaints through Video Conference, the Districts situated far
from Gandhinagar are being given preference, as a result of which the applicants as well as the
Public Information Officers/Appellate Authorities are not required to travel upto Gandhinagar. They
can present their case from the concerned district headquarter. Because of this, there is saving in

terms of time and expenditure for the concerned applicants/officials.

CHAPTER-7

Applications rejected by various departments and public authorities during the
year 2016-2017:-

Details of RTI applications received and rejected by various Departments and Public

authorities are given in Annexure-4. Upon examination of this statement, following conclusions can
be drawn:

As per the statement, the total number of RTI Applications received is 1,36069. This
information is downloaded by the Commission from the portal of the Government Website
on which data was uploaded by the various Public Authorities.

Upon examining the details of rejection of applications by various Departments and their
Public Authorities, it appears that the overall rate of rejection is 4.06 %. However, the
percentage of rejection of applications is high for departments like, Finance (8.21%), Home
(8.56%), Health and Family Welfare (14.72%), GAD (10.42%), Legal (5.39%), Gujarat
Legislative Assembly(7.69%).However, such decisions taken by the Public Information
Officers were taken in view of provisions of Right to Information Act.

Most of the applications have been rejected under Section 8(1) (e), (j), (d), (g), (h) and (a)
and under Sections 9, 11 and 24 of the Right to Information Act-2005.

RTI applications were rejected mainly due to the following reasons:

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (j) - 267.

Information relating to personal life of persons which has no connection with the larger
public interest or public activity, or which may cause unnecessary interference in the
personal life of the person concerned.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (d) -255.

Information containing commercial confidence, trade secrets or intellectual property,
disclosure of which may adversely affect the competitive position of the third party.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (h) -215.

Information which may impede the process of investigation or apprehension or prosecution
of offenders.

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (e) - 198.

Information available to a person on the basis of good will, trust and faith (fiduciary
relationship).

Number of applications rejected under Section 8(1) (a) -167.

Information which may adversely affect the sovereignty and unity of India, National
Security, Strategic, Scientific or Economic interest, Bilateral relations with a foreign country
or which may instigate any offence.

CHAPTER-8

Penalty imposed on the Public Information Officers during the year 2016-2017:-

During the year 2016-2017, total 9366 Appeals/Complaints were disposed off by the Gujarat

Information Commission. Out of these, there were 9144 Appeals and 222 Complaints.

During the hearing of these Appeals/Complaints, the Commission had imposed penalty on

the Public Information Officers in 152 cases for the breach of provisions of the Right to Information
Act-2005. Details of the Public Information Officers upon whom the penalty has been imposed by
the Commission during the year 2016-2017 are shown in Annexure-5. The total amount of penalty
in 152 cases works out to be Rs.876500. Out of these 152 cases, 135 cases were relating to Appeals
and the remaining 17 cases were relating to Complaints.

Thus it becomes clear that, of the total 9144 Appeals disposed off by the Commission
during the year 2016-2017, penalty was imposed in 135 cases, i.e. in 1.48% cases. Of the
total 222 cases of complaints, penalty was imposed in 17 cases (7.66%).

With a view that the Right to Information Act-2005 is effectively implemented in the State
and the Authority of the Commission is duly acknowledged, it has been suggested to ensure
that the amount of penalty is recovered from the concerned officer within a reasonable time
i.e. within 3 months from the date of the order of the Commission. Proper monitoring is
done at the Commission level to ensure that the compliance of penalty orders is timely made
by the concerned Public Information Officers. This issue is also periodically reviewed in the
meetings of the full Commission.

