The ballot for the Private Members' Business (Bills as well as Resolutions) shall be held on

Monday, the 23" March, 2026 at 4.30 r.M. In this connection attention of the Hon'ble Members is invited

to Chapter-IT of the "Directions by the Speaker" as also to Chapter-XI1I of the "Rules of Procedure and

Conduct of Business of the Himachal Pradesh Legislative Assembly, 1973". A member, who wishes to

move a Resolution on a day allotted for Private Members' Resolutions, shall give a notice to the effect

atleast one day before the date of ballot alongwith the text of the Resolution.

PROCEDURE FOR GIVING NOTICES

The general procedure for giving notices is as follows:—

(a) Everynotice required by the Rules shall be given in online mode and digitally signed by the member
giving notice and shall be delivered to the Notice Office which shall be opened for this purpose
between the hours 10.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.M. on every day except Sunday or public holiday.
Notices left after 5.00 P.M. on any working day, shall be treated as given on the next opening

day.

(b) Communication on different matters should not be combined in one letter;

NO-CONFIDENCE IN THE COUNCIL OF MINISTERS, QUESTIONS OF
PRIVILEGES ETC. NOTICES

The notices of motion of no-confidence in the Council of Ministers, questions of privileges or any
other notice required to be given before the commencement of the sitting on the day on which the matter is
proposed to be raised in the House, shall be given at least 01 hour before the hour of sitting on the day
and that such notice as received therealter shall be treated as notice given for the next sitting.

NOTICES OF QUESTIONS

1. Notices of questions should be addressed to the Secretary and should specify:—

(i) the official designation of the Minister to whom the question is addressed; and
(ii) the date on which the answer to a question is desired.

Not less than 15 clear days' notice of a question shall be given. In calculating this period both
the dates on which the notice is received and the date on which the answer is desired, have to be excluded.

2. On any single day, a member can not ask more than 02 starred and 03 unstarred questions,
these include his/her bracketed questions as well.

3. Notices of questions and other Notices should be submitted online.
4. Proper nouns wherever occurring in the text of the questions may be written in block letters.
5. A question relating to a matter of public importance may, if it is of an urgent character, be asked

at a shorter notice than fifteen clear days. The reasons for asking the question at short notice should be
stated in the notice

6. The Speaker has directed that the questions in the name of each Member in the list of questions
for oral answer every day will be printed in two rounds or less according to the number of questions
admitted in his name. Thus all Members who have questions in the list on any day will have one question
each entered in the first round and after completing all the Members on the list, their second question, if
any, will be appropriately placed in the second round respectively.

7. In case a question is wrongly addressed to a Minister not responsible for the subject matter of
the question, it will be transferred at the instance of the department originally addressed with the
concurrence of the appropriate department



Admissibility of Zero Hours notices

1. It shall mention such subjects which primarily fall under the jurisdiction of the State
Government.

2. The gravity, importance and urgency of the matter should be the main criteria for raising.

3. A member may give notice o raise a matter only if at the relevant time he has no other option
available to draw the attention of the Government to the matler,

4. The text ol the notice shall not exceed maximum of 50 words.

5. It shall not mention any matter which has already been discussed in the same session or is likely
to be discussed under other rules during the Session.

0. The Speaker may reject or aceept any notice without giving any reasons.

7 The rules relating to admissibility of questions and calling attention motions will be applicable
to matters raised during "Zero Hour "as far as possible.

8. The Speaker may order that a notice for Zero Hour be converted into a Short notice question,
Starred question, Calling attention or a Special mention motion. If Speaker decides so, he may
ask the member giving the notice to take separate regular action in this regard.

9. Issues of more than one department will not be raised in one notice.

10. It shall not contain arguments, conjecture, sarcastic expression, allegation, defamation of any
particular person, sub-judice matters.

ADMISSION CARDS TO THE GALLERIES OF THE HOUSE

Applications for admission into the Visitors' Galleries for any day should reach one day advance
to the officials deployed in the Reception duly recommended by the respective Hon'ble Member, on the
prescribed application form. Since the Hon'ble Member will himself be responsible for any untoward or
undesirable conduct in the Galleries by the holder of a Card issued at his request, he should, therefore, fully
satisfy himself about the antecedents of the person for whom a card is applied for. Prescribed application
forms can be had from the Administration Section and Reception of the Secretariat.

Admission Cards required for a day shall be issued at 12.00 noon on the previous working day. If

accommodation be still available, further Cards will be issued from 10.00 A.M. onwards for the day for
which they are required.

' Except with the special permission of the Speaker, no Admission Card shall be issued for the

duration of more than one hour. For detailed information please refer to the Directions issued by the Hon'ble
Speaker.
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Distribution of Literature, Pamphlets, Press Notes, Leaflets within the Precincts of

the House

As per established convention, no literature, questionnaire, pamphlets, Press Notes, leaflets or
any matter printed or otherwise should be distributed without the prior permission of Hon'ble Speaker

within the precincts of the House.

Switching Off the Mobile Phones and Alarm Bell inside Vidhan Sabha Chamber

In order to ensure smooth and unhindered proceedings of Vidhan Sabha, Hon’ble Members are
requested to switch off their mobiles and deactivate alarm bells before entering into the Vidhan Sabha
Chamber.

