“Smt. Kiran Choudhry, MLA want to draw the kind attention of this august House towards a
matter of great importance that the unabated trade and sale of spurious and lllicit liquor in
the State leading to successive hooch tragedies In the year 2020 there were reports of
unauthorised sale of liquor from distilleries during lockdown. In the year 2020 about 46
persons had died in Panipat/Sonipat due to consumption of spurious/illicit liquor. In
November 2022 four people died in Sonipat/Panipat due to consumption of illicit liquor. The
latest tragedy has taken place in November 2023 in Ambala/Yamuna Nagar where about 18
person died due to consumption of spurious liquor supplied by the retail vendors casting its
ominous and dark shadow over Diwali celebrations. Such tragedies have been occurring at
regular intervals, despite SIT and SET constituted by the State Government at the time of
previous incidents. The kingpins of these operations-owners of distilleries, wholesale
contractors or senior official are rarely arrested-the Government tending to put the entire
blame on small players by netting the small fish. Despite our flagging the concerns the
Government has failed to put in place standard operating procedures for affixing of
holograms, CCTV Cameras in distilleries and liquor vends. This indicates deep Government
nexus warranting a court Monitored CBI probe into the matter This is matter of utmost public
import, the same may be taken up for discussion and the Minister concerned may be asked

to make a statement on the floor of house as per procedure.”



Statement of Shri Sh. Anil Vij, Home Minister, Haryana in reply to the
Calling Attention Notice No. 15 clubbed with Calling Attention Notice
No. 23,29,55.& 44

Sir,

In the matter relating to death of 22 people due to consumption of spurious
liquor, as per report received from Superintendents of Police, Yamunanagar and Ambala,
20 deaths have occurred due to suspected consumption of spurious liquor. Five FIRs have
been lodged in this connection and 52 arrest involving 36 persons have been made in these

two districts.

Superintendent of Police, Yamuna Nagar has reported that police received an
information that a person resident of village Mandebri, Yamuna nagar has been admitted in
a hospital due to consumption of suspected spurious liquor. Investigation by police led to
the revelation that spurious liquor was sold by an illegal vend operated by one Rocky
resident of same village Mandebri. A criminal case was registered by the police and
meticulous investigation was carried out. The investigation led to an illegally run factory at
village Dhanaura in district Ambala, where spurious liquor was manufactured and
distributed. In total five FIRs have been registered in this matter details of which are as

under:

1. FIR No. 249 dated 08.11.2023 u/s 302/328/120-B of IPC & Sec. 72-A of the Excise
Act at PS Farakpur, Yamuna nagar

2. FIR No. 387 dated 10.11.2023 u/s 302/328/120-B of IPC & Sec 72-A of the Excise
Act at PS Chhappar, Yamuna nagar

3. FIR No. 451 dated 11.11.2023 u/s 302/328/120-B of IPC & Sec. 72-A of the Excise
Act at PS Bilaspur, Yamuna nagar

4. FIR No. 327 dated 09.11.2023 u/s 304, 328, 120-B (302 IPC & 72A Liquor Act) IPC
at PS Barara, Ambala

5. FIR no. 410 dated 09.11.2023 u/s 188, 201, 120B, 272, 308, 328, 420, 468, 471, 473
of IPC and u/s 61 and 63A of Punjab Excise Act, 1914 PS Mulana, Ambala.



Thorough investigation was carried out by both Yamuna nagar and Ambala police,,
investigating all forward and backward linkages which led to arrest of 36 accused including

the contractors who were the original allottees of vends.

In total, 20 deaths (18 in Yamuna nagar and 2 in Ambala) due to consumption of suspected
spurious liquor has been reported which also includes the death of two labourers working at
the illegally run liquor factory at Dhanuara, Ambala who also consumed the suspected
spurious liquor. Further, 5 persons who fell ill have since been discharged from hospital after
treatment. All arrested accused are in judicial custody except one who had also consumed

spurious liquor and had died during treatment.

Further, compensation of Rs 32 lakhs has been awarded to families /dependents of 8

deceased so far under DAYALU scheme while the rest are under process.

So far, Police has taken stern action against accused. Meticulous investigation

is being carried out in a fair, proper and speedy manner in these cases.

The Department of Excise and Taxation initiated action in form of breach case
of 2023-24 of M/s Mahender Singh, L-13 licensee, District Yamunanagar. A penalty of Rs.
2,51,00,000/- was levied vide Order issued by Collector (Excise) vide Endst. No.3801/X-VI,
Panchkula dated 20.11.2023 and the L-13 license of the licensee was cancelled vide Order
issued by Collector (Excise) vide Endst. No0.3853/X-VI, Panchkula dated 22.11.2023.
Further, L-2/L-14A Licenses of 11 zones of M/s Mahender Singh in District Yamunanagar
were cancelled, as per provisions of Section 37 of the Punjab Excise Act, 1914, by Collector
(Excise), Haryana vide Order Endst. No. 3869/X-VI, Panchkula dated 23.11.2023. These 11

zones have been since been reallotted by the Department through e-auction.

