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STATEMENT OF SHAYAM SINGH RANA, AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS

WELFARE MINISTER, HARYANA.

In reference to the calling attention no. 3 by Sh. Aditya Devilal,
MLA Dabwali, 9 by Sh. Aftab Ahmed, MLA Nuh, 11 by Sh. Jassi Petwar, MLA
Narnaund, and 16, by Sh. Shishpal Keharwala, MLA Kalanwali, the following
statement is placed.

The Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Department, Haryana, is the
administrativedepartment that arranges all kinds of fertilizers in the state and
ensurestheir proper distribution as per farmers' requirements. The government
of India assesses the season-wise and month-wise requirements for fertilizers.
The month-wise, agency-wise supply plan is drawn and conveyed to the
concerned state. The Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Department, Haryana,
monitors the requirements, supplies, sales and stock position of all fertilizers,
including Urea & DAP fertilizers, on a daily basis. The Government of India also
reviews the supply plan with the State, including fertilizer suppliers, every
Tuesday through video conferencing.

The sowing of oil seed crops is almost over, and the sowing of
wheat is in full swing. Phosphatic fertilizers are used/drilled during sowing,
and Urea is generally used as a top dressing in the crops. During the previous
year, the sale of DAP in the Rabi season was 2 lakh 30 thousand MT and is
expected to be the same in the current Rabi season2024-25. The Govt. of India
has allocated 2 lakh 60 thousand MT DAP for the current Rabi season 2024-
25. The October and November 2024 allocation of DAP is 2 lakh 25 thousand
MT. There was a stock of 54,000 MT with the state at the onset of the Rabi
season this year. One lakh 52 thousand MT DAP has been received till 16th
November 2024. So, 2 lakh 6 thousand MT DAP fertilizer has been made
available for the state to date, of which 1 lakh 86 thousand MT has already
been consumed up to 15t November 2024. Last year, 1 lakh 65 thousand MT
of DAP was consumed during the same period. So it is clear that consumption
this year had been more than the previous year during the same period. 21,000

MT DAP is still available in the districts.



Farmers are not solely dependent on DAP but also use NPK and
SSP fertilisers, as per their preference, to raise rabi crops. These fertilisers have
also been made available to the state's farmers to ensure complete crop
nutrients.

A stock of 43,000 MT NPK was available at the onset of the Rabi
season.An amount of 28,000 MT NPK has been received from 01st Oct. to 15th
Nov 2024. Thus, the total availability of NPK fertilisers is 71,000 MT, of which
49,000 MT has been consumed, and 22,000 MT NPK is still available in the
state.

Similarly, astock of 80,000 MT SSP was available at the onset of
the Rabi season.An amount of 14,000 MT SSP has been received from O1st Oct.
to 15th Nov 2024. Thus, the total availability of SSP fertilisers is 94,000 MT, of
which 25,000 MT has been consumed, and 69,000 MT of SSP is still available
in the state. The last year's sale of Urea during the Rabi season was 11 Lakh
MT. The Govt. of India has allocated 11,20,000 MT Urea for the current Rabi
season 2024-25.The state had a stock of 3,98,000 MT at the onset of the Rabi
season. 2,84,000 MT Urea has been received till 15t November 2024. So,
6,882,000 Lakh MT Urea fertilizer was made available in the State, of which
2,78,000 MT has already been consumed up to 15t November 2024 and
4,05,000 MT is still available.

The urea used in Plywood Industries is technical grade urea (TGU).
The urea used for agriculture is Neem coated, which contains a Neem oil
content of 0.035 per cent. Both types contain 46% Nitrogen. The Department
carries out regular raids on unscrupulous elements to control the pilferage of
agricultural-grade Urea to Plywood Industries. From 1st April 2024, nine
samples of Urea were drawn from Plywood Industries. Four licenses have been
suspended, and three FIRs have been registered. 150 MT of Agriculture grade
Urea (AGU) has been seized.

Given the facts above, plenty of DAP and Urea fertilizers exist in
the State. The state and the government of India continuously monitor the

fertilizer supply. The Govt. is committed to ensuring the availability of all



fertilizers required by the farming community in the State. Regular inspections
are being carried out to regulate the supply of fertilizers and ensure that the
fertilizers reach genuine farmers. Strict action is being taken against the
unscrupulous elements. From 1st April 2024, 185 raids have been conducted.
105 show-cause notices have been issued.21 licenses have been suspended.8
licenses have been cancelled.7 FIRs have been registered. The sale is stopped
in 16 cases.

In reference to calling attention motion no. 9, the additional statement is
as under:-

As far as district Nuh is concerned, it is informed that during the
last Rabi season, from 1st October to 15t November 2023, the consumption of
DAP was 2680 MT. During the current Rabi season, the consumption of DAP
from 1st October to 15t November 2024 in the district is 3909 MT. The stock of
DAP as of 16th November 2024 is 442 MT in the district. So,the availability of
DAP from 1st October to 15t November 2024 in Nuh district has been 4351
MT. Regarding the issue of providing DAP only to the farmers registered on the
MFMB portal, it is informed that the Haryana Cooperative Apex Bank Ltd. has
issued a letter No. Credit/2024-25/5541 dated 02.11.2024 to provide DAP to
the farmers registered on the MFMB portal in the State. These guidelines were
issued to ensure that the DAP fertilizer reaches only the genuine farmers of the
state/districts and that misuse of fertilizer may be avoided. In view of the
above, there is no shortage of DAP fertilizers in the district as 1229 MT more
DAP has been sold up to 15.11.2024 as compared to the previous Rabi season
2023-24 for the same period.

