Sh. Arjun Chautala, MLA wants to draw the attention of this great
house to a matter of utmost public interest regarding the increasing cases
of Dengue in the state. Everyday new cases of Dengue are reporting in the
state. So far more than 5000 cases have been reported which is a serious
matter. It is clear from this that the Health Department did not take timely
measures to prevent Dengue. In previous years the cases of Dengue used
to decrease by the first week of November but this year these are
continuously increasing. More than 1200 Dengue cases have been
reported in Panchkula alone. Hisar is at 2" with 435 Dengue cases and
Karnal is at 3™ place with 357 Dengue cases. Dengue disease prove fatal if
it is not treated properly and timely. The main reason for this is the
Government not taking necessary steps to prevent it on time. Due to this
there is lot of anger among the people against the Government. So the
government should clarify the situation by giving its statement in the house.

| am grateful to Hon’ble Members of Haryana Legislative Assembly Shri Arjun
Chautala, M.L.A. for raising an important issue related to increasing incidence of
Dengue in the State of Haryana.

| would like to inform my colleagues that State Government has not left any stone
unturned to prevent the spread of dengue in the State. Dengue is a self-limiting and an
outbreak prone viral disease, transmitted by infected female Aedes aegypti mosquitoes.
Dengue virus has four strains i.e. DENV-1, DENV-2, DENV-3 and DENV-4. The virus
causes flu-like symptoms, and in some cases, it can develop into severe forms like
Dengue Hemorrhagic Fever or Dengue Shock Syndrome, which can be life-
threatening.

Most of the dengue patients remain asymptomatic and leads a normal life. Some
cases develop symptoms which varies from fever to bleeding and shock.

Guidelines of National Vector Borne Disease Control Programme (NVBDCP),
MoHFW, Gol are being implemented in the State for control of Vector Borne Diseases.

Major steps being undertaken for dengue control:

Dengue has been made notifiable under ‘The Epidemic Disease Act, 1897’ till 31
March 2027.

» VBDs Reporting by all hospitals/labs in State made mandatory.

» Dengue test rates have been fixed for private labs @Rs. 600 for ELISA based
NS1 / IgM.

» Single Donor Platelets rates for private blood banks @Rs. 11,000/- per unit.

Dengue test is being done free of cost, 27 Govt. labs are functional in the State (at
least one per District). Till 11" Nov 2024, total 1,13,667 dengue tests have been
conducted.

196 wards and 1022 beds have been kept reserved for dengue cases in Govt
hospitals.

Platelets are provided free of cost to dengue patients of Haryana domicile,
admitted in Govt. hospitals. This year, 75 SDP units have been provided (63
Panchkula, 6 Ambala and 6 Hisar) to dengue patients free of cost.

Source Reduction Activities are being done by by 3000 MPHS/MPHW, 855
Domestic Breeding Checkers and 20,000 ASHAs. Total 3.80 crore house visits till
11" Nov (multiple visits) and larvae found in 2,09,915 house visits.

Domestic Breeding Checkers are responsible for house-to-house survey and detect
larva breeding in Desert Coolers, Water Tank, Flower Pot Fridge tray etc.

1,03,485 Notices issued till 15" Oct under ‘The Haryana Municipal Bye-Laws
(Control on Vector Borne Diseases)- to owner of premises where mosquito breeding
is detected.

More than 6900 localities covered under fogging repeatedly (743 wards/466
sectors/1870 colonies in urban areas and 2078 villages/1763 localities) till 15" Oct.
Fogging done by department of ULB and Panchayats with 5606 hand-operated and
43 vehicle mounted machine.

Health staff is visiting
schools to make students aware about VBDs control measures.

e For involvement of Panchayats, total 65000 Appeal of W/ACS Health, Haryana
circulated to all Sarpanches/Panches.
