STATEMENT OF SH. KRISHAN LAL PANWAR, DEVELOPMENT AND 
PANCHAYATS MINISTER, HARYANA. 

 

“The Mahatma Gandhi Gramin Basti Yojana (MGGBY) was launched in 

2008 with the goal of providing 100-square-yard plots to the families of Scheduled 

Castes, Backward Classes, and those living below the poverty line. However, due to 

various reasons, possession of the allotted plots could not be handed over to the some 

of the eligible beneficiaries. In the year 2024-25, under the "Housing for All" 

department established by the current government, the "Mukhyamantri Gramin 



Awas Yojana" was launched. Under this scheme, a state-level event was organized 

on June 10, 2024 wherein approximately 7,000 eligible beneficiaries received 

possession certificates, and efforts are ongoing to quickly deliver the possession of 

the plots to the other eligible beneficiaries, wherever feasible. 

Under the Mahatma Gandhi Gramin Basti Yojana, many eligible 

beneficiaries could not be allocated plots. Keeping this in mind, the Housing for All 

Department has launched the "  Mukhyamantri Gramin Awas Yojana - 

Extension ", under which residential plots of 50 square yards or 100 square yards 

will be provided to landless rural families to meet their housing needs. To implement 

this scheme efficiently, around 1,000 Gram Panchayats have been identified in the 

first phase. These Gram Panchayats have also submitted resolutions to the state 

government for providing Panchayati land for allotment of plots to the eligible 

families. 

In the colonies established under the Mahatma Gandhi Gramin Basti 

Yojana, as far as the issue of providing basic facilities such as electricity, water, 

roads and drainage is concerned, the government is continuously working actively. 

Under the Mahatma Gandhi Gramin Basti Yojana, approximately 4,573 colonies 

have been established, and among these, in about 2,250 colonies, where settlement 

has begun, basic facilities have also been made available. In the last ten years, 

approximately ₹320.50 crores have been released under this scheme. Out of this 

budget, around ₹94.5 crores were allocated to the Electricity Department, and 

approximately ₹66 crores to the Public Health Engineering Department for 

providing basic facilities. 

To accelerate these efforts further, a Special Task Force (STF) was established 

at the block level in 2022-23. This Task Force is led by the Block Development and 

Panchayat Officer (BDPO) and includes Sub-Divisional Officers (SDOs) from the 



Public Health Engineering Department, Panchayati Raj, and Electricity Departments 

(UHBVN/DHBVN) as its members. The main role of this special Task Force is to 

monitor these colonies, identify areas lacking amenities, and ensure 

demands/proposals are submitted through the Chief Executive Officer, Zila Parishad 

concerned. Priority is given to colonies with adequate habitation, and instructions 

have been issued to operationalize this Special Task Force. 

The government remains fully committed to providing these basic facilities in 

these colonies. Any colony established under this scheme, which is still deprived of 

these facilities, will be given priority for necessary developmental works under the 

scheme.
