further to amend the Harvana Legislative Assembly (Salary, Allowances
and Pension of Members) Act, 1975.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Haryana in the Seventy-third
Year of the Republic of India as follows:-

1. This Act may be called the Haryana Legislative Assembly (Salary, Allowances
and Pension of Members) Second Amendment Act, 2022.

2. In section 3D of the Haryana Legislative Assembly (Salary, Allowances
and Pension of Members) Act, 1975 (hereimafter called the principal Act), for the
words “fifteen thousand rupees”, the words “twenty thousand rupees” shall be
substituted.

3. After section 3D of the principal Act, the following section shall be inserted,
namely:- -

“3E. Driver allowance.— A member shall be entitled to driver allowance
at the rate of twenty thousand rupees per month which the Haryana Vidhan
Sabha Secretariat may directly credit to the account of person to be notified
by the member to the Secretariat to work as his Driver:

Provided that the person so notified by the member shall continue to
render assistance to the member at his pleasure.”.

Short title.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Under section 3D of the Haryana Legislative Assembly (Salary, Allowances
and Pension of Members) Act, 1975 every member of the Haryana Legislative
Assembly is entitled to secretarial allowance at the rate of rupees fifteen thousand
per month which the Haryana Vidhan Sabha Secretariat may pay to the person to
be notified by the member to the Secretariat to work as his/her secretary.

At present, there is no provision in the Haryana Legislative assembly (Salary,
Allowances and Pension of Members) Act, 1975 providing for the driver allowance.

During the recent past, various members have from time to time individually
and collectively approached the Hon’ble Speaker and stated that:

() a member is entitled for one Secretary/PA, who is being paid a very
meager salary of rupees fifteen thousand per month only which is
insufficient to maintain himself along with the family;

(i) at present in terms of Haryana Vidhan Sabha Secretariat Notification
No. 115/CATA/2000-2022/8666 dated 28.04.2022 i.e. for amendment in
the Haryana Legislative { Allowances of Members) Rules, 1976, in Rule
9, in Sub-rule (1) for clause (b), Rs. 20000/- is being paid to the Honble
Members as driver allowance, who further pay the same to his driver
and suggested that :

(a) the secretarial allowance may be increased sufficiently:

(b) the provision of driver allowance at the rate of twenty thousand
rupees per month which the Haryana Vidhan Sabha Secretariat
may directly credited to the account of person to be notified
by the Member to the Haryana Vidhan Sabha Secretariat to work
as his Driver.

Considering the above suggestion. the Bill seeks to amend section 3D and
insertion of a new section 3E in the Haryana Legislative Assembly (Salary
Allowances and Pension of Members) Act. 1975.

FINANCIAL MEMORANDUM

Section 3D of the Haryana Legislative Assembly (Salary, Allowances and
Pension of Members) Act, 1975 provides for the secretarial allowance at the rate of
rupees fifteen thousand per month to be paid the person notified by each member
(excluding the Chief Minister, Minister, Minister of State, Deputy Minister, Speaker,
Deputy Speaker, Chief Parliamentary Secretary, Parliamentary Secretary and
the Leader of Opposition). It is estimated that an edditional expenditure of
Rs. 45,00,000/- per annum (approximately) would be involved if amendment in section
3D to enhance the secretarial allowance from Rs. 15,000/- to Rs. 20,000/- per month
is carried out.

ANNEXURE

EXTRACT FROM THE HARYANA LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY
(SALARY, ALLOWANCES AND PENSION OF MEMBERS) ACT, 1975

3D. A member shall be entitled to secretarial allowance at the rate of fifteen
thousand rupees per month which the Haryana Vidhan Sabha Secretariat may pay
to the person to be notified by the member to the Secretariat to work as his/her
secretary:

Provided that the person so notified by the member shall render assistance
to the member at his pleasure:

Provided further that no member who has been holding office of
Chief Minister/Deputy Chief Minister /Minister/Deputy Minister /Speaker /
Deputy Speaker /Chief Parliamentary Secretary/Parliamentary Secretary and
retains Special Assistant Personal shall draw such allowance.
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
