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STATEMENT OF SH. DUSHYANT CHAUTALA, DEPUTY CHIEF MINISTER, HARYANA
Sir,

Haryana being an agrarian State, the Government is conscious of its
responsibility to safeguard the interest of farmers. Wherever the farmers suffer any loss due
to damage to crops, it becomes the prime duty of the Governent to compensate them to the
extent possible.

The Government provides immediate relief to the victims of drought,
duststorm, earthquake, fire, fire caused due to short-circuit or electric sparking, lightning,
flood, hailstorm, landslide, cloud burst, cold wave/frost, heat wave and pest attack in terms
of gratuitous relief for crop damage, animal husbandry losses, fishery losses, handicrafts/
handloom losses, housing, loss of personal property in case of fire from the State Disaster
Response Fund.

The State Government compensation norms as well as damaged percentage
coverage for crop damage are higher compared to the Government of India norms in case of
damage due to Floods/Standing water, Fire, Electric Sparking, Heavy Rains, Hailstorm, Pest
Attack and Dust storm. Government of India is providing Rs. 17,000/- per hectare (Rs. 6883/-
per acre) for 33% and above damage subject to a ceiling of 5 acre per farmer whereas the
State Government is providing compensation of Rs. 15000/- per acre for >75% and above
damage, Rs. 12000/- per acre for >50% to <75% damage and Rs. 9000/- per acre for >25% to
<50% damage (subject to minimum assistance being not less than Rs. 500/- per shareholder
and restricted to sown areas with a ceiling of 5 acre per farmer). No relief is provided for the
crop damage of less than 25%. As such, the whole compensation for the damage to crops
between >25% to <33% is met out from State Budget.

Compensation amounting to Rs. 3902.43 crores for crops damage due to various
natural calamities such as drought, flood, heavy rain/water logging, fire, hailstrom, pest
attack and cold wave/frost has been released by the State Government from 26.10.2014 to
28.02.2023.

Regarding damage to Wheat, Mustard, Barley and Gram crops due to
Hailstorm/Unseasonal Rain

Sir, As per notification of Haryana Government, Revenue and Disaster
Management Department No. H.L.R.M/No. 1430-ARS-2-2019/7813, dated 30.07.2019, the
Normal girdawari for Rabi Crops in the State are conducted from 1% February to 1°* March.
During this period, if any damage is found in the crops, it is covered in normal girdawari.
Apart from this, vide letter No.59-ER-5-2023/686 dated 02.02.2023, all the Deputy
Commissioners of the State have been requested to cover the crop damage in Rabi crops 2023
due to cold wave/frost and heavy rain/hailstorm in normal girdawari if found any and damage
report may be forwarded to the Government through concerned Divisional Commissioner by
mentioning the alleged natural calamity as per State Government norms dated 24.05.2022
and Government of India norms dated 10.10.2022. The damage report of Rabi crops, 2023
from the districts through Divisional Commissioners are still awaited. As far as damage to Rabi
crops, 2023 due to hailstorm/unseasonal rains is concerned, vide government’s letter no.
ER-5-2023/1671 dated 20.03.2023, a preliminary report regarding damage has been sought
from all Deputy Commissioners in the state. After receiving the report from the Deputy
Commissioners, further necessary action will be taken in the matter as per Government

instructions.
