Note for the Pad for Hon’ble Public Health Engineering Minister, Haryana, in respect of
Starred Assembly Question No. *91 asked by Sh. Ishwar Singh (Guhla)

Village Bhagal has a population of 10908 persons and qualifies for providing
sewerage facilities under the Mahagram Yojana. Apart from providing sewerage facilities,
the existing water source in the village is also required to be augmented to 135 LPCD + 15%
UAF so as to ensure effective performance of the sewerage system.

The estimates for augmentation of water supply & sewerage scheme in village
Bhagal were administratively approved on 07.04.2022 for Rs. 700.00 lakh & Rs. 1649.00
lakh respectively. Both these projects have been approved under Mahagram Yojana. The
DNITs for the work of improving water supply, laying of sewerage system and construction
of Sewage Treatment Plant have been approved. The status of the tenders is as under:-

a) Water supply (DNIT Cost Rs. 400.84 lakh)-Work allotted on 14.03.2023.

b) Sewerage Network (DNIT Cost Rs. 975.19 lakh)- Tender opened on
20.02.2023.

c) Sewage Treatment Plant (DNIT Cost Rs. 578.38 lakh)- Tender opened on
28.02.2023.

The tenders (as indicated at b & c) shall be evaluated according to the
established procedure of tendering and after allotment of the above works, all the
components are likely to be completed by 31.08.2024.

These two projects are capital-intensive and the State does not have adequate
resources to front-load the schemes under Mahagram. In order to ensure expeditious
implementation of the schemes under Mahagram, such humongous projects have been
posed to NABARD for financial support. Twenty Four projects relating to augmentation of
drinking water supply & Sewerage facilities have been sanctioned by NABARD on
09.03.2023 which includes the two projects of village Bhagal. The funding of these schemes

under NABARD is likely to give an impetus to the pace of progress on Mahagram Yojana.

There are 113 villages (150 habitations) in Guhla Constituency and drinking
water is being supplied to these villages through 166 tubewells. There are no deficient villages,
where drinking water supply status is less than 55 litres per capita per day.

During the financial year 2022-2023, 06 major works costing more than
Rs. 50.00 lakh relating to improvement of drinking water supply, laying of distribution system,
etc. amounting to Rs. 399.49 lakh are in progress in Rural area, against which an expenditure
of Rs. 84.04 lakh has been incurred upto 28.02.2023. The details are attached as
Annexure-A.

Urban:-

There are 2 towns, namely, Guhla Cheeka and Siwan in Guhla Constituency.
Guhla Cheeka Town:-

The drinking water in Cheeka town is being supplied through 21 No. tubewells

and 3 No. Boosting stations constructed in different parts of the town. The water supply is
being maintained @ 135 LPCD. The town is covered with 90% sewerage network and has 1
STP of 10 MLD capacity.

Siwan Town:-

The drinking water in Siwan town is being supplied through 15 No. tubewells
at different locations of the town. The water supply is being maintained @ 135 LPCD. The
town is covered with 100% sewerage network whereas 1 STP of 4.50 MLD is under
construction.

In addition to this, one work relating to improvement of drinking water supply
amounting to  Rs. 807.75 lakh is under progress. The detail of work is attached as

Annexure-B.
