The State Government has implemented various measures to ensure that the citizens here feel

secure and protected.

Among significant initiatives taken by the State Government are increasing the manpower to
keep up with rising population, creating special units to counter heinous and emerging crimes
in a focused manner and modernising the police to ensure that it is tech-savvy, well-equipped

and well-trained to tackle crime effectively.

The State Government has made efforts to improve the coordination with the police
department of neighbouring States and central Government agencies. Hundreds of inter-state
criminals indulging in violent crimes, drug-trafficking and arms smuggling have been
arrested. Special Task Force, set up to deal with hardened criminals, has arrested hundreds

of hardened criminals carrying cash awards on their heads.

The State Government has been tough against gangsters and have taken steps to confiscate
their crime proceeds, remove their illegal encroachment of Government and properties and
invoke preventive detention clause of law. Police has all along maintained a high percentage

of detection in crime against persons, crime against women and violent property crimes.

Another critical initiative taken by the State Government is successful implementation of
Emergency Response Support System (ERSS), popular as Dial 112. Two police response
vehicles in every police station are linked to the centralized police control room, equipped
with the latest technology to get police help for citizens in distress in matters of minutes.
Through citizen portal HarSamay, the State Government has made available to citizens a
large number of police services online, making it unnecessary for them to go to police stations

and offices.

Haryana has been a frontrunner state in implementing CCTNS (Crime Criminal Tracking
Network & System), NAFIS (National Automated Fingerprints Identification System), ICJS
(Interoperable Criminal Justice System) and NATGRID (National Intelligence Grid). By
harnessing these databases, police has significantly improved its effectiveness in preventing

and detecting crime.
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The State Government has implemented a series of community policing initiatives like
setting up Mitra Kaksh in police stations to give complainants a friendly reception, organising
thematic mass awareness and engagement programs to create awareness among people about
threat to their safety and precautions they should take. It has also set up police-public
coordination committees at district level where top police officials interact with community
leaders and work closely with them to identify and solve local problems. This has helped in
building trust between the police and the people, which is essential in maintaining law and
order. Through Raahgiri and Marathon and by patronising sports, police has built a strong

rapport with youth of the state.

The State Government has also taken steps to improve the living and working conditions of
the police force. Besides increasing housing satisfaction level substantially, State
Government has set up schools at district headquarters for quality education for policemen’s
wards. It has substantially raised compensation for police personnel who are martyred or lose

their lives in accident.

Another crucial initiative taken by the state government is the introduction of strict laws to
deal with crime. It believes that punishment should be severe enough to act as a deterrent for
potential criminals. Towards this end, government has amended several laws that provide for
harsh punishments for crimes such as child rape, snatching. It has also set up fast-track courts

to ensure that justice is delivered quickly.

The Government has implemented a transparent recruitment policy to ensure that only

criteria for joining police force is merit.

The State Government has set up cyber police stations in every district and zone to stop
cybercrime. It has also operationalised cyber crime helpline number 1930 to help victims of

cybercrime get their complaints lodged and defrauded money back.

Higher registration of Rape cases in 2022 compared to 2015 explained

Compared to 1070 in 2015, Rape count is 1968 is 2022. Cancellation % of rape cases was
23.7% in 2015; it was high 36.9% in 2022. In addition, half - 50.1% (985 of 1968) - of Rape
cases in 2022 were repeat kind and registered under Section 376(2)(n) IPC, implying that the
complainant was in relationship with the accused. Thus the increase in rape cases from 1070
in 201510 1968 in 2022 is, to a large extent, attributable to free registration of cases facilitated
by Mahila thana and Mahila Help desk set up in the state. Moreover, 7.2% of the rape cases
registered in 2022 were dowry-
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linked. Crime data from year 2022 is being extracted from CCTNS. Following the ‘principle
of primary offence’, rapes alleged in dowry cases get reflected in crime head of ‘Rape’ as it
carries higher sentence than dowry harassment. When data used to be manually collected,
such cases usually got counted as dowry offence. This is another reason for increase in rape

cases registered.

In conclusion, the state government has taken all necessary steps to ensure that law and order
situation in Haryana is fully under control. It has ensured that Haryana police is a modern,
well-equipped, and well-trained police force, capable of dealing with any situation

effectively.
