To Complete the Construction Work of NCC Academy

a) whether it is a fact that on the request of Higher Education Department the
construction work of NCC academy in Gharaunda Assembly Constituency (Karnal)
was started;

b)  whether it is also a fact that the work of construction is not going on at present; and

c) if so, the reasons therefor together with the time by which the construction of the

above said NCC Academy is likely to be restarted/completed?

a) Yes, Sir.

b) Yes, presently the work has been stopped by the contractual agency since January,
2022.

c) Atpresent, no time frame can be given as the matter is sub-judice.



NOTE FOR PAD

The work for construction of NCC Academy, Gharaunda was approved
administratively amounting to Rs.5694.00 lacs vide Principal Secretary to Govt.
Haryana Education department memo No. 4/40-2014 Works (2) dated 26.04.2017. The
work was allotted to M/s Garg & Co. on 7.2.2018 with an agreement amount of Rs.
1792.00 lacs in which Girls Hostel, Boys Hostel, Mess Block, Admn/Guest House,
Amenities block, Boundary wall, Road/parking & Elect. Works were included. The date
of start of the work is 07.02.2018 and schedule date of completion was 06.02.2020. The
building work could not be completed within the agreement amount due to increase in
scope of work. The agency has completed the work upto agreement amount and further
the work is stopped. Over all 55% work (amounting to Rs. 4291.37 lacs) has been
completed. As the scope of work has increased substantially, further work is held up
since January 2022 for want of revised administrative approval. The revised estimate
amounting to Rs. 86.00 Cr. stands submitted to client department vide Engineer-In-Chief
(Buildings) Haryana PWD B&R Letter no. 118005/W 1 dated 12.07.2021.

Reasons for increase in revised estimates is as below: -

After the allotment of work, it was decided by the Gram Panchayat and
Administration, that a 40 feet wide Rasta is required to be provided between the proposed
building and existing Govt. College. Accordingly, boundary wall was required to be
shifted (In earlier proposal common boundary wall of Govt. College was there). In
addition to this, some changes in the existing proposed land were also desired by village
Panchayat in the presence of SDM Gharaunda, to take care of balance unutilized land
for future purpose. So the layout of the building changed.

The land proposed for the building was shifted/changed and the proposed new site was
low lying and most of the stretches of the land were 15-30 feet deep with respect to the
existing road level. Therefore, RCC retaining wall was proposed to be constructed. There
was a provision of 1080 mtr long brick boundary wall in the original estimate and the
cost was Rs.58.00 Lac in approved rough cost estimate. But due to the change in layout,
the total length of boundary wall increased to 1505m. Out of 1505m length, length of
brick wall is approximately 500m and the length of RCC boundary wall with buttresses
is 1005m. The cost of RCC boundary wall is approximately Rs.21.26 Cr.

Further work is stopped, as the agency has raised some disputes and also filed a Civil
Writ Petition No. 6347 of 2022 and 6348 of 2022, CWP 8610 of 2022 in the Hon’ble
Punjab & Haryana High Court. The Hon’ble Court has directed both the parties to
mutually resolve the dispute under the Chairmanship of ACS PWD, and the
reconciliation meetings were held.

Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High court vide order dated 25.8.2022 has ordered that in
terms of the undertaking given by ACS PWD B&R before the court on 27.4.2022, the
authorities shall keep in abeyance any proposed coercive action against the petitioner.
Work will be restarted after the decision of the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High court.
The next date of hearing has been fixed for 24.05.2023. Moreover, agency has also filed
arbitration case, the proceedings of same are in progress and next date of hearing is
01.04.2023.



Further, the Government has approved that the agreements of this agency be closed
where work more than agreement amount has been executed, during the month of Jan
2023 and the same has been communicated to S.E. PWD(B&R) vide E- in-C letter
18713-718 dated 7.2.2023 .

The matter being sub-judice, the decision regarding the balance work will be taken after
finalization of matter.

Hon’ble Chief Minister Haryana has desired to take up the matter of
revised administrative approval in the next meeting of Sub Committee of
Cabinet.
