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REPLY OF CALLING ATTENTION NO. 9 BY SHRI JAI PRAKASH DALAL,
AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS WELFARE MINISTER, HARYANA

Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana is being implemented in the State from Kharif
2016. Paddy, Bajra, Maize, Cotton, Moong in Kharif season and Wheat, Mustard, Gram,
Barley and Sunflower crops are being insured in Rabi season. The scheme is being
implemented by dividing the state into three clusters. There are 7 districts in | & Il cluster
while there are 8 districts in 11 cluster. Under this scheme, the farmers' share of premium is 2
% of sum insured for Kharif, 1.5 % of sum insured for Rabi and 5 % of sum insured for
horticulture and commercial crops. Speaker Sir, you are informed about that actually this
matter is related to Sirsa district. Presently Sirsa is in the first cluster and Agriculture
Insurance Company is working in the districts. During Kharif 2022, an objection was raised
by the Agriculture Insurance Company on the process of Crop Cutting Experiments of the
Department. In Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana, there is a legal agreement between
Insurance Company and Department. According to the Clause No. 30 of the Operational
Guidelines issued by the Government of India, the grievance mechanism system of the
scheme has been made in which District Level Monitoring Committee at District level, State
Level Monitoring Committee/ State Technical Advisory Committee at State level and
Technical Advisory Committee at National level etc. constituted for redressal of grievances.
The farmers of Sirsa district submitted their applications before Deputy Commissioner, Sirsa.
After which the Department, issues of farmers was placed along with the facts before the
State Technical Advisory Committee at the State level. The State Technical Advisory
Committee decides the matter in favour of farmers and directed Insurance Company to
release the claims. But under the legal provisions, the Insurance Company disagreed with the
decision of the State Technical Advisory Committee and appealed to the Technical Advisory
Committee, Government of India. After which the matter was placed before the Technical
Advisory Committee, Government of India. The Agriculture Department firmly presented the
farmers' side with all the facts before the Technical Advisory Committee. The Technical
Advisory Committee of the Government of India has passed its decision on 21-08-2023 in
which the farmers won. The Department and the Government are sensitive towards the
farmers. The Technical Advisory Committee accepted the earlier decision passed by the State
Technical Advisory Committee in its decision and ordered the Agriculture Insurance
Company to release the Rs. 623 crore expected claim/compensation immediately. It is
expected that the claim will be disbursed to the farmers by the Insurance Company soon.

After getting the information of this, a wave of happiness ran among the farmers and the



farmers got down from the tank and the protest of the farmers also ended. Therefore, the
Agriculture Department, Haryana has directed the Agriculture Insurance Company to release
the claim soon as per the decision passed by the Technical Advisory Committee, Government
of India.
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Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana is being implemented in the State from Kharif

2016. Paddy, Bajra, Maize, Cotton, Moong in Kharif season and Wheat, Mustard, Gram,

Barley and Sunflower crops are being insured in Rabi season. The scheme is being

implementing in the state as cluster approach. All the districts of the state are divided into

three clusters. Under the scheme, the farmer’s share of premium is 2% of sum insured in

Kharif and 1.5% of sum insured in Rabi and 5% for horticultural & commercial crops. The

remaining premium is borne by the Central and State Government in equal proportion.

Risk: - The scheme covers all kinds of natural calamities in addition to war and

nuclear risks, malicious damage and other preventable risks. Under this scheme, the risks in

the crops of the farmers have been divided into the following parts.

a)

b)

Localized Calamities: - If the farmer's crop is damage due to hailstorm and
inundation (except paddy). This kind of risk lies under localized calamities. The
farmer has to report the loss to nearest office of the Agriculture Department of the
district concerned within 72 hours or online. The assessment of the loss is done jointly
by the team consisting of the officers of Agriculture department, the loss assessor
appointed by the Insurance Company and the concerned farmer or his representative.
Standing Crop (from Sowing to Harvesting): - This risk determines the
productivity of the farmer. In this risk, the government fixes a certain crop and district
wise limit of production before the season. This is determined by the data of better
five years out of last seven years. Agriculture Development Officer Conducts four
crop cutting experiments for each insured crop in each village during the harvesting
time of insured crop. Which are compared with the productive limit declared by the
Government. In case of yield shortfall, all the insured farmers of the unit are given
claim on proportion. The claim is calculated on the basis of following formula: -

Threshold Yield - Actual Yield
Claim (Rs. per hectare) = ....cccvvvviiiiiniiiiinniiiinniieiinnnnnn X Sum Assured
Threshold Yield

In this risk, no application is required to get claim by the farmers. All the insured

farmers in the insured area (unit) are given claims according to their insured area based on the

above formula.

c) Post Harvesting Loss: - If the crop is damaged due to cyclone, cyclonic rain and

unseasonal rains, if the farmer’s crop is kept dry in the fields for a maximum of two

weeks after harvesting, then it comes under the category of post-harvest loss of the



scheme. The farmer has to report the loss to nearest office of the Agriculture

Department of the district concerned within 72 hours or online. The assessment of the

loss is done jointly by the team consisting of the officers of Agriculture department,

the loss assessor appointed by the Insurance Company and the concerned farmer or

his representative.

During Kharif 2022, objection was raised by the Insurance Company on the process

of Crop Cutting Experiments in the state. After which the matter was taking seriously, the



meetings were held by the department at state level in which the officials from Government
of India and head office of insurance company were also present. According the decision of
the meeting, two committees were constituted by the department to inquire the matter.
Technical faults were examined by the first inquiry committee and the receipts of crop cutting
experiments were examined by the second inquiry committee. According to the investigation
report, action is being taken by the Department against the guilty officers/officials. After
investigation by the both committees, the matter was placed before the State Technical
Advisory Committee. The State Technical Advisory Committee directed the Insurance
Company to pay the claim keeping in view all the points. The Insurance Company disagreed
with the decision and appealed to the Technical Advisory Committee, Government of India.
Government of India has directed to Insurance Company to pay the claim considering the
decision earlier passed by the State Technical Advisory Committee on this appeal. The
Insurance Company has started the disbursement process of claim and the farmers will get the
claim soon. The state government continues to make every possible effort in the interest of

the farmers and will continue to do so in the future.
