The
scrapping of Tajewala Raipur Rani and Dadupur Nalvi canal projects had let to large scale
damaged to life and property in recent floods in three districts of the Shivalik region - Panchuka,
Ambala and Yamunanagar. If the present Government had gone ahead with the construction of
these canal projects the damage caused by the flood water could have been minimized as the
rainwater could have been channelized properly. The rampant illegal mining in the State rivers
including the Yamuna, the Ghaggar and Tangri let to the change in the course of these rivers,
creating havoc in agricultural lands and residential areas. Illegal mining is being carried out
under the protection of the Government. The agriculture has been completely ruined due to the
floods and farmers and farm workers have been badly affected by the water logging and
everyone now needs help from Government. They demand the Government to give

compensation of Rs. 40,000/- per acre to the farmers who suffered crop damage. Due to water



logging, the water motor and pump-set installed in the fields have also been damaged. There is
huge shortage of animal fodder since the floods and demanded to the Government to arrange for
fodder. Along with this, compensation for the loss caused to houses, shops and business should
also be done with immediate effect. The poor mainly labourers were particularly afflicted by the
floods. The agriculture labourers of the village could not even get work this time. The
Government should pay at least 30 days additional daily wages to MGNREGA workers. Along
with giving relief to the public, the Government will have to work on a war-footing for draining
out rainwater The State Government should demand a relief package from the Centre like the
Congress Government of Himachal Pradesh. Due to water logging, there is an outbreak of
diseases in flood affected areas, but the Government has not made any plans to prevent these.
The BJP-JJP Government is deliberately delaying the compensation to the floods-affected
residents. Once again the Government is shirking it s responsibility by citing the portal. People
have already suffered a lot and they need help not portals. It is an urgent matter of public

importance and we request the Hon’ble Speaker to allow a discussion in public interest.

STATEMENT OF SHRI DUSHYANT CHAUTALA, DEPUTY CHIEF MINISTER

Sir, the Government of Haryana is conscious of its responsibility to safeguard the
interests of farmers and therefore takes advance steps to mitigate all risks faced by them.
Whenever a natural calamity or any other disaster does strike, Government promptly
assists them in responding to the events and proactively compensates them in
accordance with policy.

It is a fact that heavy to extremely heavy rainfall was received in adjoining States

and in most of the parts of Haryana for three consecutive days, viz., 8”‘, o and 10"
July. The resultant floods threw the normal life out of gear in Haryana and caused
unfortunate loss of lives, animals and extensive damage to properties and infrastructure.
During 8™ July to 12" July, State’s cumulative rainfall was 110 mm against the normal
rainfall of 28.4 mm which means 287% excess rainfall. Yamunanagar, Kurukshtera,
Panchkula and Ambala received 842%, 814%, 699% and 514% excess rainfall,
respectively. For the first time in the history of Haryana, the Government declared1469
villages and 4 MC areas in 12 districts as flood affected in the State.

The Government promptly took all necessary steps and precautions to prevent
and to reduce the impact of the flood. 7,868 persons were evacuated,60 relief camps
were organized, and 2,031 persons were shifted to relief camps. Food and other civil
supplies arrangements were made for citizens in the marooned areas. Army, Airforce,
NDRF and SDRF, Civil Society organisations and NGOs were roped into assist the
district administrations in search, rescue and relief operations. On 11.07.2023 seven
senior IAS Officers in the rank of Administrative Secretaries were appointed as In
Charge of the flood affected districts to review and coordinate the ongoing efforts to

minimize the impact of floods.



To ease the process of submission of claims for affected persons and families, for
damage/loss in respect of their house, livestock, crops and commercial moveable
property and to ensure transparency in damage verification and disbursement of
compensation to the affected people through Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) in a time
bound manner, State Government launched a dedicated portal i.e.
https://eskhatipurti.haryana.gov.in/. The portal is open till 25" August 2023 for public to
upload their claims. Disbursement of compensation will be taken up immediately upon
completion of the ongoing verification process as per the norms/instruction of the

Haryana Government.

The total crop loss area uploaded at Eskhatipurti portal, by 1,35,541 farmers, in
4,475 villages of the State as on 22.08.2023 is 6,61,644 acres. 47 human lives have been
lost. 333 claims against the animal loss have been reported in the portal and a total
number of 5,380 houses are claimed to have been damaged due to flood besides the

damage of 109 commercial units in the State.

An amount of Rs. 1,60,00,00/-(Rupees one crore sixty lacs only) (@ Rs.4.00 lakh
per deceased) has been sanctioned to 40 bereaved families and Rs.1,36,00,000/- has
been disbursed to 34 families. An amount of Rs. 10,01,63,792/- was immediately
released to 10 districts for rescue operations. To expedite the restoration works and
disbursement of compensation, the financial powers of Financial Commissioner were
delegated to Administrative Secretaries and Deputy Commissioners in an unprecedented
step.

The Energy Department provided relief in siphoning the accumulated water by
providing 24hour power and arranged immediate electricity connections to Gram
Panchayats and Irrigation & Water Resources Department (I&WRD) for their short term
requirements for dewatering purposes. DISCOMS also provided temporary connections
wherever required by 1& WRD, Haryana and Gram Panchayats, without any charge.

