a)  The Government of Haryana allowed age relaxation to only three
categories of candidates for CET examination:

.. Those who had applied for certain advertisements issued by

the Haryana Staff Selection Commission which were

subsequently withdrawn for administrative reasons vide its

Notification No. 42/2/2018-5GS-I Dated 25 March 2022.

ii. The candidates who have worked on equivalent post on ad-
hoc / contract / work-charged / daily wages basis excluding
the period of break in any Department / Board / Corporation
of Haryana Government including Government-aided-
institutions vide its Notification No.22/06/2021-1GS-1II dated
25 March 2022.

iii. Candidates who belong to certain special categories like
scheduled castes, backward classes, persons with disability,
etc., vide Notification No. 22/06/2021-1GS-III dated 25 March
2022,

All these relaxations were incorporated in CET-Phase II
examination, ie., Advt. No. 03/2023. Further, the Haryana Staff

Selection Commission took a decision on 30 April 2023 that

i. For the candidates, who were eligible at CET Stage-I but have
now become over age be allowed to appear for Stage-II
provisionally. If they get selected then their post shall be kept
on hold and their case shall be sent to Government for

approval / relaxation at that stage.



ii. If due to cancellation of previous examinations, a
candidate has crossed the maximum age limit of 52 to
enter in Haryana Government Service then he/she
shall also be allowed to apply provisionally. In case
he/she gets selected then the post shall be kept on

hold and Government’s opinion will be taken.

b) No Sir, the Government is not frequently amending the

rules.
