Realizing the importance of Para medical staff in the functioning of
the hospital, State Government envisions to increase the production of trained
para medical staff and came up with a policy defining guidelines for the
establishment of new colleges desirous of starting Degree Para Medical Courses
vide Government notification dated 5 August, 2021. As per policy, minimum
300 bedded OWN/Parent Hospital is required for starting the courses. Also, the
college must be situated within 10 KM to 15 KM away from the Hospital.

Request was received from one Indira Priya Darshni Kanya
Education Society, Safidon, Distt. Jind for opening of Government Para
Medical College at Safidon, Jind. However, due to non availability of 300
bedded own/parental Hospital and other deficiencies, the proposal was rejected
by the Government vide order dated 16.06.2022.

Further, demands were received from the constituency and
feasibility report was sought by the Government for construction of Para
Medical College in Safidon, Jind from the department. Since there is no
Government 300 bedded Hospital in Safidon at present, the report was sent as
not feasible vide CFMS No.6715 dated 20.06.2022.

College with 50 Beds facility at Safidon, Jind vide announcement code No.
25963. Haryana Government came up with a notification dated 5 August,
2021 regarding the issuance of LOI/NOC for Establishment of new
