“Basic Facilities of HSVP”

HSVP has developed Sectors-6, 7, 8, 11, 12, 13-17, 18, 24, 25P-1, 25P-11, 29P-1 & 29P-
II, 40 in Urban Estate, Panipat. Thereafter, all the services (except water supply and
sewerage) of Sectors-6, 11, 12, 13-17, 25P-1, 25P-II, 29P-1 & 29P-II were transferred
to Municipal Corporation, Panipat and these services are being maintained by Municipal
Corporation, Panipat. Further, water supply and sewerage services of the above
mentioned Sectors including raw water works, 21 MLD CETP (Ph-I) and 21 MLD CEPT
(Ph-II) in Sector-29 P-II are being maintained by HSVP. In addition to above, all the
services in Sector-7-8, 18, 24 and 40 (Part) are being maintained by HSVP. Also, 0.80
MLD STP in Sector-6 and 30MLD STP in Sector-19 (near Village Bhainswal) are being
maintained by HSVP.

Water supply is being maintained by HSVP partially through the field staff and partially
through contractual agencies. Other services (with HSVP) are being maintained by

HSVP through contractual agencies.

It is pertinent to mention here that as per HSVP’s mandate, the services cited above
are to be maintained by HSVP for a period of 10 years after completion of development
works in the Sector, since HSVP charges maintenance cost for services for a period of
10 years only. Thereafter, the services are to be maintained by Urban Local Bodies

Department.

It is possible to shift maintenance of all these services to single agency, that is,
Municipal Corporation, Panipat. Such proposal is likely to be implemented within 3 to 6

months after the approval by Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana.

Starred Assembly Question No.*41 (Diary No.*14/16/623) asked by Sh.
Parmod Kumar Vij (Panipat City), MLA - “Basis Facilities of HSVP”

The Development Plan-2021 of Panipat was notified by Haryana Govt. (Town & Country
Planning Department) vide notification No. CCP (NCR)/FDP/PN/PCA/2006/3936 dated
18.12.2006. As per this Development Plan, 42.53% area is proposed to be used under
residential category while 24.10%, 7.37%, 3.74%, 4.18% is proposed to be utilized for
industrial, transport & communication, commercial and public & semi-public use
respectively. Balance area is earmarked for public utilities, open spaces and special
zone.

HSVP has already developed Sectors-6, 7, 8, 11, 12, 13-17, 18, 24, 25P-1, 25P-II, 29P-
I & 29P-II, 40 as per the Development Plan of Urban Estate Panipat. After completion
of development works and after maintaining various services for more than 10 years,
all the services (except water supply and sewerage) of Sectors-6, 11, 12, 13-17, 25P-I,
25P-1I, 29P-1 & 29P-II were transferred from HSVP to Municipal Corporation, Panipat
and since then, these services are being maintained by Municipal Corporation, Panipat.
Further, water supply and sewerage services of the above mentioned Sectors including
raw water works, 21 MLD CETP (Ph-I) and 21 MLD CEPT (Ph-II) in Sector-29 P-II are
still being maintained by HSVP. In addition to above, all the services in Sector-7-8, 18,
24 and 40 (Part) are being maintained by HSVP. Also, 0.80 MLD STP in Sector-6 and
30MLD STP in Sector-19 (near Village Bhainswal) are being maintained by HSVP.

Water supply is being maintained by HSVP partially through the field staff and partially
through contractual agencies. Other services (with HSVP) are being maintained by
HSVP through contractual agencies.

It is pertinent to mention here that as per HSVP’s mandate, the services cited above
are to be maintained by HSVP for a period of 10 years after completion of development
works in the Sector, since HSVP charges maintenance cost for services for a period of
10 years only. Thereafter, the services are to be maintained by Urban Local Bodies
Department. The same is being followed at Gurugram and Faridabad. At Gurugram
maintenance of all the internal water supply, sewerage, storm water drainage and
roads of the Sectors is with Municipal Corporation and master services, that is, external
water supply, sewerage, storm water drainage and master roads are with GMDA.
Similarly, at Faridabad the internal services (water supply, sewerage, storm water
drainage and roads) of all Sectors (except Sector-75 to 89) are being maintained by
Municipal Corporation, Faridabad while the external services, that is, master services
(water supply, sewerage, storm water drainage and roads) are being maintained by
FMDA. In Sector-75 to 89, water supply, sewerage, storm water drainage and roads are
being maintained by FMDA except for some portion wherein some of the sewerage lines
are being maintained by HSVP. The process of transfer of these sewerage lines from
HSVP to FMDA shall be initiated shortly.

It is possible to shift maintenance of all these services to single agency, that is,
Municipal Corporation, Panipat. Such proposal is likely to be implemented within 3 to 6
months after the approval by Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana.
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
