Statement regarding Unstarred Question No.102

During the last 8 years, approximately 1.69 lakh youth on an average have got
themselves enrolled every year in various employment exchanges in the State
during 2015-2022 (District wise details are at Annexure -1). The data regarding
permanent employment provided in the private sector is not centrally
maintained by the Directorate of Employment, rather the Employment
Department plays a facilitative role between jobs seekers and their
prospective employers. However, Haryana Public Service Commission and
Haryana Staff Selection Commission are primary recruiting agencies who
recommend candidates to government to provide them permanent
employment. Data for such permanent employment during the last eight

years as provided by these organizations is placed at Annexure-II.

Based on the Quarterly Bulletin (January-March 2023) of Periodic Labour
Force Survey conducted by the Ministry of Statistics and Program
Implementation (MoSPI), Government of India, the unemployment rate of
Haryana is 8.8%.

According to the report received from employment exchanges of the State,
category wise details of applicants registered with them as on July 31, 2023 is

shown below:

Graduates 1,03,265
Post Graduates 29,988
Professional Degree Holders 21,569

As reported by DG, Haryana Police 12 cases of suicide allegedly due to
problem of unemployment have come to their notice. (District wise details

are at Annexure — lll).

Following Steps are being taken by Government to provide employment to
youth in the State:-
* Government is actively promoting Ease of Doing Business by delicensing
and decriminalising economic activities. The State Government is also
actively implementing the following initiatives to promote employment:-

e Hiring through Haryana Kaushal Rozgar Nigam Limited
e Holding Mukhya Mantri Antyodaya Utthan Melas
e Educated Youth Allowance and Honorarium Scheme- 2016 (Saksham
Yuva Scheme)
e Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana
e Pradhan Mantri SwanidhiYojana
e Standup India Scheme
e Startup India Scheme
* To enhance employability of the applicants and to cater to the market

demands for skilled manpower, appropriate arrangements for skilling the
youth have been made by imparting them Skill Training through various
institutions like Haryana Skill Development Mission (HSDM), Rural Self
Employment Training Institutions (RSETI), Vishwakarma Skill University and
Skill Development & Industrial Training Department.

* Job Melas are being organised with the private sector employers to
facilitate job seekers and potential employers.

* The scope of Saksham Yuva Scheme has been enhanced which now
includes Post-Graduates, Graduates and 10+2 pass applicants.
Unemployment allowance @ Rs. 3,000/-, Rs. 1500/- and Rs. 900/- is being
disbursed to such Post Graduates, Graduates and 10+2 pass applicants

respectively. Besides this, Honorarium upto a maximum of Rs 6000/- per
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month is also being given to eligible applicants who secure honorary
assignments in Government Departments.

* Two Principal recruiting bodies of the State namely The Haryana Public
Service Commission and The Haryana Staff Selection Commission conduct
examinations for appointment to different levels of Government jobs.
During the period from 1°* April, 2015 till August, 2023 Haryana Public
Service Commission has recommended 4595 candidates for Group 'A' and
Group 'B' posts in the State government. Similarly, the Haryana Staff
Selection Commission has recommended 97,751 candidates during 2014-

2023.
