Whether it is a fact that the people living in the arca (rom Tangri Bridge to Tirlokpur Chowk
in the Kalka Assembly Constituency have accursed to live under the nuisance ol perpetual dust
storm: if so. the reasons of the dust storm togetherwith the steps taken or likely to be taken by the
Government to solve this problem which is affecting the health of people in this arca?

Reply:-

The samples of ambient air quality were collected by the Regional Office, Panchkula
Region on dated 21.08.2023 to ascertain the quality of air in the arca in question from 03
locations i.c. 1) Tirlokpur Chowk in Raipur Rani: 2) M/s Mata Bala Sundry Screening Plant.
Raipur Rani: 3) 300 Mir. away from Tirlokpur Chowk in Raipur Rani. As per analysis report no.
0656 dated 22.08.2023 ol Tirlokpur Chowk, the parameters for PMy;, arc excceding the prescribed
limits of National Ambicnt Air Quality Standards issued by the Central Pollution Control Board.
The Analysis reports no. 657 and 658 dated 22.08.2023 of M/s Mata Bala Sundry Sercening Plant
and 300 Mtr. away from Tirlokpur Chowk in Raipur Rani respectively are within the preseribed
limits.

As per record. 37 screening plants are established in the arca of Tangri Bridee to Tirlokpur
Chowk. out of which 02 screening plants were closed and sealed by the Iaryana State Pollution
Control Board and 02 screening plants are lying closed on their own. Currently, 33 screening
plants are opcrating with the valid consent and are complying with the notilication dated
10.03.2016 for screening plants.

Further, the screening plants have wet process involved in which the material is cleaned
and washed using water. All screening pianls have commonly hired 02 tractors [itted with tankcrs
lor regular sprinkling ol water on the road for dust suppression and logbook is being maintained.
I‘ach screening plant has provided barrier of trees/flexible cloth on the outer periphery. as per
screening plant notilication dated 10.03.2016 to mitigate dust emissions duc to vehicular
movement inside the plant arca. Regional Officer, Panchkula had also requested the RTO vide
letters dated 09.04.2022 & 15.06.2023 for challaning of the trucks/dumpers/trolleys which are
found not covered by tarpaulins.
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
