Executive Summary

Hon’ble Chief Minister had announced to establish Government
Medical College at district Palwal during Budget session 2022-23.
Chief Administrator, Haryana Shehri Vikas Pradhikaran was requested
to identify a suitable land of about 50 acres. HSVP submitted land
proposal of 50 Acres in Sector 21, Transport Nagar Palwal.

In addition, a few options of land proposals had been received in this
case.

Monitoring & Supervisory Committee of Medical Education &
Research held on 05.07.2022 decided that Department will examine the
proposals in detail by taking report from Development & Panchayat
Department.

Deputy Commissioner, Palwal was requested to identify a suitable
encumbrance free single chunk of about 50 acres Panchayat land from
above proposals or any other suitable land for construction of
Government Medical College, Palwal.

Deputy Commissioner, Palwal vide letter dated 29.08.2023 submitted
the  proposal to Director General, Development & Panchayat
Department to lease Gram Panchayat, Pelak land measuring 46 Acre 7
Kanal 9 Marla @ Rs. 1/- per year for 33 years for establishment of
Government Medical College.

Director General, Development & Panchayat Department vide letter
dated 14.12.2023 has intimated that Hon’ble Chief Minister has
approved Gram Panchayat, Pelak land measuring 47 Acre 01 Kanal 01

Marla for establishment of Government Medical College.



NOTE FOR THE PAD

During Budget Session 2022-23, Hon’ble Chief Minister had
announced to establish Government Medical College at District Palwal.
Haryana Shehri Vikas Pradhikarn submitted land proposal measuring
50 Acres in Sector 21, Transport Nagar Palwal at the rate of Rs.
24,500/- per Sqg. Mtr. costing Rs. 495.76 Crores.

Ch. Parveen Dagar, MLA Hathin, Palwal vide letter dated 16.03.2022
informed that 200 Acre panchayat land is available in Village Phulwari
at NH-19 which is only 5 KM from Palwal District Headquarter. He
intimated that Gram Panchayat Phulwari is ready to give required land
for Govt. Medical College.

Further, Ch. Parveen Dagar, MLA Hathin, Palwal vide letter dated
28.06.2022 informed that land parcel measuring 60 Acres near Sugar
Mill Palwal in village Bamini Khera adjoining to District Police Line,
Palwal on NH-19, which belongs to Cooperative Department, may be
taken from Cooperative Department for the establishment of
Government Medical College.

A representation was also received from President, Gram Jan Seva
Samiti, Mirpur Karauli, Palwal vide which he requested to establish a
Medical College or Govt. University or Polytechnic Upper grade
college in Village Mirpur Karauli of Bainslat area of District Palwal
and Gram Panchayat Meerpur has 53 acres single chunk of land.

The matter was discussed in the meeting of Monitoring & Supervisory
Committee of Medical Education & Research held on 05.07.2022
wherein it was informed that local re-presentations have been received
for Panchayat land for Palwal. It was decided that Department will
examine the proposal in detail by taking report from Development &
Panchayat Department.

Accordingly, Deputy Commissioner, Palwal was requested to identify a
suitable encumbrance free single chunk of about 50 acres Panchayat
land for construction of Government Medical College, Palwal vide
letter no. DMER/CONS/F-121/2022/6052-53 dated 14.07.2022.

Deputy Commissioner, Palwal vide letter dated 29.08.2023 submitted
the  proposal to Director General, Development & Panchayat

Department to lease Gram Panchayat, Pelak land measuring 46 Acre 7
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Kanal 9 Marla @ Rs. 1/- per year for 33 years for establishment of
Government Medical College.

Director General, Development and Panchayat vide letter dated
17.10.2023 made certain observations and requested Deputy
Commissioner, Palwal to submit the reply to the observations and send
recommendations.

