b) whether it is a fact that presently there is a provision for the Sarpanches

and Panchayats to conduct five works upto Rs 5 lacs each i.e. Rs. 25 lacs
yearly; if so, whether there is any proposal under consideration of the
Government to permit the Panchayats for conducting the work up to Rs.

20 lacs togetherwith the details thereof; and

c) whether there is any proposal under consideration of the Government to

change the tender process in Panchayats; if so, the details thereof ?

Sh. Devender Singh Babli Development and Panchayats Minister

to ¢) Gram Panchayats and Sarpanches have been entrusted certain
responsibilities and powers under The Haryana Panchayati Raj Act, 1994
for effective conduct of the affairs of the Gram Sabha area. They enjoy
full powers to consider and administratively approve any development
work upto any limit which are to be implemented from the Gram Fund
which consists of their own financial resources as well as Grants-in-aid
given by State Government and Central Government. They are
competent to implement works costing upto Rs. 5 lakh through tender or
through departmental means. However, for development works costing
more than Rs. S lakh, there is a provision of compulsory electronic
tendering under The Haryana Panchayati Raj Finance, Budget, Accounts,
Audit, Taxation and Works Rules, 1996. It has been decided that
development works costing upto half of the total available Gram Fund
minus Fixed Deposit Amounts, if any, during the financial year, can be
taken up by the Gram Panchayat and Sarpanch through departmental
mode. For execution of any other work, electronic tendering is
compulsory.

There is no proposal under consideration of Government to
change the process of execution of development works by Gram

Panchayat.
