  The above data shows that in Haryana, the Enrollment of 

students in the Government schools increasing since 2019-20. It is only in 

the academic year 2022-23, when the enrollment is lesser than the 

previous academic year 2021-22 due to the reason that during Covid-19 

pandemic, the students of Private Schools take admission in the 

Government Schools to save huge fee to be paid to the Private schools for 

online classes and after the normalization, students those were shifted in 

the Government schools have again been shifted themselves in Private 

Schools. The State Government has taken various steps to increase the 

enrollment in the Government schools, the detail of the same is as under:- 

1. All children studying in Government Schools have been mapped with 

PPP data. Children who are not attending schools as per PPP data are 

being identified and will be enrolled in schools through special training. 
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2. In the month of April, School Education Department runs ‘Enrolment 

Drive’ in all habitations. During the drive, special emphasis is given to 

new enrolment of students as well as re-enroll those who have left the 

school.  

3. Department collects the data of all Government schools on its MIS/ 

UDISE Portal of such students, who do not take admission in next class 

and send it to school heads with the direction to contact their parents 

personally and get those children enrolled back to schools.  

4. Further, to increase the girls enrollment in the Government schools, 36 

Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidhayalas (KGBVSs) residential schools for 

classes 6th to 8th has been approved for 36 Educational Backwards 

Blocks (EBBs). Out of total 36 KGBVs, 34 are functional. Out of total, 

34 functional KGBVs, 22 KGBVs have already been upgraded to senior 

secondary level. 

5. 36 Girls Hostels with intake capacity of 100 girls have been sanctioned 

for girl students of 9th to 12th classes in 36 Educational Backwards 

Blocks (EBBs) to increase the enrollment of Girls Students in the 

Government Schools. These hostels are attached with the prestigious 

Aarohi Model Schools of the state.  

6. Out of school children (OoSC) Scheme: Under Samagra Shiksha, OoSC 

are enrolled in special training classes and after completion of course, 

these students are enrolled in age appropriate classes in formal schools.  

7. ‘Chhatra Parivahan Suraksha Yojna’ was initiated with the objective to 

ensure the safety of girl students and to increase the enrolment of girls 

since many girls drop out the school due to lack of conveyance facilities. 
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Transport facility has been provided to the girl students who comes 

from far off places where there is no Government School nearby. 

8. To increase the enrollment in Government Schools,bicycles are provided 

to the students of 6thclass (boys and girls) belonging to ‘Scheduled 

Caste’ category as well as bicycles are also provided to the students 

belonging to ‘Scheduled Caste’ (boys and girls) category; who take 

admission either in class 9th or 11th; who do not have a Government 

High School or Government Senior Secondary School within the radius 

of 2 km from their village; who have to commute to next village for their 

higher education and must have Haryana Domicile. 

9. The State Government is providing free Textbooks and Workbooks to all 

the students. 

10. Free uniforms are provided to all the students studying in classes 1st to 

8th. Under the said scheme, Rs. 600/- per student is provide by HPSSP 

under SSA scheme and rest amount bear by the State Government on 

the State resources as per provisions of Right of Children to Free and 

Compulsory Education Act/ Rules.
