The mutation of acquired land in respect of Sector-6, 6(Part) and 9
and part acquired land in respect of Sector-10 and 7, Jhajjar,
measuring 962.36 acre, have been entered in the Jamabandi in
favour of HSVP. The mutation of the remaining acquired land of
Sector-10, 7, Jhajjar, measuring 299.25 acre, and mutation of the
entire acquired land of Sector-8, 9A, Jhajjar, measuring 339.59 acre,
are being got entered in the Jamabandi in favour of HSVP through
revenue authorities.

There are only two Sectors of HSVP in Jhajjar-namely Sector-6 & 9.
Basic facilities like Water Supply, Sewerage, Roads, Street lights etc.
have already been provided in these Sectors. The tenders for work of
special repair of roads in these Sectors are likely to be approved in
December, 2023 and work is likely to be completed within 04 months
from date of allotment. Further, 5 parks have already been developed
by HSVP in Sector-6, Jhajjar while estimates for development of 04
parks in Sector-9, Jhajjar is under preparation. The development of
these 4 parks is likely to be completed within 3 months from the date
of allotment of work. There is no proposal to construct the Police Post
in Sector-6 & 9, Jhajjar, as HSVP has already allotted the sites for the
same to Police Department in year 2019.
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
