Initially, the proposal to provide subsidy on
Solar Water Pumps up to 20 Horse Power was
submitted to the Ministry of New and Renewable
Energy (MNRE), Government of India (Gol). However,
the MNRE, Gol, has granted approval for a subsidy on
pump capacities up to 15 HP exclusively in the Hilly
States i.e. North-eastern States, Uttrakhand, Himachal
Pradesh, and UTs of J&K and Ladakh only.

Subsequently, the proposal has been re-
submitted to the Ministry of New and Renewable
Energy (MNRE), Government of India (Gol), with the
specific request to extend the subsidy on Solar Water
Pumps up to 15 Horse Power for the State of Haryana
also.
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
