the number of people who have been given compensation and the number of people whose
compensation amount are lying pending togetherwith the number of people whose
registration for compensation has been cancelled alongwith the time by which the
compensation is likely to be given to the remaining people; and

Sir, a total number of 1,34,310 applications, in all, were received towards compensation,
on account of damage to crops (except cotton crop). 383 applications towards
compensation on account of loss of animals were received and 7504 applications were
received towards compensation on account of damage of houses due to floods that

occurred during July, 2023 on the e-kshatipurti portal in the State.

b&c) The claims for compensation have been assessed as per the prevalent State Government

norms, after due verification. The relevant portion of the norms is annexed at Annexure
‘A’. The Government has sanctioned the compensation of Rs. 5,78,60,500/- towards 4,768
claims of animal losses and house damages through DBT out of which 574 claims could not
be disbursed to the beneficiaries accounts due to technical error (inactive Aadhar
particulars/bank account errors) which will done once the errors are rectified.So far as the
loss of crops is concerned, an amount of Rs.97,93,25,839/-has been assessed for
compensation as per State norms (including Rs.7000/-per acre for re-sown area),which is

being released through DBT.

As far as Sirsa District is concerned, Rs.3,55,000/- was sanctioned as compensation against
14 applications on account of house damage claims, after due verification. As far as the
compensation towards crop damage is concerned, 1,242 claims were received and after
due verification and as per the prevalent State Government norms, an amount of

Rs.3,20,20,574/- has been assessed, and the same is being released.
