To Expand the Metro Train

The State of Haryana encircles Delhi on three sides and comprises largest share of the
National Capital Region (NCR). The State Government has already committed an investment
of more than Rs. 5500 crores for the implementation of Gurugram, Faridabad, Ballabgarh and
Bahadurgarh Metro line Extensions from Delhi.

As far as Sonipat is concerned, presently there is no metro proposal. However, the proposal
of Delhi-Panipat Regional Rapid Transit System (RRTS) corridor has been approved by the
Council of Ministers, Haryana on 23.12.2020. Project is under approval of the Government of
India. It shall pass through Sonipat district with stations of Kundli, RGEC, Murthal, Barhi and
Ganaur.

Metro connectivity from Millennium City Centre-Railway Station-Sector-22- Cyber City is the
upcoming metro project in Haryana. The total length of this corridor is 28.50 km having 27
stations with the project cost of Rs. 5452.72 crores. Project has been approved by the
Government of India on 07.06.2023. Pre-construction activities like Geo- technical
investigations, selection of Detailed Design consultant, appointment of General Consultants,
utility mapping etc has also been initiated.

Metro connectivity for a spur from Rezangla chowk up to Sector 21, Dwarka is under active
consideration of Government of India. The total length of this corridor is 8.40 km having 7

stations with the project cost of Rs. 1891.56 crores.
