water availability and electricity connection etc. are in place.

A. At the time of inauguration 8 Nandis were kept in the Nandishala at Village

B. At Present, 93 Nandis are kept in shed of Nandishala of Village Kot. Before 

inauguration, Nandis were stray cattles and on the day of inauguration they 

were captured and kept in shed of Nandishala. The Nandishala is being run 

& maintained by the Nandi Gau Sewa Sadan and said organization is 

arranging fodder for the Nandis at its own level.  

C. No hurried inauguration was done of the Nandishala at Village Kot. It was 

inaugurated after confirming that all arrangements i.e. shed, fodder, water 

availability and electricity connection etc. are in place.

A. 8 Nandis were kept in the Nandishala at Village Kot, Ward No. 20, Municipal 

Corporation, Panchkula at the time of its inauguration. 

B. At Present, 93 Nandis (27-Nandi, 48-Cow, 2-Bachde and 16-Bachhiya) are 

kept in the shed of Nandishala at Village Kot. Before its inauguration, 8 

Nandis earlier stray cattle were captured and shifted to the Nandishala at 

Village Kot. The Nandishala is being run & maintained by the Nandi Gau 

Sewa Sadan and said organization is arranging fodder for the Nandis at its 

own level.  

C. The inauguration of one shed (30m x 33m) of Nandishala at village Kot has 

been done which was complete in all respect. This shed has the capacity to 

accommodate 300 Nandis. All arrangements to take care of Nandis 

including fodder is being done by the organization after inauguration of 

Nandishala. 

D. The water connection has been taken by organization at their own level. 

Electric connection is in the name of Municipal Corporation, Panchkula and 

bill of the same is being paid by the organization. 

E. Municipal Corporation Panchkula is under an agreement with the 

organization who is obligated to maintain the Nandishala free of cost for two 

years with effect from 04.09.2023 to 03.09.2025.
