Executive Summary

1. The M/s. Urban Improvement Company Private Limited obtained the exemption
for grant of license from the Director, Town and Country Planning, Haryana
(DTCP) on 05.04.1982 for setting up of a residential plotted colony, namely Green
Field Colony over an area measuring 438.04 acres situated in Sector-41, 42 & 43,
Faridabad. The Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana made an announcement Code
No. 10213 dated 07.06.2015 for transfer of Green Field Colony to Municipal

Corporation Faridabad for its maintenance.

2. The Directorate, Town and Country Planning Department, Haryana vide memo
dated 01.12.2016 issued directions to transfer this colony to Municipal
Corporation, Faridabad on as is where basis. The developer company was directed
to transfer the possession of all such road, open spaces, public parks and public
health services in Green Field Colony to Municipal Corporation Faridabad on as

is where basis.

3. The Commissioner, Municipal Corporation Faridabad vide order dated
17.10.2022 has decided to take over Green Field Colony. The colonizer was
directed to hand over the possession of all such roads, open spaces, public parks,

public health services in this colony to Municipal Corporation, Faridabad.

4. The Resident Welfare Association of Green Field Colony, Faridabad filed a writ
petition C.0.A.(SB) 36/2011 and 37/2011 before the Hon’ble Delhi High Court,
wherein the Hon’ble Delhi High Court vide order dated 03.06.2011 and
18.11.2011 issued status quo inter-alia restraining the Board of Directors of the
developer company to alienate, transfer or part with possession of immovable

property of the colonizers of Green Field Colony.

5. A draft of Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between Municipal
Corporation, Faridabad and developer was approved by the Government with
subject to the conditions. The Government has taken the decision that Municipal
Corporation Faridabad will take over the colony and the requisite funds will be
provided by the Government for maintenance to Municipal Corporation
Faridabad. The Municipal Corporation, Faridabad will recover the said amount

later on from the company.

6. The Municipal Corporation, Faridabad filed an affidavit in Delhi High Court in
pursuant order dated 19.12.2023 in the matter. The Hon’ble Delhi High Court has
kept order reserved in this matter vide order dated 08.02.2024.



NOTE FOR PAD

1. The M/s. Urban Improvement Company Private Limited obtained the exemption
for grant of license from the Director, Town and Country Planning, Haryana
(DTCP) on 05.04.1982 for setting up of a residential plotted colony, namely
Green Field Colony over an area measuring 438.04 acres situated in Sector-41,
42 & 43, Faridabad.

2. The Directorate of TCP Haryana vide its order circulated bearing memo No. CC-
8/ MC/2016/10250 dated 23.05.2016 rejected the application for completion
certificate or even part completion certificate of the developer on the ground that
the internal services are not as per approved service plan & estimate and the
applicant company asked to comply with the terms & conditions of permission
dated 05.04.1982. The Directorate of Town and Country Planning, Haryana on
27.02.2018 again rejected the request of the applicant company for issuance of

completion certificate.

3. The Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana made an announcement Code No. 10213
dated 07.06.2015 for transfer of Green Field Colony to Municipal Corporation
Faridabad and its maintenance. In compliance to this announcement, the
Directorate, Town and Country Planning Department, Haryana vide office memo
No. CC-8-JE(S)- 2016/26341 dated 01.12.2016 issued directions to transfer this
colony to Municipal Corporation Faridabad on as is where is basis. The developer
company was directed to transfer the possession of all such road, open spaces,
public parks and public health services in Green Field Colony to Municipal
Corporation Faridabad on as is where is basis, but the colonizer has not handed

over the services to Municipal Corporation Faridabad.

4. The Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana in the meeting of District Grievances
Committee held on 15.10.2022 directed Municipal Corporation, Faridabad to take
over the Green Field Colony. The Commissioner, Municipal Corporation
Faridabad vide its order no. MCF/PS/2022/437 dated 17.10.2022 decided to take
over Green Field Colony. The colonizer was directed to hand over the possession
of all such roads, open spaces, public parks, public health services in this colony
to Municipal Corporation, Faridabad. The House of Corporation vide resolution

No. 26 dated 19.10.2022 has also passed resolution in favor of this proposal.

5. The Engineering Branch of Municipal Corporation Faridabad has prepared an
estimate of Rs. 99,78,13,966/- to complete Internal Development Works (The
necessary amount in lieu of deficit Electrical Infrastructure shall be got deposited
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by the company with the DHBVNL and the company shall submit NOC from the

respective department for payment of drinking water and electricity bills etc.).

6. The Resident Welfare Association of Green Field Colony, Faridabad filed a writ
petition C.O.A.(SB) 36/2011 and 37/2011 before the Hon’ble Delhi High Court,
wherein the Hon’ble Delhi High Court vide order dated 03.06.2011 and
18.11.2011 issued status quo inter-alia restraining the Board of Directors of the
developer company to alienate, transfer or part with possession of immovable
property of the colonizers of Green Field Colony. The Municipal Corporation
Faridabad filed an affidavit and requested the Hon’ble Delhi High Court to pass
appropriate order regarding maintenance and completion of internal
developments work to resolve the grievances of the residents of Green Field

Colony.

7. Further, in compliance of Hon’ble CM, Haryana Announcement Code No. 10213
to take over the Green Field Colony, Sector-41, 42 & 43, Faridabad a draft of
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) between Municipal Corporation,

Faridabad and developer has been approved with subject to the conditions.

8. The Government has taken the decision that Municipal Corporation Faridabad
will take over the colony and the requisite funds will be provided by the
Government for maintenance to Municipal Corporation Faridabad. The Municipal

Corporation, Faridabad will recover the said amount later on from the company.

9. The Municipal Corporation, Faridabad has filed an affidavit in Delhi High Court
in pursuant order dated 19.12.2023 in the matter. The Hon'ble High Court vide its
order dated 11.01.2024 has order to list the matter with COA (SB) 79/2011 on
08.02.2024.

10.The Hon’ble Delhi High Court has kept order reserved in this matter vide order
dated 08.02.2024. The construction work of the road, park and community centre
of Green Field colony will be initiated in accordance with the orders of the
Hon’ble Delhi High Court. The efforts are on to resolve the issue of Green Field

colony.
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
