There is no shortage of drinking water supply in the Rohtak City during normal canal
closure. As and when, any complaint regarding dirty water is received; the same is
attended and rectified forthwith. A proposal for construction of Storage & Sedimentation
Tank for extra raw water storage during extended canal closure period is under
consideration for which 40 acres land is being arranged in discussion with Municipal
Corporation, Rohtak.

There are 13 existing water works in the working condition and their intake capacity is as

The quantity of drinking water required for the daily supply @ 135 LPCD in the city is
75.98 Million Litres Per Day.

All the Storage & Sedimentation Tanks are filled up during the 16 days of JLN canal
running and 8 days of BSB canal running, which is sufficient for 14 days thereafter. Canal
rotation for 13 water works are depicted in ‘b’ above.
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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The present population of Rohtak Town is 5,68,203 persons (2011- 3,74,292).
The drinking water supply is being maintained through 13 Canal based Water
Works and 21 Boosting Stations.

The present status of Rohtak Town 135 Litres per capita per day. 95% of the
town has been covered with distribution system having a network of 531kilometer
pipeline of various sizes.

Two estimates amounting Rs. 811.23 Lakh for rehabilitation of abandoned water
works at IDC Colony, Rohtak Town and laying of DI pipelines in various colonies
of the Rohtak Town are under progress, against which an expenditure of
Rs. 341.35 Lakh has been incurred so far. It is expected that these work are
likely to be completed / commissioned by 31.03.2024.

A proposal for construction of Storage & Sedimentation Tank for extra raw water
storage during extended canal closure period is under consideration for which
efforts for arrangement of 40 acres land are being made in discussion with
Municipal Corporation, Rohtak.

Water Supply - Rohtak City

In Rohtak City, Drinking water supply is being supplied through 13 canal
based water works installed on different location of the said city. The present population
of Rohtak City is 5,68,203 persons (2011- 3,74,292). The present status of drinking
water supply is 135 Litres per capita per day. 95% of the town has been covered with
distribution system having a network of 531 kilometer pipeline. 21 Boosting Stations
have been installed for supplying drinking water supply at requisite pressure. The Water

intake capacity and canal running / closure period for 13 existing water works is as

There is no shortage of drinking water supply in the Rohtak City during
normal canal closure. However, rationing of drinking water supply has to be made
during extended canal closure period. A proposal for construction of Storage &
Sedimentation Tank for extra raw water storage during extended canal closure period is
under consideration for which efforts for arrangement of 40 acres land are being made
in discussion with Municipal Corporation, Rohtak. The said proposal will be materialized

within 18 months only after arrangement of sufficient land and administrative approval.



As and when, any complaint regarding dirty water is received; the same is attended and
rectified forthwith. Two estimates amounting Rs. 811.23 Lakh for rehabilitation of
abandoned water works at IDC Colony, Rohtak Town and laying of DI pipelines in
various colonies of the Rohtak Town are under progress, against which an expenditure
of Rs. 341.35 Lakh has been incurred so far. It is expected that these work are likely to
be completed / commissioned by 31.03.2024.

Sewerage - Rohtak City
More than 90% area of the Rohtak City has been covered with sewerage

system. The total length of sewer line of various sizes is approximately 540 kilometer.
There are four Sewage Treatment Plants having 83.50 MLD capacity including 13
Intermediate Pumping Stations in the said city based on different technologies. The
sewage is pumped / disposed off through three main disposals and 13 Intermediate
Pumping Stations. The sewerage system and Sewage Treatment Plant are running
smoothly. An estimate amount Rs. 1001.59 Lakh for replacement of pumping machinery
of existing sewerage disposals, laying of new sewerage lines and construction of one
disposal in PGIMS campus recently administratively approved. Against this all scope of
work has been allotted to agencies and the overall 60% work completed and balance

work is in progress.

Storm Water - Rohtak City
The storm water system exists in the Rohtak City. 16 storm water

disposals having 400 cusec capacity have been installed in various parts of the city. The
total length of sewer line of various sizes is approximately 50 kilometer.

Works against, an estimate amounting Rs. 4527.36 Lakh for Renovation /
Upgrdation of existing 14 Storm Water Disposals including pumping machinery, civil
structures etc. Special repair / Strengthening using CIPP technology of existing RCC
NP2 64” i/d storm water pipeline along Jhajjar Road, strengthening of 900 mm HDPE
pipeline upto Jassia drain are in progress against which an expenditure of Rs. 1786.18
Lakh has been incurred so far. 40% works have already been completed and balance

are likely to be completed / commissioned by 31.12.2024.



In addition to above, works against an estimate amounting Rs. 1455.00
Lakh for upgradation of existing Storm water Disposal of Old Housing Board Colony and
providing, laying of DI rising main, upgradation of existing various Storm Water
Disposals with replacement of pumping machinery and electrical accessories of Rohtak
Town are also in progress. 25% works against this estimate has already been

completed and balance is likely to be completed / commissioned by 31.12.2024.
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
