The Naraingarh Sugar mill failed to repay the loan amount provided for the

crushing seasons 2014-15, 2015-16 and 2018-19 as per terms and conditions of the

Govt. However, Govt. have taken many measures to ensure the timely payment of the

sugarcane farmers and repayment of the loans given to the said sugar mill.

1.

The State Govt. has appointed Deputy Commissioner, Ambala as Chairman of
the Naraingarh sugar mill for smooth running of the said sugar mill.

The State Government has deputed Sh. Yash Jaluka, IAS, SDM, Naraingarh as
Chief Executive Officer—-cum-Executive Director of M/s Naraingarh sugar mills
Ltd., Naraingarh to look after the said sugar mill as a full time measure.

The State Government has also deputed Shri Sh. Harinder Pal Walia CAO,
Elementary Education Haryana, Panchkula as Director Finance of M/s
Naraingarh sugar mill, Naraingarh as a full time measure.

Haryana Electricity Regulatory Commission (HERC) had granted a ‘must run’
status to the said sugar mill for one year on trial basis and as such the State
Government allowed the Naraingarh sugar mill, Naraingarh to run its co-
generation power plant (25 MW) during the off season in 2019-20 and 2020-21.
The State Govt. has got conducted the forensic audit into the sale of sugar by the
Naraingarh sugar mill, Naraingarh and other activities in the period from
01.04.2014 to 31.11.2020 and on the basis of findings of said audit report, legal
action has been initiated against the defaulters.

The revenue generated from the sale of sugar, molasses, power etc. is being

used to clear the cane price arrears of the sugarcane farmers and for other



operational expenses of the sugar mill after getting prior approval from the Deputy
Commissioner, Ambala.

Decision of Court:-

Indian Renewable Energy Development Agency Limited (IREDA), Union
Bank of India and Ambala Central Cooperative Bank Ltd., Ambala (Lender from Govt.
side) have filed case no. CH/C.P.(IB) /165/2021, case no. CP(IB) No. 25/Chd/Hry/
2022 and case No. C.P.(IB)-197/2022 respectively against the Naraingarh Sugar
Mills Ltd., Naraingarh under Section 7 of Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code (IBC),
2016 before the National Company Law Tribunal (NCLT) Chandigarh.

The whole time director of Naraingarh Sugar Mill Ltd had also filed CWP
No0.29460 of 2022 titled as Naraingarh Sugar Mill Ltd., Naraingarh Vs Union of India
and others before Punjab and Haryana High Court against the proceedings of the
NCLT. The Hon’ble High Court has passed an order dated 22.12.2022 in the said
case and vide these orders, Respondent No. 2 i.e., State Govt. has been directed to
take an initiative to call the representatives of Respondents No. 3 to 5 (Respondent
no. 3- Indian Renewable Energy Development Agency Ltd,; Respondent no. 4- Union
Bank of India and Respondent no. 5- Ambala Central Cooperative Bank Ltd., Ambala)
and all concerned for negotiations and submit its report. In this way, a number of
meetings have been held at the highest level of the Govt. for negotiations with all the
stake holders. Legal opinion of Advocate General, Haryana have also been obtained
on various issues involved in the matter and the matter is under consideration of the
State Gowt.

In the meantime, in another case, Writ Petition (Civil) No. 995/2019 titled
as National Spot Exchange Limited Vs. Yathuri Associates and Ors., the Supreme
Court Committee, vide order dated 24.08.2023, have attached the properties of
Naraingarh Sugar Mills Limited and appointed HDFC Quick Realty for the valuation

of the property and further settling the sale proclamation.

Moreover, the Ambala Central Cooperative Bank Ltd., Ambala has filed
an application before the Supreme Court Committee against the said order dated
24.08.2023 to safeguard the Govt. loans and the interest of the farmers as well. This

case is now listed for next hearing on 26.04.2024.

Provision for Payment as per Act:-

As per provision of Section 15(A) of the Punjab Sugarcane (Regulation of Purchase

& Supply) Act, 1953, a Sugar Mills is liable to pay the price of cane as soon as the

sugarcane is supplied to the Sugar Mills. In case the Sugar Mills makes default in payment

of price for a period exceeding 14 days from the date of supply of sugarcane to Sugar

Mills, the Sugar Mills is liable to pay interest thereon at such rate, not exceeding 15% per




annum, as the State Govt. may, by notification, determined from the said date. The present
such rate fixed by the State Govt. is 15% per annum.

The State Government is regularly monitoring the status of cane price arrears
outstanding against the sugar mills. The Govt. will take all possible steps required to ensure
timely payment to the farmers for the cane supplied to sugar mills in the State. However, all

sugar mills have also directed to clear the cane price arrears without any delay.
