a) No, Sir. At present there is no such proposal.

b) Sir, the existing Elevated Highway on NH-44 is catering to main
highway traffic. Further, the roads from Panipat to Rohtak and Panipat
to Shamli serve as Western Bye-pass for the city. A road of length
11.20 km has been constructed on Bank of Drain no. 2 upto Panipat
Barsat road. Once the remaining stretch of 2.9 km is constructed after

forest clearance, it will act as the Eastern Bye-pass of the city.
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
