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To Solve the Problem of Low Level of Bridges

Will the Chief Minister be pleased to state:- 

a)  whether it is a fact that there are many very old bridges on Indira 

Ghandi drain no.8 which are at very low level in comparison to new 

bridges and during the last year rainy seasons the drain water could 

not cross these bridges and over flowed in many villages as a result of 

which the crops of farmers were also damaged; and  

b)  if so, whether there is any proposal under consideration of the 

Government to solve the above said problem togetherwith the time by 

which the said problem is likely to be solved?

a)  No Sir, it is not a fact. It is intimated that Drain No. 8 does not pass 

through Israna constituency, instead it is Nai Nallah Drain. The length 

of Drain is 29.32 KM (129000 feet) and the discharge capacity of drain 

is 2241 Cusec. It is intimated that the department has identified three 

numbers of bridges in dilapidated condition on Nai Nallah Drain, which 

are narrow in width, at a lower level in comparison to new bridges and 

requires reconstruction. Further, it is intimated that in last rainy 

season, water of drain passed smoothly under these bridges as the 

internal clearance was done as per general practice of the department 

to ensure free flow of flood water in drain. Therefore, crops were not 

damaged. 

 

b) The In total there are three bridges in dilapidated condition, i.e. on RD 

65000, RD 74800 and RD 49000. Administrative Approval for two 

bridges i.e. at RD 65000 & RD 74800 has already been accorded by 

Government amounting to Rs. 646.64 lakhs whose work will be 

started shortly. Administrative Approval of the third bridge at RD 

49000 is under process and its work will be started thereafter.
