Reply to point b) The investigation was completed by the police within the stipulated time limit of
60/90 days as prescribed under Section 167 of the CrPC against all the accused who were arrested.
However, there may be delays in completing investigations in the following types of cases:

i.  Unknown accused - Where the identity of the accused could not be disclosed by the victims. In such
cases, it takes time to first establish the identity of the accused through other means such as mobile
surveillance, tower dump analysis, etc.

ii. Other cases where the accused person/persons, although identifiable, were evading arrest despite the
best efforts to apprehend them. In these instances, they have to be declared proclaimed
persons/offenders by the honorable court. The investigations in such cases can only be completed
after their arrest.

Reply to point ¢) No sir, the law and order situation is completely under control and police is taking
all possible preventive measures. By invoking the National Security Act (NSA), the state has empowered
law enforcement to detain those involved in the heinous offenses, showcasing a firm resolve against
crime. Special Task Force (STF), Haryana State Narcotics Control Bureau and Haryana State
Enforcement Bureau have been established for dedicated action against criminal activities, enhancing the
focus on dismantling the networks behind these crimes. To outmatch criminals' technological prowess,
Haryana has upgraded its cyber surveillance and forensic capacities, essential for identifying offenders
and strengthening the prosecution process. The government also prioritizes witness protection,
encouraging vital information sharing by ensuring witness safety and anonymity. The Chinhit Apradh
scheme further accelerates the judicial handling of these cases, aiming to boost conviction rates. These
comprehensive strategies reflect Haryana's zero-tolerance stance on crime, highlighting its commitment
to public safety and justice.

Reply to Point d) The majority of the investigations into registered criminal incidents were concluded
efficiently within the time frames mandated by law, showcasing the commitment and diligence of the
investigative authorities. However, delays were noted in specific, challenging scenarios. In cases
involving unknown accused, the process of establishing their identities through advanced methods such
as forensic analysis, mobile surveillance and tower dump analysis proved time-consuming. Additionally,
when identifiable accused managed to evade arrest, they had to be declared as proclaimed offenders by
the court, a procedure that extends the timeline until their capture. Despite these hurdles, the investigative
teams largely succeeded in adhering to legal deadlines. The delays, thus, were not indicative of systemic
inefficiency but rather exceptions arising from the complexities inherent in certain cases, emphasizing the
nuanced nature of criminal investigations.
