To Close the Hadda-Rodi 

SH. BALRAJ KUNDU (Mehem) 

Will the Animal Husbandry & Dairying Minister be pleased to state: 

a) the steps taken by the Government to close the Hadda-Rodi in Gaushalas, to provide 
the gaucharan land for Gauvansh and for the welfare of stray Gauvansh roaming in open 
so far; and

b) the action plan made by the Government in this regard? 

Development & Panchayats Minister, Haryana 

a) &&b) Haryana Gau Sewa Ayog is advocating for disposal of carcasses by burial 

method to those Gaushalas which have sufficient land for it. Approximately 50 

Gaushalas have adopted the method of disposal of carcasses by burial method 

(Samadhi Method). Further, a proposal to start the disposal of carcasses by 

electric method (Incinerator) in large Gaushalas having cattle population more 
than 4000 is under active consideration of Haryana Gau Sewa Ayog. 

A provision is there in the Punjab Vilage Common Land (Regulation) 
Rules, I964 for lease of land in shamilat deh including charand land for new 
Gaushalas. 

A campaign for rehabilitation of stray cattle roaming freely on the roads has been started since 12.01.2024. Under this campaign initially 50000 stray cattle would be rehabilitated in those Gaushalas which had already given their 
consent for taking stray cattle and these Gaushalas would be assisted with 
financial assistance for fodder and infrastructure. The Deputy Commissioners have also been directed to ensure necessary arrangements to catch and drop the 
stray cattle in the nearby Gaushalas. 
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
