District Plan Scheme was introduced in the State in year
2008-09. For implementation of the scheme, the detailed scheme guidelines
have been framed. The funds are allocated to all districts on the basis of
population criteria. Out of the total allocation to districts, 40% funds are
earmarked for SCSP Component. Under this scheme, the works of local
needs are approved by the District Development and Monitoring Committees
(DDMCs) constituted under the Chairmanship of Minister heading the
District Public Relations and Grievances Committee in all districts.

With a view to ensuring proper and timely utilization of District
Plan funds in public interest and avoiding non-utilization of funds, the Govt.
Of Haryana has constituted District Development and Monitoring
Committees (DDMCs) in all the districts from the year 2012-13. The
Committee in a district will be Chaired by the Minister heading the District
Public Relations and Grievances Committee in the district concerned.

Deputy Commissioner of concerned district will be the Vice-chairman.
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
