(@ to (o): Section 24 of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 places restriction on
misleading advertisements relating to food and Section 53 thereof prescribes penalty for such
advertisements. Further, the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) had notified
the draft Food Safety and Standards (Advertising and Claims) Regulations on 13.03.2018 for
public comments. Comments received from stakeholders were examined by the Scientific Panel
and the Scientific Committee of FSSAI. The Food Authority approved the draft Regulations in
its meeting held on 14.06.2018 for final notification.
