(a) & (b): The Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSME)
implements various schemes and programmes for promotion and development of
Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) across the country. These include the
schemes/programmes such as Prime Minister’s Employment Generation Programme
(PMEGP), Scheme of Fund for Regeneration of Traditional Industries (SFURTI), A
Scheme for Promoting Innovation, Rural Industry and Entrepreneurship (ASPIRE),
Credit Guarantee Scheme, Credit Linked Capital Subsidy Scheme (CLCSS), Micro
and Small Enterprises - Cluster Development Programme (MSE-CDP), etc.

These programmes and schemes are aimed at creating conducive environment
for the MSMEs to grow across the country and promote employment generation.