Most of the Appeals/Complaints received by the Commission relate to the work of or
services provided by Gram Panchayat/Taluka Panchayat/ District Panchayat/ Municipality/
Municipal Corporation, Police Stations, Offices of District Collectors, Electricity
Distribution Companies, District Education Officers/ Universities, etc. Since the general
public has day to day transaction with the above organizations, most of the
Appeals/Complaints relating to them are received by the Commission due to the
shortcomings/defects in their working methods, which arise because of (a) lack of
transparency (b) refusal to provide timely services (c) delay in taking action upon
complaints (d) unwillingness to take decision (e) lack of initiative in fulfilling
responsibilities (f) inadequate response to the problems of citizens.
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CHAPTER-9
Recommendations and suggestions

More than one decade has passed since the implementation of the Right to Information Act.

During this period, for the proper implementation of the provisions of the Right to Information Act,
continuous efforts have been made from the Information Commission and the State Government.
Generally, some suggestions are made from the Commission to the state government in the annual
report. The objective of such suggestion is to ensure special and effective implementation of the
provisions of The Right to Information Act and reach its benefit to the civilians. The Commission
had noticed some matters during the year of report and the recommendations have been made to the
state Government regarding implementation of the same.

Regarding prioritization of the Proactive Disclosure under the Right to Information Act-
2005.

The details of Proactive Disclosure given under Section 4(1)(b) of the Right to
Information Act-2005 is to be published by Public Authorities and such information is to be
updated periodically. It is the responsibility of every Public Authority. It is continuously
insisted by the commission to do the same. It is also observed in the judgments of the
different Courts to ensure the effective performance in this regard. From time to time, the
instructions have been also given by the General Administrative Department(R.T.1.Cell) to
all the Departments/Heads of the Departments. Through the circular of the General
Administrative Department(R.T.I.Cell) dated 03/10/2013, attention of all the Government
departments was drawn to the procedure regarding actions to be taken for the Proactive
Disclosure. The matter of implementation of Proactive Disclosure has been reviewed by
Chief Commissioner of Information/ Commissioners of Information by holding meetings
with Head of the Department or the Offices. During which, it has been noticed that the
public authorities neither publish details pertaining to Proactive Disclosure completely in
time nor update the details. It will facilitate Public more if public can access updated details
of Proactive Disclosure related to every public authority from website easily. The
Commission recommends to take necessary action regarding this. In the case where Public
Authorities/offices do not have their own websites, they shall have to make arrangement
according to the provision of the Act in such a way that public can avail the details easily.

Regarding Appointment and Training of Public Information Officers/ First Appeal
Officers at Public Authorities :

According to the provisions of the Right to Information Act, every Public Authority
has to appoint Public Information Officer/First Appellate Authority. In the circumstances of
transfer of Public Information Officer and First Appellate Authority, such a procedure shall
be undertaken that this system can be maintained. It has also been suggested by the
Commission that the Public information officer should ensure implementation of the order,
issued by the First appellate Authority.

Further, the Commission recommends to give instruction to all the departments to
send the Public Information Officer and First Appellate Authority in the training classes and
refresher courses organised by SPIPA.

The hearing which is held by the Commission under the Right to Information Act is
of quasi-judicial nature. In many cases, the disputant also remain present for the hearing.
Therefore, it has been recommended in the previous reports also that Public Information
Officer should remain present in hearing of the Commission. If the Public Information
Officer is present, the clarification can be made after hearing the presentation made by the
disputant regarding the information received and it can be disposed of effectively. Thus, for
the convenience of the civilians as well as effective implementation of the Right to
Information Act, the Commission recommends to again give instruction again that Public
Information Officer must remain present in the hearing of the Commission. The
Commission recommends that, when the First Appellate Authority is not present in the
hearing of that case, it is required that the officer who is conversant with the details of that
case remain present in the hearing on his behalf.