ATTENDANCE REGISTER

Article 190 (4) of the Constitution provides that if for a period of sixty days a member of the
Legislature of a State is without permission of the House remains absent from all meetings thereof, the
House may declare his seat vacant. In view of the specific provision that has been made in the Constitution,
it is necessary to maintain an accurate register of attendance of Members. ‘

Attention is invited to rule 288 and 289 of the "Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business of
Himachal Pradesh Legislative Assembly, 1973," under which the Hon'ble Members have to mark their
attendance in the register before the meeting of the House is adjourned for the day. The attendance register
is kept daily one hour before the commencement of sitting in the left or right lobby of the House.

Members are requested to sign the attendance register when they attend a meeting of the House
before it is adjourned for the day. It would not be possible to mark presence on the next day. Apart this, if
any Member takes part in the proceedings of the House, but does not mark his/her attendance, even then

Members shall be considered present on that day.

SECURITY ARRANGEMENTS

In view of security risks and also ensuring that no obstruction or hindrance is caused to Hon'ble
Members within the Vidhan Sabha Estate, in coming to or going from the House, it has become all the more
imperative to take some effective measures lest there be chances of any sort of physical harm to anyone
within the Vidhan Sabha precincts. So, the security arrangements had to be made more stringent this time.
Members are, therefore, requested to render full co-operation to the authorities in this respect so that
unnecessary and unwanted crowd of people is contained and controlled in the vicinity of the premises in
the Vidhan Sabha Secretariat. They are requested to see to it that not more than three visitors are
rccommended for admission to the Visitors' Galleries for the day. They are also advised in their own interest
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not to take alongwith them outsiders/visitors to enter and use the lounges carmarked for Legislature Parties
in the Vidhan Sabha or Library Complex: This would help to facilitate the authoritics to provide required
security cover o the Hon'ble Members themselves.

Stoppage of entry of Armed Escorts/ P.S.O. coming to Vidhan Sabha

No Armed Escorts/ P.S.O. (Personal Security Officer) of [Hon’ble Ministers/MLAs and others
Police Officers/Officials shall be allowed to enter the Council Chamber in Uniform and with arms to

maintain the dignity and autonomy of the Legislative Assembly. They may peel off from the vehicle at
the respective Iron Gates itself,

ENTRY PASSES FOR ENTRY TO SPEAKER'S, CHIEF MINISTER'S, DEPUTY
CHIEF MINISTER'S AND MINISTER'S CHAMBERS

1. Entry passes to see the Speaker, in his Chamber during Assembly Session will be regulated
as under;:—

(i) Ex-M.Ps., Ex-M.L.As. and Freedom Fighters may be allowed to be entertained at Gate No. 1
only so that they do not feel inconvenience.

(i) If the Speaker permits, the visitors intending to see him may be allowed entry passes after
2.00 P.M. only and that too as and when sent for the Speaker.

No visitor is allowed to carry hand baggage etc. within the main building.

2. To regulate entry of visitors intending to see the Chief Minister, Deputy Chief Minister and
Ministers while the Assembly is in session, the following measures would be adhered to:—

(1) Normally no pass should be issued for the day till the Assembly is in session;

(i) However, in exceptional cases, where the Chief Minister, Deputy Chief Minister and
Ministers may like to meet the visitors, the passes may be issued from Monday to Friday from
3.00 P.M. to 5.00 P.M. at a time fixed by the Minister. Such passes would be issued by the
Vidhan Sabha Secretariat only when the Private Secretary to the Chief Minister, Deputy Chief
Minister and Ministers convey in writing the names and particulars of the visitors to be
allowed to see them at a particular time;

(iii) Entry to all visitors intending to see the'Chief Minister may be allowed through Gate No.3 &
9 and the Deputy Chief Minister, Ministers may be allowed through Gate No. 3 only.

(iv) Entry to all visitors intending to see the Leader of Opposition may be allowed through Gate
No. 8 Library Complex only.

(v) The visitors, after meeting the Chief Minister will exit through Gate No. 2 & 9 only, but no
entry shall be made through Gate No. 2. Similarly, visitors intending to see the Ministers
(those who sit in the Ground Floor) and having met them, will exit through the rooms of the
Private Secretaries i.e. from the back-side of the Ministers' Chambers;

(vi) No visitor should be allowed to go to the Library Complex or the Lounges of the Members";
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(vii) Members may not take alongawith them visitors to the Chief Minister's, Deputy Chief Minister,
and Ministers Chambers without getting entry passcs;

(viii) To avoid unwanted and un-authorized crowd within the premises, random checking would be

made in the lounges, corridors and the galleries and those found without passes may be asked
to lIcave the premisces; and )

(ix) Entry passes shall be collected by the personal staff of the Chiel Minister, Deputy Chief
Minister and Ministers concerned as soon as the visitor leaves the Chamber.

(x) Entry of Visitors other than Members will be prohibited in the Ruling and Opposition Lounges
(Lobby).
Regulation of Vehicular Entry/Alighting/Parking Arrangement

All types of vehicles viz. Private cars of members, Taxis and other types of vehicles etc. without

valid Parking Labels issued by Vidhan Sabha Secretariat will not be allowed entry inside the Vidhan
Sabha Complex.