Before this incident of the spurious liquor on 07.11.2023, 2193 samples were
taken from retail vends across the State during the period 12.06.2023 to 7.11.2023 and after
07.11.2023, a total of 2875 samples have been taken till date. Thus, a total of 5068 samples
across the state were taken from Retail Vends since the start of the Excise Policy 2023-24
from 12.06.2023 till date.



The police department has been taking intensive and prompt action at various levels

to prevent the illegal and spurious liquor business, the details of which are as follows:-

Note:- Data regarding number of cases registered and number of persons arrested have
been taken from C.C.T.N.S portal.

Apart from the above a special campaign against illegal Khurda was run in the
state from 11.11.2023 to 14.12.2023 in which 1463 arrests were made total 1466 cases
were registered in which desi bottles-43008, English bottles-25419, beer bottles-2057,
Lahan -7895 liters and raw liquor-939 were recovered. Under the campaign on 12.12.2023,
in FIR number 407 dated 12.12.2023 u/s 61(1)(c), 63A, 72A-4-20 Excise Act & 420, 467,
468, 471, 120B IPC PS Dharuhera, Old Monk Bottle-05, Country Liquor Pavve-13490, Old
Monk Liquor Bottle Capping Machine, Bottle 500DS-08, Color Bottle-12 ltrs, One 65 lItrs
Drum Caustic Caramel Sprint soluble which when measured was found to be 10 Itrs,
Chemical -10 ltrs filled in a drum etc. have been recovered and during the investigation of
the case, 13 drums of chemical, one Canter, 306 boxes of liquor, Rs. 20000/- were also

recovered.



Regarding the alleged shortfall in the stock of liquor being kept in Godowns in
various districts owned by L-1/L-13 to the tune of 75250, it is stated that as part of regular
exercise, the department had detected 18 breach cases of L-1 licensees and 17 breach
cases of L-13 licensees wherein 9,914 cases and 59,435 cases respectively were found
short in the inspections conducted after 07.11.2023. In such cases, where the L-1 and L-13
licensees are found in violation of the provisions of Excise Policy 2023-24 in order to avoid
Additional Excise Duty, penalty is imposed by the department on regular basis strictly as per
Clause 4.7 (deals with L-13 licensees) and Clause 5.6 (deals with L-1 licensees) of the
Excise Policy 2023-24.

Haryana has very few cases of death due to over dose of drugs. In last 5 years,

i.e. from 2017-2022, there were 34 deaths due to drugs over dose.

As far as irregularities during the lockdown due to COVID-19 pandemic are concerned, the

Government has taken the following steps in this regard:

1. Regarding the Constitution of Special Enquiry Team

It is informed that vide order No. 6/2/2020-2HC dated 11.05.2020 Government
constituted Special Enquiry Team (S.E.T) under the Chairmanship of Sh. T.C. Gupta, IAS,
Additional Chief Secretary to Government Haryana, Department of Power, Empowerment,
Renewable Energy and Housing to enquire into the matter of theft of liquor from the
recovered stock stored in the temporary warehouse at Kharkhoda-Matindoo Road, Sonipat,

Haryana.

On 30.07.2020, the Special Enquiry Team (SET) submitted its report to the
Government with the recommendations for taking appropriate action against the individuals
officer/officials for the lapses mentioned in the report and also suggested/recommended
measures for systematic improvements in functioning of Excise Department. Based on this
report, necessary actions have been taken/initiated as elaborated in the following
paragraphs. Further it was also decided by the Government that the whole matter be got

probed by the State Vigilance Bureau.



2. Committees constituted under Additional Director Generals of Police

One committee with Smt. Kala Ramachandran, IPS, ADGP as Chairperson
and another with Shri Shrikant Jadhav, IPS, ADGP, as Chairperson were constituted in this

regard. Action has been taken against 27 Police Personnel in 14 Cases.

3. Action taken by Excise and Taxation Department.

The department issued a chargesheet on 17.12.2020 to Sh. Dhirender Singh,
Excise Inspector against whom FIRs had been registered in district Sonepat in this matter.
Further, the department has also issued chargesheets to 7 AETOs under Rule 7 and one
AETO under Rule 8 of the Haryana Civil Services (Punishment and Appeal) Rules, 2016
who had approved permits during the period from 27.03.2020 to 31.03.2020 when the liquor
vends were ordered to be closed due to COVID-19 pandemic lockdown. Furthermore,
charge-sheets under Rule 7 of the Haryana Civil Services (Punishment and Appeal) Rules,
2016 have also been issued to 15 Excise Inspectors who had approved permit & passes
during the period from 27.03.2020 to 31.03.2020 when the liquor vends were ordered to be
closed due to COVID-19 pandemic lockdown. The services of Sh. Sunil Kumar, contractual
Peon in district Sonepat have been dispensed with. Chargesheets of 13 Excise Inspectors
out of 15 have been decided by the competent authority. Appropriate Punishments in all
these cases have been imposed which include withholding of two increments with

cumulative effect, withholding of 6% pension amount permanently, etc.