In reference to calling attention motion 11, the additional statement is as
under:-

Sh. Jassi Petwar, MLA Narnaund, has raised the issue of the
suicide of Sh. Ram Bhagat of village Bhikhewala, Tehsil Narwana, District
Jind.Sh. Rambhagat committed suicide by consuming insecticide on 6th
November 2024. As per the revenue records, no agricultural land is in the

name of the deceased Sh. Ram Bhagat. But there are three kanal agricultural



and 125 square yards of Gair Mumkin land in his father's name, Sh. Kidar
Singh. Sh. Ram Bhagat s/o Sh. Kidar Singh is not registered on the MFMB
portal. It is informed that village Bhikhewala comes under Danoda PACS. From
1st October 2024 to 12.11.2024, a total of 3293 DAP bags were supplied at
Danoda PACS. From 01.11.2024 to 06.11.2024, a minimum of 1200 bags of
DAP were available. On 6t November 2024, the day Sh. Ram Bhagat
committed suicide; 1224 bags of DAP were available, and more than 600 bags
were sold on that day. On 7t November, as per the report in Uklana police
station by his maternal uncle Sh. Satbir Singh, Village Kapro, District Hisar,
said that Sh. Ram Bhagat was mentally disturbed. The above facts informed
that the suicide by Sh. Ram Bhagat is not due to unavailability of DAP
fertilizer.

In reference to calling attention motion 16, the detailed information has

been provided above



Steps Taken by the State Government to ensure DAP fertilizer

availability:-

1.

The State Agriculture Department issued directions to all fertilizer
suppliers vide letter dated 04.09.2024 to supply 40% of DAP, NPK, Urea
and other Phosphatic Fertilizers to the PACS through Hafed.

The State Government made special efforts for timely supply and to get

more fertilizer from the Govt. of India. The proper distribution in the State

is also reviewed from time to time at the highest level of the government.

The review by the state is done almost daily at the level of the

minister /ACS of the department. The Department is in continuous touch

with the concerned officials of the Govt. of India regularly. Thus, the
availability, sale and stock position of major fertilizers is being monitored
regularly on a daily basis with the field staff, Gol and the fertilizer supplier
companies. As part of the above efforts, the following letters have been
written by the government and department to the Ministry of Chemical and

Fertiliser in the Govt. of India:-

e Vide D.O Letter dated 26.09.2024, the Chief Minister, Haryana,
requested the Union Minister, Chemical and Fertilizer, New Delhi, to
ensure the supply of DAP fertilizer.

e Vide D.O Letter dated 20.10.2024, the Chief Minister, Haryana,
requested the Union Minister, Chemical and Fertilizer, New Delhi, for
adequate supply against the allocated quantity of DAP fertilizer to the
State for October and November.

e Chief Minister Haryana had talked to the Union Minister, Chemical and
Fertilizer, New Delhi, multiple times over the phone and during physical
meetings to ensure that the state gets the required DAP fertiliser in a
timely manner.

e Vide D.O Letter dated 20.09.2024, the Additional Chief Secretary,
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, requested the Secretary, Fertiliser to
the Govt. of India to ensure adequate supply against the allocated

quantity of DAP fertilizer to the State during October and November.



e Vide D.O Letter dated 14.10.2024, the Additional Chief Secretary,
Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, again requested the Secretary to the
Govt. of India to ensure adequate supply against the allocated quantity
of DAP fertilizer to the State during the month of October and
November.

e In addition, the Director of Agriculture and other officers of the
department had written multiple letters to the Ministry of Fertiliser
regarding the subject.

The availability of fertilizers throughout the state is also being monitored

continuously at the district levels. Video Conferences have been conducted

by the Chief Secretary and the Additional Chief Secretary, Agriculture and

Farmers Welfare, with the Deputy Commissioners on this subject. The

Deputy Directors of Agriculture, along with staff of the Agriculture

Department, have been directed to assist DCs in monitoring the

availability and distribution of the fertilizer in the districts. The Deputy

Commissioners have been directed to ensure as under:-

e 40% of the DAP, NPK, Urea and other Phosphatic Fertilizers should be
supplied in PACS through Hafed.

e Ensure strict steps are taken so that no fertilizer goes to the
neighbouring states.

eThe Deputy Commissioners will get the stocks checked and the PoS

updated in the Fertilizer Monitoring System (FMS).

e Strict directions have been issued to stop black marketing and pilferage

of fertilizers.

There is no shortage of any type of fertilizers in Haryana in the
current Rabi 2024-25 season. The State Govt. and Govt. of India are
working together to ensure the availability of fertilizers. The availability
and sale of DAP has been more than last year. Therefore, the issues raised

about DAP and urea fertilizer are baseless and are political.
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