The Department of Animal Husbandry constituted special teams in each district
for the protection of animal health. Vaccination for diseases like Foot-and-Mouth
Disease and Haemorrhagic Septicaemia in Cows and Buffaloes was carried out in May-
June 2023. Additionally, vaccination was carried out in other animals also for prevention
of contagious diseases. Instructions were given to stock up essential medicines and
vaccines in Veterinary Institutions. During the floods, on July 15, 2023, supplementary
guidelines were also issued by the department, vide which, advisory issued by the
Government of India regarding safety and management of livestock during floods and
the guidelines for the farmers, in a language that animal keepers could easily understand,
regarding health and management of animals before, during, and after the floods were

also circulated. Restrictions were imposed on the officer/ officials’ leaves during the



floods with only essential cases being granted a maximum of 4 days leave. The
arrangement of fodder for animals was done by the Local Administration/ Revenue and
Disaster Management Department through HAFED and the Department of Animal
Husbandry Department assisted in its distribution. To protect the Cattle from Lumpy
Skin Disease, a mass vaccination campaign has been started in the state from August 21,
2023, wherein approx. 19 lakh cattle would be vaccinated.

The Department of Development and Panchayat has reported a loss of around
Rs.44.30 Cr due to damage to rural infrastructure managed by it.

The Department of Urban Local Bodies had done desilting of 1,068.62 Km in
various drains and rivers in the State before the recent floods. The ULBD is
compensating the affected persons whose commercial and industrial properties have
been damaged due to recent floods in the urban areas in the State, as per its policy. The
policy provides for compensation of moveable properties upto 50 lakhs and upto Rs.25
lakhs for compensating the loss of commercial buildings.

The Irrigation and Water Resources Department got 323 Schemes approved at a
cost of Rs.466.03 Cr in the 53 Meeting of Haryana State Drought Relief and Flood
Control Board (HSDRFCB) held on 24.01.2022, under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble
CM, besides 168 Schemes at a cost of Rs.231.87 Cr carried forward. All the above 491
Schemes were taken up last year and out of them 279 have been completed. In the 54"
meeting of HSDRFCB, held on 19.01.2023, 594 Schemes at a cost of Rs. 929.86 Cr
were approved out of which 88 Schemes to the tune of Rs.191.49 Cr have already been
completed.

The Irrigation and Water Resources Department is preparing a proposal to
constitute a Departmental Technical Committee (DTC) on floods jointly chaired by all
the EICs for technical examination of various drainage and flood control schemes
submitted by the field officers so that there will be a clear understanding of the holistic
problems of flood and drainages issues in the State.

The Irrigation and Water Resources Department had taken up the work of
clearance of 657 drains out of 853 drains in the State before the onset of monsoon as a
precautionary measure to prevent floods in the State.

The issue of Ghaggar River flooding has been under active discussion since last
three decades. The Ghaggar Standing Committee (GSC) was constituted on 26.02.1990
with Member (RM, CWC) as a Chairman of the committee. The GSC constituted the
team of experts comprising representatives from co-basin states and CWC for suggesting
the remedial measures to mitigate the flooding problem in Ghaggar basin after visiting
the vulnerable spots. The experts committee suggested various alternatives like provision
of embankments on both banks, remodelling of cross-drainage works, possibility of

construction of dams/reservoirs etc. However, during the 28th meeting of GSC, it was



decided to conduct purpose driven Mathematical model study for the entire basin for
managing floods in River Ghaggar and the study was decided to be entrusted to CWPRS,

Pune.

CWPRS Pune has given its final report on Mathematical Model Studies wherein
Short Term and Long Term measures for flood mitigation in river Ghaggar were

recommended. The main conclusions of the studies are as below:

(a) Short Term- Widening and deepening of river Ghaggar upto deepest
existing level and construction of Embankments.

(b) Long Term- Construction of storage cum flood control reservoirs in the
upstream catchments/ major tributaries so that the downstream reaches
could be protected from flooding. Raising of road slab with no change in

existing waterway.

Accordingly, a DPR amounting to Rs 94.07 crores was submitted to CWC on
14.07.2023 on which observations were raised by CWC which stand replied vide letter
No  6134-40/972/98-XI11/4BWS  dt.  14.08.2023. The DPR is  under
examination/consideration of approval with CWC. After finalization/approval of Haryana
DPR by CWC, further time bound action will be taken for its implementation to mitigate

floods in river Ghaggar.

Regarding the matter of capacity of siphons, it is informed that 5 existing siphons
in Ghaggar are of adequate capacity for smooth passage of flood water and further MMS
report of CWPRS also envisages that no changes to the waterway of the structures are
necessary. However, the capacity of these siphons will be reviewed in view of the
unprecedented floods received during July, 2023. Since interstate issues are involved, the
matter regarding revision of capacity as per feasibility will be put up before GSC for

approval/further decision in the matter.

There is no illegal mining inside the river and for ensuring the same, inspection is
being carried out regularly. Since the bed level of river Yamuna has been considerably
lowered after the floods of 2010, no work of de-silting/cleaning of bed were required to
be undertaken. The Government has identified certain points in various rivers of Haryana
where there is urgent need of mining, due to which the free flow of water is being
obstructed. There are around 74 sites in districts of Yamuna Nagar, Ambala, Panchkula,

Karnal, Sirsa, Kurukshetra and Panipat where mining is required.

Regarding the drainage problem due to non construction of culverts, the
Department has identified around 149 vulnerable points in various districts where there is
a drainage problem due to non-provision of culverts by NHAI, PWD (B&R), HSAMB

etc. The department has informed to concerned agencies to jointly visit with the field