Deputy Commissioner, Palwal re-submitted proposal to Director
General, Development and Panchayat vide letter no. 7100/Panchayat
dated 10.11.2023 for approval of the case of village Pelak District
Palwal to lease the land measuring 47Acre 01Kanal 01Marla @ Rs. 1/-
per year for 33 years to Medical Education and Research Department,

Haryana for establishment of Government Medical College

A committee comprising of Technical Advisor office of DMER,
Director SABVGMC Chhainsa, Civil Surgeon Palwal and
representative from Deputy Commissioner, Palwal was also constituted
vide endst. No. DMER/CONS/F-128/20499-503 Dated 12.12.2023 to
submit feasibility report.

The committee members visited the probable sites in District Palwal for
establishments of Govt. Medical College Palwal on 13.12.2023. The

site wise details are submitted as under :-
1. Gram Panchayat Land of Village Phulwari — About 180 Acre Gram

Panchayat land is available at a distance of 3 KM from Delhi-Agra
National Highway-19. The approach of this land having width of
consolidation path as 33ft. passes through inhabitant area of village
Phulwari and congested one. Alternatively, if a separate approach from
NH-19 is provided to the proposed land, then private land will have to
be acquired through e-bhoomi portal which is a very cumbersome
process.

2. Village Bamnikhera — A parcel of land belonging to Co-operative
Sugar Mill measuring 73.03 Acre which is 2 KM away from Mini Sectt.
Palwal and adjoining to Delhi-Agra National Highway NH-19 is
available. The land is mortgage without possession to the tune of Rs.
23.81 Cr. which cannot be transferred without clearing pending dues.

3. Gram Panchayat Land of Village Behrola — About 200 Acre Gram
Panchayat land is available at a distance of 1.5 KM from Delhi-Agra
National Highway-19. The approach of this land is having width of
consolidation path as 33ft. and passes through inhabitant area of village
Behrola which is congested one. Alternatively, if a separate approach
along Hathin distributary up to KMP having length 1 KM is provided
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then various approvals/formalities from UP Govt. is required as the
same falls in their jurisdictions.

4, Gram Panchayat Land of Village Chandhat — Village Chandhat is
situated at a distance of 3.5 KM from Palwal-Aligarh National
Highway. About 36 Acre Gram Panchayat land is available at a distance
of 2.5 KM from the village. The approach of this land is having width
of consolidation path as 33ft. and passes through inhabitant area of
village Chandhat which is congested one.

5. Gram Panchayat Land of Village Mirpur Kaurali — Village Mirpur
Kaurali is situated at a distance of 19 KM from Mini Sectt. Palwal and
13 KM away from Delhi-Agra National Highway-19 which leads to
village Hassanpur. About 53 Acre Gram Panchayat land is available at a
distance of 2 KM from Hassanpur road. The approach of this land is
having width of consolidation path as 33ft. and passes through
inhabitant area of village Mirpur Kaurali which is congested one.

6. Gram Panchayat Land of Village Pelak — Village Pelak is situated at
a distance of 11 KM from Mini Sectt. Palwal via Palwal-Aligarh
National Highway and 6 KM away along KGP. About 42 Acre Gram
Panchayat land is available on right side of the KGP and about 4 Acre
land on left side of KGP. Both parcels of land is connected through
underpass provided on the KGP. This site is well connected with
Palwal-Aligarh National Highway and KGP. A PWD Road having
width of consolidation path as 33ft from Pelak to Sihol is also passes
adjacent to the proposed Gram Panchayat Land. A trumpet is also
being constructed for connecting the KGP with Palwal-Aligarh National
Highway near the proposed gram panchayat land. The committee is of
the considered opinion that the gram panchayat land of village Pelak is

most suitable for construction of Govt. Medical College Palwal.

e Director General, Development & Panchayat Department vide letter
dated 14.12.2023 has intimated that Hon’ble Chief Minister has
approved Gram Panchayat, Pelak land measuring 47 Acre 01Kanal 01
Marla for establishment of Government Medical College.

o Lease deed will be executed after the issuance of lease deed order by
Development and Panchayat Department.

e RFP for inviting bids from interested and eligible CPSUs, as has
already been approved by Committee of Secretaries of Medical
Education and Research, will be floated to appoint Executing Agency
for execution of the project and budget provision shall be made

accordingly.
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