Regarding the application for getting the information

The rules are settled vide the notification of the General Administrative Department
dated 22/03/2010 for applying under the Right to Information Act. As per these rules, an
application can be sent through the electronic media also to the Public Authorities
concerned. The citizens who donot possess the attested copy of Below Poverty Line Card,
have to pay fee with application as per format A. The citizens can get more facilities, if the
provision is put on place to pay online fees through the different options given by General
Administration Department for payment of fee.The Commission also recommends to
makearrangement for online payment of other charge to be paid for getting information.
Such of facilities with the special use of technology to citizens will increase their ease.
Therefore, the Commission also recommends to make necessary changes in the rules after
consideration. If it is done, the citizens who want to get information will be able to apply
easily through electronic media to the Public Authorities and pay fees and other charges
easily.The Commission also recommends to include e-mail IDs of the applicant, Public
Information Officer and First Appellate Authority as well as relevant amendments
(including form) in Gujarat Right to Information Act-2010.

It is necessary to develop Information Portal for putting in place a specific online
facility to apply under this Act to the Public Information Officer and First Appellate Officer
of different Public Authorities and offices of the state authorised under Right to Information
Act. This will facilitate citizens in making online application and the numbers of
applications registered departmentwise and details of their disposal will be available from a
single portal which will make it easy to review. The discrepancies noticed in the numbers of
registration of applications and numbers submitted in the reports will be avoided. The
Commission therefore recommends to make available useful details related to Right to
Information Act to the citizens by developing state level portal.
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CHAPTER-10

Observations of the Commission regarding the work done during the year 2016-
2017:

(1) Regarding the inconsistency found in applications received by the Public Authorities

Studying the content of the Appeals and Complaints made to the Commission, it was
observed that Public Authorities under most Departments are exist mostly at Taluka level and the
Public Authorities under the Departments of Panchayat, Education etc. exist even up to the village
level. The nature of work of these Departments touches the day to day life of the people at the
village level and therefore, many Appeals/Complaints concerning such Departments are made
before the Commission. It has been observed by the Commission that, if these Public Authorities
involved with the work connected to the day to day life of the people at the village level show less
number of receipt of RTI applications, the genuineness of the number of applications received may
naturally be questioned.

The Commission has studied details uploaded by the following eight departments:-

(1) Agriculture and Co-operation Department[1458], (2) Education Department[3576], (3) Food,
Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs Department [463](4)Health and Family Welfare
Department[2303] (5)Narmada, Water Resources, Water Supply and Kalpsar Department[2712], (6)
Panchayat, Rural Housing and Rural Development Department [178],(7) Social Justice and
Empowerment Department [888], (8) Tribal Development Department[249].

As the functions of the above Departments, especially those of the Panchayat Department,
are closely connected with the people right down to the village level, the concerned Talati-cum-
Mantri of every village panchayat has been appointed as the Public Information Officer. Under
these circumstances, when the Panchayat Department(including its Public Authorities), whose
functions touch the lives of people in more than 18000 villages of the State, reports a total receipt of
178 RTI applications in the whole year, the same is the liable for re-checking. It appears from the
information submitted that the Public Authorities under this Department had received 1399
application during the last year.

Similarly, when there are more than 43900 primary schools and more than 16,000
Secondary and Higher Secondary Schools in the entire State, the total number of 3576 applications
received by all the Public Authorities under the Education Department also does not give the true
picture prima facie.

The Commission strongly feels that there is under reporting by these Departments. The

commission takes serious note of the same and therefore, the Commission calls upon these

Departments to take all necessary steps with utmost sincerity to rectify the omissions and mistakes.
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(2) Regarding the classification of record of the Public Authorities
On analysing the applications/complaints submitted to the Commission, it is observed that in

a number of cases, the Public Information Officers tell the applicants that “Record is not available”
in respect of the information demanded under the application of format ‘A’. This reply is repeated
at the time of hearing of Appeals/Complaints. The Commission feels that if the Public Authorities
classify their records appropriately and take care to maintain/preserve them, they can carry out their
functions smoothly and also give the required information to the RTI applicants easily.