Further, the Excise & Taxation department has already taken action on a
number of recommendations of SET for systemic improvements. The department has taken
steps to plug revenue leakage through illegal sale of liquor. The steps taken are elaborated

as under:-

i. To plug the leakage of liquor from the manufactories (i.e. distilleries/bottling plants

etc), following steps have been taken:-

a. A state of the art CCTV Cameras system has been installed in all distilleries and
bottling plants in the State alongwith an integrated Control Room at Head Office.

The live feed from these cameras is being made available at Head Office as well



as district level. CCTV Cameras have also been made compulsory at the
premises of L-1 and L-13 licensees as per provisions of Clause 12.3 of Excise
Policy 2023-24. Further, CCTV cameras have also been made mandatory at all
urban vends covering the relevant areas including entry, exit, billing counters

and in taverns at entry and exit points.

. Installation of Mass Flow Meters has been made mandatory in the distilleries as

well as bottling plants. Necessary amendments in the distillery rules have been

made in this regard.

Instructions have been issued to ensure that vehicles used for transportation of
spirit are GPS enabled and these vehicles must also be locked with e-Locks. It
has also been asked to ensure that temper proof seals are affixed on all the
outlets of such vehicles carrying spirit. Detailed instructions have been issued in

this regard.

. Itis pertinent to point out that affixing of Holograms is already mandatory as per

the provisions of Clause 12.1 of the Excise Policy 2023-24. The manufacturers
of Country Liquor and Indian Made Foreign Liquor (IMFL) have to affix Hologram
before dispatching any consignment of liquor from their premises. In addition,
the Department has also launched a QR Code based Track & Trace System, on
a pilot basis, in all the distilleries and Bottling Plants in the State from 12.12.2023.
The ultimate objective of the project is to affix High Security Holograms on liquor
supplies and to trace the movement of Country Liquor (CL) and Indian Made
Foreign Liquor (IMFL), which would facilitate in monitoring the entire supply

chain.

The department is conducting regular checking of liquor vends to ensure that there is
no illegal sale of liquor. To safeguard revenue, stringent penalty provisions have been
introduced in the excise policy for the year 2023-24 against such licenses who indulge

in illegal sale of liquor.
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The prompt and stern action taken by the department against the illegal sale of liquor
has led to increase in quota lifting by the liquor licenses and has resulted in increased
revenue realization to the Government in shape of excise duty, additional excise duty
and permit fee on such liquor quota. In the current Excise Policy Year, 2023-24, excise
revenue for the period 12.06.2023 to 20.11.2023 has increased by 22.70% as compared
to corresponding period in the previous Excise Policy Year, due to strict implementation
of the Excise Policy 2023-24 by the Department.

iii. Point of Sale (POS) machines have been installed in most of the liquor vends for issuing
invoice by the licensees so as to further plug illegal sale of liquor. Penal action as
provided in the policy is being taken against the remaining licensees to ensure

compliance.

iv. The provisions of the Haryana Excise Act, 1914 have been amended to counter the
illegal and spurious liquor. The provisions of section 61 have been made more stringent.
Further, section 72A introduced vide amendment in March, 2020 provide for death
penalty or imprisonment for life in case death is caused by liquor containing noxious

drug or foreign ingredient.

Thus, it is not correct to say that Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for
affixing of Holograms, CCTV Cameras in distilleries and liquor vends have not been put in
place. As detailed above, affixing of Holograms is mandatory as per Excise Policy 2023-24,
CCTV Cameras are installed in distilleries and bottling plants from where live feed is
available in the CCTV Control Room at Head Office and in district offices, CCTV cameras
are mandatory at the premises of L-1 & L-13 licensees as per the Excise Policy 2023-24.
In fact, the Department is actively implementing new measures, which is evident from the
launch of QR Code based track and trace system in all the Distilleries and Bottling Plants in

the state.
4. Inquiry by the State Anti Corruption Bureau

The enquiry No. 04 dated 01.09.2020, Panchkula has been registered in the
Anti Corruption Bureau, Haryana in compliance with the order of Government conveyed vide
the Chief Secretary office memo No. 33/26/2020-3Vig(1) dated 31.08.2020 for conducting
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vigilance enquiry to look into the complicity of some of the excise officials as well as the
collusion on the part of some of the police officials in huge unauthorised movement of liquor

during lockdown and submit report to the Government.

During this state-wide enquiry, ACB has gathered relevant records including
the details of cases registered by the police in this matter. Further, ACB has recorded
statements of liquor contractors, officers/officials of Excise & Taxation Department,
Gazetted/Non-Gazetted officers/officials of police department and persons related to
distilleries, Breweries and bottling plants during this enquiry so far to identify the persons

involved along with their specific roles in the whole matter..

As per status report of above said enquiry received vide letter no 21042/I-
1/ACB(H) Panchkula dated 16.12.2023, ACB has sought some records which are still
awaited from the Excise and Taxation and other departments. Once the records are

received, the final enquiry report will be submitted.

It has been further intimated by the ACB that several CWPs are also pending in the
Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in this matter.