(3) Regarding the work and training of the Appellate Authority

During the hearing of the Complaints/Appeals by the Commission, it has been noticed that in
many cases the First Appellate Authorities pass orders without properly studying the Format ‘A’,
directs to provide the information even though the information which is demanded may not relate to
his/her own Public Authority. As a result, the applicant has to make another appeal to the
Commission and during the hearing of this application, the Public Information Officer concerned
informs that the information which is demanded does not relate to the concerned Public Authority.
The Commission recommends that the decision should be taken only after proper study of Format
‘A’ by the First Appellate Authority and keeping in view the details submitted by Public
Information Officer. In this circumstances, the Commission insists to all First Appellate Authorities
of the State to perform their duties and responsibilities under the Right to Information Act-2005
with utmost care and seriousness.

CHAPTER-11

SUMMARY OF THE REPORT IS AS UNDER

During the year 2016-2017(April to March), fund of Rs.434.75 lakhs was allotted to the
Commission under the Non Plan (Voted) Head.

During the year 2016-2017, total 7462 Appeals/Complaints were received by the
Commission, out of which Appeals under Section-19 were 7005 [93.88%] and Complaints
under Section-18 were 457[6.12%). These applications were relating to the various
Departments of the Government and Public Authorities under them. During the year 2015-
2016, total 8449 Appeals/Complaints were received by the Commission.

During the year 2016-2017, total 9366 Cases were disposed by the Commission which
includes 9144 Appeals[97.63%] and 222 Complaints [2.37%].

The Commission had imposed penalty upon the Public Information Officers in total 152
cases. The total amount of penalty in 152 cases works out to be Rs.876500. Out of these 152
cases, 135 cases were relating to Appeals and the remaining 17 cases were relating to the
Complaints.

During the year 2016-2017, various Departments of the Government and the Public
Authorities working under them received 1,36,069 applications requesting for information
under the Right to Information Act. Out of these, 3098 applications were received by the
Departments directly and the remaining 132971 applications were received by the Public
Authorities working under them.

Upon analysis of the RTI applications received by the various Departments and Public
Authorities, it appears that 10 Departments and their Public Authorities received 122700
applications during the year. The percentage of applications received by these
Departments/Public Authorities comes to 90.17%  of total applications received. These
Departments include Port, Transport and Fisheries Department [0.78%], Revenue Department
[22.47%], Urban Development and Urban Housing Department [25.35%], Education
Department [2.63%], Narmada, Water Resources, Water Supply and Kalpsar Department
[1.99%], Health and Family Welfare Department [1.69%], Home Department [24.78%],
Energy and Petrochemicals Department [5.58%], Legal department (2.93%) and Forest and
Environment Department [1.97%].

Upon analyzing the data of rejection of applications received by various Departments and
their Public Authorities, it appears that the overall rate of rejection is 4.06%. However, the
percentage of rejection of applications is higher for departments like (1)Health and Family
Welfare Department (14.72%), (2)General Administration Department(10.42%)(3)Home
Department (08.56%), (4) Finance Department (08.21%), and (5)Gujarat Legislative
Assembly Secretariate Department (7.69%).
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(8) Most of the applications have been rejected under Section 8(1) (a), (d), (e), (g), (h), (j) and
under Sections 9, 11 and 24 of the Right to Information Act-2005.

(9) During the year 2015-2016, the Departments of the Government and the Public Authorities
under them had received total 152097 applications under the Right to Information Act. In the
report, during the year 2016-2017, total 136069 Applications/Appeals were received by
Public Authorities. Thus in comparison to the previous year, there has been reduction of
16028 applications.

While preparing the present report, the main constraint faced by the Commission relates to
the non-availability of the authentic data with regard to the work done by the various departments
for implementation of the Right to Information Act. It is necessary to furnish correct information
timely for the interest of all, so that the Commission can reflect the department works appropriately.
The Commission has relied upon the information uploaded on the Gujarat State R.T.l. Annual
Return Information System developed by the Government.

If, there is any discrepancy in statistical data, in that case, the details shown on the link of
NIC on the website of the Government of Gujarat, i.e. GSWAN or on the website of the Gujarat
Information Commission, i.e.http://gic.qujarat.gov.in should be considered authentic.
